In Mem'
phis, where we reach with so much facility
the vast tide ot emigration moving west
ward, the work haa gone on almost without
interruption. Should these emigrants psss
our doors without having the. Bible placed
in their hands many families might remain
lor years without it. Mr. McC jnnell. our
oily distributor, finds it oeceasary, is order
to accomplish thia work, to visit the traina
at very unseasonable hours in the night,
which he does not hesitate to do is occasion
requires.

. Besides Mr. McConnell in the city.
we have had in our employ during tbe
period covered by our report, the Bevs. J.W,
Ferrell. J.. H. Brown. W. T. Shell
and C D. fontaine, sr.; and Messrs. J. W.

At la seamiest that we could not
have done this work unaided. We had at
the beginning of tbe year books to lha
amount of 2744 66 from grants previously
made us by tha American Bible Society. To
tbese have been added, by donationedivring tbe
year, lhe farther sum 01 liaw uo. 1 brougb
our socisty tbe larger part of these books
has been distributed, and a good work, we
trust, has been done. But we desire to again
express our appreciation ot tbe great liber
ality shown ns by tbe parent society, not
only for lhe year immediately under review,
out through ail the former years; and we
recognize it aa a fact that the American
Bible Society is one of the great and noble
institutions of tbe world for the production
and circulation of the Scriptures. With this
meeting our society retires from the super-
vision of the colportsge work in
Went Tennessee and Ntrth MissisaipDi,
Tha parent society has undertaken
tbe fourth general canvass and resupply
of lhe United States and Territories.
