nempee, there were funded 4871000 bonds,
snd po far an the act itself, or the legislative
jouraal shoy, it was not passed at the request
or by the consent of the ereditors of the
State. One of the principal objects of this
act seem (o have been to pay the war inter-
est oo our bonded imdebiednesa by issuing
boads therefor, and to give consent of the
Btate lor holdera to convert five and five and
one-fourth per cent. into six per cent. annaal
interest bonds, Besides these bonds of about
that date there are outstanding $647,000 of
bonds, which sre desowminated “renewals”
the exsct nature of which, and cause of issu-
aoce, I am upable to define, unless it be
they were imued under the first section of
the act authorizing the isuance of bonds in
place of delaced and mutilated bonds, Un-
der the wet of 1868, which seems to
have been passed, in part, ¢ & continna-
tion of that of 1865-66, there were imsued
§2,200,000 of bonds bearing interest. When
these acis of 1885-66 and 1868 wees pased

put in operation, a large msjority, if
not three-fourths of the wvoters and tax-
payers in Tenvessce were denied the right to
vote or hold affice. In 1873 the Iﬂ.tilfl!uu
pussed another asct, known sa the Funding
Act, under which various classes and kinds
of our bonds were funded, and bonds isued
for past-due interest upon them, the whole
amounting to $8,657,000. 8o objectionable
was this 10 the people, that at the ensuing
Legislature, sll provisions for the payment
of interest poder this 20t were repealed, and
brave never been renswed.

THE ONE HUNDRED-AND THEEE AND SIXTY-
- S AND-EIX ACTE. -

An act {o fund the State debi in bonds at
100 cents on the doilas, and ihree per cent,
annual interest, was passed by the Foriy-
second General Assembly, and @ nlaw
on the 6th day of April, 188]1. Before this
was in foll operation it was thrown into the
courts by isjunction, sod finally declared by
the Bupreme Court uncopstitutionsl and
void, b no bonds were i d under this
act. The same General Asembly which
passed the one-hundred-and-three act was con-
vened in & third extracrdinary sessisn, and
it Inbors during this extra session, on the
18th day of May, 1852, resnlted in the sixty
three-four-five-and-six mcl, known =2s the
Sixty-and-Six Aet, anthoriziog the payment
of sixty cents on the doliar aod three, foar,
five and six f" cenl. interest. This act cen-
tains the following:

“Secmon 9. Be it further enacled, That the
fonding under Lhis aet mball cease aiter the
1st day of January, 1883."

This requirement for the bonds to be
funded under it by the 1st of Jaousry, 1853,
leaves ail those bonds nol a0 tunded under it
usprovided for. The machivery of this zet
was pul in eperation immediately after its
passage, bal fell ahort of its aim, sa the re-
ceni report of Compiroller James N. Nolan
showag that the owners ol more than one-
balf of the outstandiog boods, invited 1o
avail themselves of this act, declined to do
s0. It has ceased operations by its own
terma without fully accomplishing ite object,
There ia ssid to have been {unded under 1hin
sct $13,706,812 77, made up of the following:

THE GTATE DEBT.

The Seoale joint resolution to appeiot a
commiltee Lo asgerisin the amount of the
Biate debt proper aod railroad debts and
other matters was then taken up, and the
awmendments proposed by the State Debt
Committes being agreed on, it was adopled,

The SBenale joint resolution declariog that
no proposition looking to a kigher rate of
principal ard isterest than that proposed in
the June plaiform will be entertained by
the people throogh their representatives in
the Legislature was taken, and aiter some
discuasion it was sdopted by a wvole of
twenty to eight.

Several nenators who voled for the resola-
tion explained their votes, saying that they
did mot concur in thut part which says, “"and
1. bigher rate of setilement sbould ever be
entertsined by the people or their repre-
pentalives,” becsuse it was bayond the
domain or the power cf that body, and
dictatgrial in seotiment, from an sgent to
big superior. e =h

The resclution instructing our ssoators
and requesting our represestatives to vota
W abolish the system of regie contracts on
tubacco was taken up and elicited consid-
erable discumion. The resolution was
adopted unanimously.

INTEREST DEFAULTED sisce 1875.

the matter in their own hands, as they ought,
and had a right to do, and for the first time
have expressed their will |brough the ballot-
box, on the 7th of last November, to tender
terms of setilement of onr indebtedness to
the ereditors of the State, which, under all
the circumstances, every disinterested and
right-thinking msn must regard as just and
honorable to all parties concerned.

‘THE FIFTY-AND-TEREE PROPOSITION,

I think it just, and in accordanes with the
desire of the taxpayers of Tennessee, that
the new funding bonds, to be issued in re-
newal of the Bute:debl;groper bounde, should
be dollar for dollar, and besr the same rate
of interest which original bonds,surrendered,
besr. The remsinder ol the debt, except

THE CONTINGENT DEBT—HOW IT WAS MADE,

This debt, last referred to (named incomp-
troller's report as “ceolingent debt”), was
merely created to construct and equip rail-
roads in the Blate, The internal improve-
ment sysiem, as vou are well aware, con-
templated that the bonds of the Biate should
be losned lo such railrosd companies as
complied with certsin conditions; and for
the Btate's indemuity, a statutory liea was
relained on the roade, franchises, ete. The
railrosd companies were required by the act
snd ite amendments, under which 1he bonds
were issued, to provide for the payment of
the coupon# on the bonds as they matured;
and also to create a sinkiog fund to pay the
bonds themaelvee. It was never contemplated
thal taxpayers ol Tennessee wounld in {acl be
called upom to pay the bonds; and the
history of the timea show that the
advocates of the law so sonounced. Doabt-
less the public expectation would have been
realized but for the late war between the
Biates. Twelve railroads to which $20,502,684
of bonds had been issued, were sold under
judicial proceedings inatituted by (he Btate,
with a los to the Siate of $13 807,084, not-
withstanding the vaal amounts which had,
recently belore sale, been obtrined under the
Brownlow administration, te equip them,
The following are the ronde, with respective
smounts annexed to each, which make up the
som of this loss:

It will be remembered, s belore sta
the psst-bellum railroad debt was con
at a time when numbers of (he best citizens
and largest taxpsyers of Tennessee were ar-
bitrarily and wrongfully deprived of a voice
in the condunct of public sffsire; and, as has
been herstofore suggested, this histus, or =t
least irregularity, in our Biate government
waa koown lo the purchasers of our bonds,
who, becsuse of this i lurity in Siate
governmeat, al the Lime of issusnce and sale
bt them
at greatly redoced prices, and paid for them
in the then cheap gresnbacks. Without at-
templing to detail the evidence of previous
investizations, it meay be siated that mavny
of these bonds were issued wrongfully and in
violation of law. Further, the impoverished
condition of Tennessee was a facl 1o be consid-
ered in dealing with our public debt. XNo
Southera State bas been so moch devastated
and impoverished by the war. The credi-
tors themselves realized thia lo be (
whes, in 1877, a large of
claimiog to be s majority, te mc-

cept a seltlement at sixty cents on the dol-
lar, siating that when all the cireumstances
under which the debt was incurred, and
peculisr condition of affairs in the iluu,
together with its present ability and fature
resources were , it was jost, alike
to ereditor and debtor. How can such credi-
tors now cemplain of & proposition mads by
the taxpayers growing out of the same [acts
15 those col ed Lo exist by the bondhold?
ers? Oa this ground in part the govern
ment of the Uniled Biates, s it ought to
have done, abated a large portion of ils
claims agaivst Bouthern railroads, aod did
it under the advice of letlers from Gov,
Brownlow, Hon. Horace Maynard, and
other national characters, This devasiation
of war, thia uvsurpstion snd misrule of
Siate government by irresponsible pariies,
immediately following the war; the tardy
effort and failure to fuily recuperate from if,
as well as the doubtinl aasthority of those
ephemeral Biste governments by which
bonda were recklessly leginlated into exist-
ence, and as recklesaly put into circulation,
bas been recognized and acted upon by the
holders of securities of olher Southern
Btales, s a just and equitsble reason for an
abat tin the t of debt; and while
some have settled for moch less, I doubt if
::Jvdfomhem Btate has settled this class of
i dness upon lerms more liberal o the
holders of her bonds than the terma pro-
posed by Teonesses.

THE TERMS OF THE VIFTY-AND-THREE SET-
TLEMENT,

Upon the other hand, (here were those
who believed the entire bonded debt to be a
valid obligation on the State, and that Ten-
nemsee was nbundantly able to pay the same.
The sincsrity with which large masses of
ourecountrymen have maintained their views,
snd the perlenacily and bitterness with
which they have conlended, have resulted
unforionately to the creditors and disas-
troualy to the State.
