THE LABOA PROBLEM.
DEPLORABLE CONIITION OF MILL OPERATIVES

I8 NEW ENGLAND.
Wasarxorox, February 9 —The examina-
tion of Frank K. Foster, af M ssachusetis,
was continued this morning belore the Sen-
ate Commiitee on Elueation and Lasbor,
Foster eaid most of the tensment houses in
the manufacturing eities of Masmchuselta
were owned by 1he mill-owners, and the lea-
sees were compellel (o furnish so many ope-
rativen. The houses were generaily amall,
ill-ventilated wnd uncomforiable, and the
operatives were compelled lo live inthe com-
panies’ houses or be dismiseed. The sewer-
age apd sapitary facilities are terribly bad,
svd on summer nigh's the siench from the
cesspools ia neariy  overpowering. The
French Canadiana are o New Eoglund what
the Chinese are 1o Califoroia aud the Pacific
coast, Their morale are Jower and necesai-
ties fewer, and their only 2im seeme to be to
wre how much money they can get to takeout
of the country. ‘Phey donot wish theirchil-
ren to attend schools, and when compellied
1o pend them, often move lo other places.
They seldom accept the right of fravgaise,
Out of ngopul-lian of 88653 in thirty-two
cities in New Eogland only 5896 are nntaral-
jzed and 2850 property-owners.  Foster
spoke sirongly agsainst the employment of
children of temder vears. Little cish boys
and girls are employed in large numbers in
city stores, not old enough in many cases Lo
be ant from under the eye of their mothers,
Tbey work duriog the busy sesson [rom 8
o'clock in the moaraiog till @ and 10 o'clock
in the evening. The weary look of these
little ones toward the close of their day’s
work is iruly pitiful. The girls employed
ns shopwomen sre paidon an average $2 50
per weekk, aad out of this they are compelled
10 board themselves and provide for =il the
vecessities of life and dress themmelves well.
Bociety demands thal they should ba wir-
tuous; yet, with the me=ager stipend received
aud the ten thousand enares placed arcund
them by those over them, it is po wonder
that muny of them fall, There are some
noble exceptions 1o the general ruls conesrn-
ing the trea'ment of employes. A firm
in Boston provided a ball, the commercial
rent vaiue of which is 320,000 per year, in
which their employes can meet in 3 social
way, ose a reading room, or give dining par-
ties in, Over a vear ago thia firm ewiab-
‘ished a fued 10 which each week esch em-]
plove contributed ® very small sum. Last
summer they all drew lots, and the lucky
cn= went to Europe onder the direction of a
member of the irm. The condition of the
mill girl is to be deplored. Away from
bome influence and restraiot, jhrown ofien
among (he depraved of both sexes in low
ienewent bouses, what a wonder ie it their
worais are too olten low. “] speak advieed-
Iy, eaid Mr. Foster, “when J wssert that the
city of Lowell, Mass. alope presents a wide
ficld for philintbropic work, There in mote
ueed there, and s beuter obj-ct than building
places for decayed gentiewomen or donat.

ANTI-MONOPOLISTS.

The Sessions of the Currency Reform Con-
fereace at Washington Closed—An
Address to the

Country, ia Which They Define Their
Position on the Leading Politiesl
Issmes of the Times,

Wasmincron, February 9. —The Currency
Reform Conference bsa closed ita sessions
and the reformers to-day issued an address
to the country im which they define their
position with reference 10 some of the prin-
cipal political imues of the time. The ad-
dress begins as follows: “Monopolistic influ-
ence threateps the liberty of the people. It
bas divided Awerican citisens into clasess oi
rich and poor, those who lived oo fixed in-
comes yet uce nothing, and those whose
labor pays all the taxes and supports
all classes; it conirols the priscipal
travel, and
the traosmimion of intelligence; it
wields andue iofluence aver the public press
sad elections; it all nti
jodicial and e.umtm and above al
it inflates sod controls the volume of cur-
rency and credila, which enables it o create
&-. destroy ruprly values, yas
ness, throw labor cut of employment
and siop the demand for it wetion.”
