Galloway, of Shelby, in reference to the
conatrHctioD of county roada, etc., made a
report. Tbe meeting was well attended, and
tbe reading of tbe report elicited considera-
ble diecnnion, manifeetiog tbe interest felt
in tbe movement. Tbe committee's report
embodied tbe draft of a propoeed bill to pro-
vide for tbe coutrnction, repairing and bay-
ing cf turnpike, macadamized and graded
gravel roads.

THE
Ail act to provide tor tbe construction,

and buyiug of turnpike, macadamized and
graded gravel roads.
Bbctios 1. Be it enacted by the Qentnl

Aacmbly tt the State of l'enneaee. That tbe
County Ccart ol each county is the State, it
each January term thereof, may elect a
board of commissioners, to be known aa the
turnpike commissioners, bald board shall
be composed of three persons, the chairman
of aaid court being ex ostein chairman ol
said board. The other two person shall be
freeholders, not members ol eid county
court, and residents of the county lor which
they are elected.

Sec. i. Beit fvriher enacted, To at at the
same term at which the County Court levies
the general tax for county purposes it may
levy a tax for turnpike purposes, which tax,
11 levied, shall be ten cents on eacn f1W ol
taxable property as shown by the county
assessment, and on privileges not more than

h tbe amount levied for county
purposes. All taxes collected under this act
shall be applied by said commissioners to
the construction, repsiring or buying of
turnpike, macsdamu'd or graded gravel
roads in the county from which the tax is
collected.

Sec. 8. Be it further enacted. That said tax
shall be due the same day as tbe general tax
for county purposes, and shall be collected
by tbe county trustee at the same time and
in tbe same manner as he collects said gen-
eral tax, and subject to the same liability
therefor on his official bond as he is for said
general tax.

together with vouchers for all money paid
out by them, shall be filed with tbe County
Court clerk, to be by him brought before the
court at its January term, and subjected to
the inspection of taxpayers ol tbe county.

Sec 6. as ti further enacted, J. hat tbe chair
man of the County Court shsll within ten
days after the election of ssid commissioners
call them together for organisation, at which
time one of said commissioners other than
the chairman shall be elected by them secre-
tary of tbe board and supervisor of the work
to be done by them. Said commissioners
shall be entitled to a salary, paid out of said
tax and fixed- - by tbe County Court before
their election. The salary of the secretary
snd supervisor shall not exceed the sum of
11000 per snnum; tbst of the other commis-
sioners shall not exceed $250 per annum.

Be it further enacted, That should a
vacancy, from any cause, occur in said
board, the other commissioners shall con
tinue to act until the next term ol tbe
Quarterly Court, at which time the vacancy
shall be filled.

That this
act shall take effect from and after its pass
age, the public welfare requiring it.

ITS PASSAGE URGED.

Tbe people of Shelby county
who have but two or three miles of
lurnDike outside of tbe city ol Mem
phis, feel the absolute necessity of
improving the highways of tbe county,
which for four months of the year, and this
during tbe busy season, are almost impassa-
ble and io such condition as to virtually pre
vent the transportation of produce or sup
plita either to or from tbe depots or towns in
the country ; therefore be it

Eetolved, That the Merchants' Exchange of
Memphis, Tenn., approves of and indorses
the draft ef the bill entitled "An act to pro-

vide for tbe construction, repairing snd
buvinsr of turnpike, macadamized and
graded gravel roads," and respectfully sub-

mits the same to the General Assembly of the
Btste for its naasase into a law
