Every country has ila idols rotn 0( tran-
scendent genius, the bare mention, of whose
names thrills tbe hearts ol the people.
Great men occasionally leave a history be-

hind them which inyesle their name with
romance. Here in America the fame of
Sargent S. Prentiss is of that class. There
never sa aa article published concern-
ing thft remarkable man that wae not
eigerlyread by the American people. His
great abilities, and especially hie daxsling
powers of oratory, have created a morbid
desire to read everything that refer to him.
There is nothing new in the recent reminis-
cences published in regard to Prentiss, but
they ' tiave beta. sufficient to revive a
discussion in every part of tbe Union
as to the oratorical powers of perhaps the
greatest orator the world ever produced.
Much of this discussion, however, will de-

tract from the greatness of Prcotim, as hi
admirers take tbe position that he was in.
spired; nothing but an automaton moved
by soma supernatural power. Claiming for
poets the ."divine afflatus" and inspiration
for the orator is sacrilege, fur tbe greatest
poets and the greatest orators are generally
guilty of the greatest vices. This claim of
inspiration is nothing but the inspiration of
vanity or. mean whisky. Mr. Prentiss was
weak enough to encourage the twaddle about
the inspired orator, as the recently published
reminiscence represent that a friend once

aid to him; "Prentiss, you always mesmer
ise me when you speak." He answered
-- men ills an anair ol reciprocity, for a
crowd always electrifies me. I feel at such
times a kind cf preternatural rap
turf; new thoughts and visions cosm
rushing into my mind, uubiddtn, and I seem
to myself like one uttering oracles. I am
as muck astonished at my own conception
as any of my auditors, and when the ex-

citement is over I could no more reproduce
them than I coeld make a world." Tbe
great orator is no more inspired than the
lightning calculator or-a-ay other man ape--

fatly ,. The great ors!or is appre
ciated Ui mors tbe otiener jta is ocara.
Such sn orator was oerlainly Barges S.

Prentiss, and yet be left nothing noteworthy
behind sum. What orator ever did? We
cannot doubt what is told as of the won-

derful powers of Patrick Henry. Yet
little . of hi eloquent utterances sur-

vive him. This is not surprising
for oratory is for the moment, appeals
to the sympathies, arouses, fire", exalts,
moves, melts, persuades, takes the seal
captive. Crittenden's most eloquent speech,

it is said, was made to a jury in a case for
damage, where a man, having grudge
against his neighbor, lay in a thicket and
hot bis dog as he was following cloee on

the track of a wounded deer. Hays, of

Kentucky, of whom we have heard number-

less tales, in a ce where a man had cheated
a wonnded soldier in a horse swap, so electri-
fied (he jury that they gave (1500 damages.
Cboate was a great orator, but bis speeches,

as reported, seem tawdry and gaudy.
Everett's orations were always per-

fectly finished, but amelled too much
ef the lamp to be effective or to have
the appearance of being inspired. Bat
Prentiss, about whom so much has recently
heen said, never seemed to think at all- -

There wee - aa jar or eJick in hia oration.
The thoughts seemed te flow Iron hisa in
mia--y torrents We heard thi great orator
in his celebrated speech at Nashville in 1814,
and never can we forget the intonation of

his musicsl voice; hia graceful gesticula
tion-,- - and bow he thrilled the vast concourse

with hia eloquence, which waa a continual
mar of harmonv. We have never
heard Anything that approximated thi

ipeech. Hi sentences were (rand,
ifty, majestic, sometime rolling on like tke
aves of the ocean, then rushing ss impelu-

sly aa an army to tbe charge. His elo--

qence was not an occasionally flood, but an
inersent torrent. Three days before Pren
tietmade his celebrated speech at Nashville

But great
orators are not great thinkers, or, at least,

one is rarely tke other also. As an orator,
Treaties has had no equal in America. Hi
voice was nuequaled lull, musical, sonorous,

flexible, and never obstreperous. It was

adap'ed to every subject and mood potent
in lofty and impassioned declamation and
in daring and indignant invectives. He has
already gone into history as onetf the great
orators of the world. ....

On one point,howerer,
the admirers of tbe new version find them-

The book, s the
very criticisms upon it show, i an excellent
rendering of the original, and ie far beyond

the old in its adaptation to the modern
reader. It is still on probation, and wilt be
adopted in room of the old version oaly as
tbe younger generation grow up. ' It took
tbe old version forty years to supercede it
predecessor, and even to day its translation
of the psalms is not admitted into the Epis-
copal prayer-hook- . The new version, how?
ever, is msking its way. It is extensively
quoted: it is retorted to where the old ver
sion is obscure or meaningless; it i accepted
as authority in disputes. All these thinge
show that quietly and securely it is making
Us way into public confidence; next it will
reach the hearts and become imbedded in tbe
affeeiionaof the Eogliah-epeakin- g Christians.
Oaly one thing can hinder this oonaamma
tion, and that would be the introduction of
a complete new translation, which is really
what ie wanted to supply the full require
ment of the enorchin this critical age.

Great excitement ensued when Kayanagh
was placed in the witoees Beat. Kavanagh
aDoarently labored nnder 'great excitement.
He dero-e- that on the 6'h of May laat he
was at the Koyal Oak public hou-- e, Park
street, where he was eogaged by lour men
Brady and Kelly and two strangers.

He is a native
of Detroit, an waa first brought
out bv Mr. Daly, is married to a sister of
Mr. Charles Wyndham, and has taken up
hia residence in London, where be expects
to end his days.

Mr. Fred Manden is 'a small, blonde gen-
tleman, also addicted to tbe use of eye
glasses and a redundancy of soft yellow
beard and hair, such as Bsxon students
wear.

Bartley Campbell is probably the shrewd

It is, of course,
foreign to lb rilrP'ov of nn artist lik tiii
to criticise the several subjects of it, but it is
permissible to snv that Mr. Campbell's work
comes quick, hot and roogh-cas- t, as if from
a foundry.

Tbe
repeated failures OI Mr. campoeu never
daunted him. and when tbe success of My
Partner brought bim to the fore, be came up
smiling, just as if h bad not already fought
twenty-tw- o rounds witn disaster, nis lor-
tnnes have been running since then like a
mill-rac- e. Everything he touches seems to
tnrn him in money. His weakest plays, un
der his own management, net him 115,000 a
year, and he is on the rosd to become as
rich as BoucicaulL In person, Mr. Camp
bell, who is an Irishman, is excepnooaliy
tall and slender, with a strong face and a
mass of curly hair, on which he poses a black
somerero in the Western manner, wearing
usually with It a suit of black brosdclotb.
He, too, is a warm-hearte- generous man
also.

Mr. Gunter comes from Jamaica, W.lria
San Francieco. He ued to be a stock
broker in California, and was at one lime
very well off. After patiently awaiting
managerial encouragement in oan r rancisco
he came to .New York and laid bis preten
sions belore Mr. waiiacr, who ratner en
couraged him, and at one time contracted to
produce his Two Nights in Home.

Mr. McCloekey is the patentee, so to speak,

of tbe dime-nov- drama. He works rap-
idly and vigorously, though not with the
appalling swittnessot Mr, Maeder. Murder,
battle and sadden death, despite the invoca-
tions of the Litany, are the principal fea-
tures of Mr. McCloskey's plays. Indians
almost'invariably, desperadoes always, figure
conspicuously among his dramatis person e.

Hastening out, about
half a mils from the bouse, lying in tbe
fence corner, his body riddled wilh shot and
pieces of lead, they foaod the remains of
John Hooper. Life had been extinct for
many hours. An assassin bad concealed
bimeelf in the fence corner, near where
Hooper would have to pass, on his way
home, and shot him to death. Piece of
paper were touud near tbe body, powder-burne-d,

and these piece seemed to belong to
copy ot a newspaper in the smoke

house at the Hooper homestexi, where
the fsmily gun waa kept. Ihe peo-
ple ( tbe neighborhood suepicioned
Had Hooper, the younger brother of th
murdered man, with having gnilty knowl-
edge of tbe deed, aad on the afternoon after
lb burial Had was arrested and placed in
jail at this place.

Axbakt. N. Y, February 10. The Court
of Appeals in this city is now, considering,
and will in a tew days decide, a ease which
is before it for a second time, and which is
of more than ordinary interest. Tbe action
involves tbe somciency of an alleged mar
riage, tbe legitimacy ol tbe children, and in
cidentally the ownership of tbe Madison
Square Hotel and other valuable real estate
in New York City. It appears that William
K, Hynea, a gentleman of Southern birth,
ample mean, liberal education and high
family connections, wa tor years domiciled
in New York City aa a bachelor, but for a
long time annually visited Europe for recrea-
tion and travel. In 1871 be went to Europe,
and from that year nntil 1874 appeared to
bave reversed bis habits, spending a greater
portion of hia time abroad and vis-
iting America only during the sum-
mer mason, though he retained his Amer
ican citizenship and hi love for th
lacd of hia birth. In June, 1874, Mr. Hynea
was thrown from a carriage in London and
received injuries from which he soon after
ward died. His remains were embalmed,
broaght to this country and interred, and the
sister of deceased, Msry J. McCreary and
Lavma uay, took possession ol bis estate,
which was largely landed property in Aew
York City. Shortly thereafter, a woman
calling herself Mary Ellen Hynea, claiming
lo be the widow of the deceased, wilh Wm.
R. Hynes snd Andrew Hynea, claiming to
be the children of the first plaintiff, and tbe
late Wm. B. Hynee, commenced an action in
ejectment sgainst the deceased's sisters and
tenants for the possession of ths large prop
erty mentioned.
