Commercial Gozelle reporters made personal
viaite yesterday ut each of the places from
Pendleton to Price Hill and Cummineville,
oamed below, comprising about one-half of
the buildiogs in the submerged disricts, snd
by inquiring aod observation, obtaived the
lossen a8 given, The figures mean direct
dsmage to material brovght io contact with
the water, They do not inclada the incalcu-
Isble losses by suspension of trade, or the
cost ol rimoving goods 10 places of safely,
snd of cleaniog up.

TOE COAL MEN Lose $100,000.

The losa in conl properly by the getiing
away of barges from Willow Kun and other
points bere will be about $55,000, aud the
lows of coul in yords by being submerged may
Le ten per cmt., which would make the
whole loss in coal property npproach §100,000.

THE RAILROADE,

The nctual loss sustained by the various
railrords enteriog the city, which embraces
only the dawage dooe to rosdways, machio-
ery, carm and freights in the hands of the
ronds, will possibly reach 100,000, Iac'od-
ing loss of iraffic, the damapge they su2tained
will smount to neaely §500,000

THE FIRE DEFABTMENT LosEs §600.

It was at first thought that the loss of
the Fire Department would bs very heavy,
but this hss proved to be ool (he case
Enginehousea Noa.
