obtaining victory for his clients. Tbat com
plaints against the managers of railroads for
abuses of the privileges accorded them have
arisen in every part of tbe United States,
and also in the various countries of Europe
where railroads exist, ia proof beyond con-

tention that there are such abases, and tbat
the public has suffered from them. This
fact is passed over, as if in Col
Cole's address, which, of course, detracts
greatly from i's logical force and practical
value. That legislation correcting such abuses
is "unfriendly legislation," 'is an assertion
without basis snd in the teeth of facts. Bail
road commissions help railroads when, by

correcting their abuses, tbey establish jus
tice in place of wrong, and so change public
censure into general approbation. Tbey also
JJS'.ify tbe railroads in cases of unfounded
cbsrges eg a i est them, and defend them from

fraudulent efforts on the part of unscrupa
lous shippers. It is the right of every man
in tbe Stale of Tennessee "to select hi own

market, either heme or foreign, ia which to

purchase bis supplies or sell hi products,
without obstruction on tbe part of transpor-

tation companies, either in the form of
and nnjusl rales and arbitrary

ruler, or by combination and agreements
expressed or implied between such com-

panies." These words of the Georgia Slate
Commissiooere apply with equal force to
Tennessee, and if legislation to sop port
each a just principle be "unfriendly
legislation" so much the worse for
those railroad tbat find in justice
an enemy.

The Nashville
advocate of the railroads claims for the
road power beyond --any State authority
te touch; they can enforce extortionate rates
and carry on discriminative injustice
while the power of the Slate lie helpless.
All the display of cases and decisions tbe
long address contains estsblisb no such
domineering power in tbe hands of the rail-Dad-

No charter they hold place them
above the position of common carriers, sub-

ject lo tbe law as each. None of them hold
a foot of gronnd except nnder that right of
eminent domain that is to be exercised, not
for private emolument but for the public
benefit. Tbey owe duties which must be
performed by them as sgents for the public.
The recent decision, which Col. Cole did not
quote, in tbe case of the New York railroad
and it striking freight-handler- has left no
doubt npon points which much of tbis ad-

dress darken and mjstifie. The ipeaker
endeavor .to frighten the Legislature of

Tennessee from providing a railroad com-

mission by the threat that, if it do so, tbe
building of railroad in Tennessee will
be stopped. Col. Cole must estimate
the intelligence of our legislators at a
very low value, to give utterance to
a bngabao cry so puerile. When capitalist
see before them a prospect of making money
by the transport of all those millions worth
of commodities tbat the orator dilates npon
with each warmth of color and bnllian5 of
light, they will build the needed roads; when
they see no prospect of profit tbey will let
them alone. What the Legislature nay do
or not do will not interfere with the ordinary
operation of tbe economic law that govern
uch cases; it ha not done o in Georgia

and it will not in Tennessee. It is pleaded
tbat there are vested right and chartered
privilege possessed by the rosds which the
State cannot touch, yet the road are crea-
ture ef the State, not it masters; if they
have right they alsoowe duties, if they have
privileges they have a!so responsibilities.
Tbey are agents, not dictators; they were
made to serve the public, not the public
them. These are matters of importance
that do not appear in the Nashville
address. The speaker represents tbe
demand for a railroad commission, and
complaints sgainrt the roads, as the doing
of demagogue who seek to mislead the pub-

lic mind. If the Cotton Exchanges, snd the
Chamber of Commerce, and the Board of

Trade and tbe great body of the merchant
of the State of Tennessee are demagogues
the accusation is true, otherwise it is not.
At a lot for other "reasens," Col. Cole

brings np the strange declaration that Ten-

nessee is not like other Stales; there is a
peculiar reason why Tennessee cannot have
a railroad commission the geographical po-

sition of the Slate is against it, for the roads
within it pass, at some points, into Alabama
and Georgia. If the commissioners ap-

pointed are a ingenious in the arrangement
of their measures as Col. Cole is in his dis-

coveries of reason why Tennessee should
not have a railroad commission, they will
find no embarrassment fiom that cause;
what other do in analogous caws, they will
not fail in. As a defense of hi clients' po

sition Col. Cole' address show lertilily of

resource and intensity in argument, and no

little power of oratory. As an appeal to
