The committee appointed by Mr. John K

Godwin, chairman of a meeting of citisens
of Memphis, held on fcatarday, Febroiry 10,
1883, under a resolution adopted for tbat
nuruoe, to visit the creditors of tbe old city
and obtain their acceptance of the term ef
settlement of the city debt, proposed by ssid
mee'in;, aetmz in connection with the tloo
D. P. Hadden, president of the Tszing-Dietric- t,

who at their instance was added to
said committer, toifce the ioiiowing repjrt

The committee, after obtaining the written
awent of mot cf the local creditors to the
trni( of settlement, proceeded to vi'it tbe
cities of Lnuisville, .Baltimore, JSew lurs.
Washington. Richmond and Lynchburg, at
which places the bulk of the debt is held.
At these place (hey saw personally all the
creditora whom they could discover and who
could be reached. A few were absent and
could not be seen. At Louisville all the
creditors ot whom ihey had any knowledge
or information promptly gave their aasent to
the settlement: at Kaltimore all except one,
who preferred to give the matter farther
consideration, but with expressions of
favorable disposition.

At New York all except five gave their
asitent ; of these three refused to sign, two of
whom are creditors ti a small amount. The
amount held by tbe third the commitiee
could not ascertain. One of the five was
aent for parties residing abroad, and had uo
authority to act. At tne other three cities
uamed all tbe creditora signed tbe sgreement
except ooe at Lynchburg, who held five bonda
as administrator of an estate, and was with-
out sulhurity to act.

Tbe commitiee experienced great difficulty
in nuding out wbo were creditors ol tbe city,
though they had the active of
other creditors in I heir efforts to discover
i hem, and notwithstanding notices of their
iirea?nce and object were given in the new-
spaper. There may be, perhaps are, credi-
tors whom they failed to find. They, how-

ever, saw ninety creditors and obtaiued the
assent of all but seven, some of whom did
not disaent, but took tbe subject under con-
sideration. The committee heard of some
otber creditors of whose favorable disposition
they were secured by third persons, but

horn they were unable to see. The com-
mittee weie unable to ascertain with accu-
racy the precise amounts due to each" of
thvsn creditors. There waa a reluctance to
furoUh iiniormatioo, and in some instances
secrecy ras enjoined. Greatly more than
four fifths in amount of all the creditors
they were able to fee, signed the agreement,
and tbev li.nve no doubt, tbat at least a lite
proport on of those whom they filled to see
would promptly assent to it.

The coauiitte were everywhere received
with kindness and cordiality, and a general
sentiment, was expressed that the proposition
made was fair and reasonable. The capitali
zation feature in the proposition by which
the rate of interest is lessened for the first
six years met with no opposition from any
of ibe creditors, but allexpressed themselves
qoite willing to concede it.

In fuel, the biLl proved generally very
satisfactory to tbe creditors, with Ihe excep-
tion of that clause which limits the tim of
p rlormaecs to February 1, 1831. This
limitation to to short a period was tbonght
to ba unwise, and we were advised by parties,
both wbo accented ana signed tbe agree
ment. as well as by men in financial circles
favorable to our enterprise, but not person
ally interested, to either strike out this
limitation or extend tbe time of performance.

A matter of great concern among tbe
creditors was to be assured that the people
ot Memphis intend in rood faith to carry
out the proposed settlement. The committee
felt authorised to give the fullest and most
poaitiva aNaraatei ott this- point, and sfceae
were accented as satisfactory.

Oa the whole, the committee are satisfied
liiitt tbe proposed settlement will Ds acceded
to by the zrent body cf creditors, and they
earnestly recommend tbat the bills tbat have
been prepared for the purpose be promptly
enacted by tbe Legislature.
