The
States of the Union were prosperous before
the railroad era, and it is not true that the
fertile lands of the interior could not have

vious to 1850, tbe beginning of the railroad
era. "From 1820 to 1850 lbe Statea of Maine,
New Hampshire and Vermont had in-

creased in population, lrom 778,477
to 1,215,265 an increase in ' thirty
years before the railroad era of about sixty
per cant. The same three States have, aince
railroad building became active, increased in
thirty years 112,958, or leu than eleven per
o-- upon the population of 1S50. This
much for New England. We now torn to

suppue i' to be Illinois. That remote dis-

trict in )K20 had 55,211 inhabitant. la
1860, a pei iod of thirty years, she had gained
796,269 inhabitants, having increased her
population, without railroads, to fifteen

times its number at tbe beginning of the
time. In the thirty years from 1S50 to 1880

Illinois whs literally made to resemble a
gridiron by the number of rails laid down,
but her population only advanced from
851,470 to 3,077,871, or not quite four limes

ple; in 1S71) she had 560,247; in 1880
ahe ha.' 8j4,C'J4. Up to 1870 tbe railroada
had very little influence, yet the population
had gained in ten years about forty-seve- n per
cent,, while sice 1870, under tbe boasted
railroad influence, it bas increased about
fifty-fon- r per cent. But even this apparent

for tbem, although they contain more silver
than our eighty-- t bree-ce- silver dollar. It
ia reported that an aggregate of $50,000 a
week of it is passing through the Sun canal.
The Cbinesa find that the trade dollar can
be made lo pass for more money in this
country than among themselves, so they
make a profit by seeding it back to ns. As

Jio Arrests Bade in Connection with Last

Mgnl's Exploaioa Exeitemeat
Increasing.

What Patrick Egan, 'Donovan Boua
aad Otber Fenians Say of

the Affair.

Lokdoii, March 16-- 11 a Clock A.M.

There ia an enormous crowd gathered at the
scene of the explosion last night in the Local
Government Board effices in Westminster.
Tbe government inspector bas made an ex
amination of tbe portion of the building
damaged by the explosion, and places toe
loss at 400,000. The ves-e-l which contained
ihe explosive material was placed in the
cellar of the Local Government Board office.

1 O'Clock P.M. Later and closer inspec
tion shows that the explosion occurred from
the outside of the building.

No arrests have yet been made in connec

tion with the explosion. The police noticed

nothing suspicious about Ihe building before

the explosion occurred.

I dare
say if Sheridan had been tbera they would
hsvo put mm down as connected witb it."

"Do you suppose the Land League funds

"Why do they attach any political signifi
cance to it at all? If it were tbe House of
Parliament, one might understand it, but
tbese are merely government omces, which
are at least 300 yards away, with a block of
buildings between.

He
tbougbt Bosa might have been aware of tbe
plot. Hlhinks it undoubtedly the work ol
the Iovincib es. Crowe does nothing to as
sist tbe cause of revolution but bear wbat
otber fellows are doing, "seek" them on
from a safe distance, and occasionally throw
out suggestions a great conspirator, but
most harmless otherwise.

IHE IROX TRADE.

tkoalbern Combination Formed to
Preveat ladleerlmlaate

.

fT. Louis. March 16. Tbe Aqe of Steel to
morrow will publish the following, which it
states refers to a matter entirely new to ths
iron trade of the North: "During the past
two weeks a combination bts been formed in
the South, composed of all tbe coke iron
furnaces in the Slates of Tennessee, Alabama
and Georgia, with tbe exception of Ihe Oak-dal- e,

Tenn., furnace, to be known as the
Southern Coke Association. Tbe object of
ihe association is lo obtain and maintain a
uniform scale of prices and prevent indis
criminate competition and trickery ot all
kinds. Uniform scales ol prices have been
agreed noon, and agents are required to
atrictly abide thereby, allowing concessions
to no one, no matter bow large his order for
iron may be. It place all brands ot iron
on Ibe same platform, so tbat a furnace mak-
ing iron of a low standard will get the same
price as for tbe high standard, that ia, if
they sell any. The advantages will be seen
to be on tbe side of Ihe maker of good
brands, wbile the other msn will have to
work hard to make sales at all. The scale
agreed npon is not sbove the prices which
have been ruling lately, except on a few
grade,, and they are all on the basis of a
bxed price at tbe turnace, adding transpor-
tation."

A Blaedy and a Pad Kan.
Detroit. March 16. Running through

the northeastern section of this city is the
bed of wbat was once Bloody Run creek, on
the banks of which was fought a bloody
battle between the Frsnch aod Indians in
Ihe early days of Detroit. The bed of this
historic stream is need for drainage pur-
poses, and recently the authorities ordered a
sewer run through it. While digging tor
lbe sewer, tbe workmen, unearthed
the remains of human beings. Tbe matter
was promptly laid before the police, and
their investigations disclosed tbe fact that
the findings were the refuse from tbe local
medical colleges.

Tbe Orlarln ef ibe Fbaaeitc Aluuanei.
To the Editors of the Appeal:

'Inauirei" asks tbis mornirg f or an ac
count of the origin of tbe phonetic alpha
bet. To do tbli and trace dsck very
thoroughly, giving proofs and examples,
would occupy more space tban your entire
paper would cover. Of course all philolo-
gists differ somewhat on minor points, but
tbe following is the accepted theory of the
outgrowth of the modern alphabet,

history besius with tbe life and char
acter of tbe Egyptians, tbe earliest ot civil'
ized people. We find in the traces of their
writings, in the lorm 01 merogiy pnics, notn
inar hisrher than ideo graphic writing, or
pictures representing material oi'jecis or au
atract ideas. This pictorial writing was
practiced by the Assyrians, fermans, Lhi- -

m.A and Aztecs :s well as by tbe Egyptian..
Tbe rude, though careful, representations of

lie nliecta and notions anoras eay wora in
translation by our modern philologists. The
transition to symools, representing com
binations of ideas and objects, was
n.tnral but slow: thus a.picture of two men
fighting indicated a battle; a circle was the
sign of eternity. The subsequent adoption
of tbere pictures to represent articula'e
sounds was never accomplished by the
Egyptians, but became a work of their near
neiehbors and rivals, Ihe Phoenicians. This
thrifty, emerpriiing and maritime nation be
came early acquainted with the Egyptians,
through their commercial intercourse, and
tbey gradually iran.io uea toe .gypusu
hieroelvnhs into an alphabet of articulate
soundshaving at first only sixteen letters

to which six were alterward added. Ahe
following is sn example of- - one of tbe trans- -

lions of aa hieroglyph into a Roman
fiosi The Egyptians represented door by a
pyramidal figure, thus A, which gradually
became an articulate sound nnder the Phoeni
cians, with its cbaracter very nine
changed: the Greeks adopted it for their
letter IJelta, and lis bnalt raasiormaiion into
on. moju. D wm A. work . tba Romans.
The Pbaoaiciana, earning constantly in con
tact with various nations speaking and writ-
ing different tongues, more or less changed
the characters and meaning ot their alpba.

Tbe Hebrews early adopted the
invention of tbe Pbceaicians, and tbe Greeka
were not behind in taking advantage of it.
Tbe latter were the firBt to develop these
signs into a system, and to them we owe
ctu.fi our debt of gratitude, lbe precis;
