“Ia event the
great Bt, Fraocie and Yagoo basing are
leveed, the immense volume of water forced
tbrough the channel (o consequence can
never be held within bounds, The result of
this wounld vecesssrily be the tolal abandon-
ment of the bottem country from Helena Lo
the gu/f on the west bank of the river, and
from Vicksburg 1o the galf on the east.”

“Then what do yon propose as a remedy 7"

“Tt i 1o reduce the distance {rom Cairo to
the gulfl to the minimuws, The sir.line dia
tance from Cairo to the galf is, in roond
numbers, 600 miles; by river, jost double
that, or 1200 miles, The elope of the coun-
try in an sir-line ia six inches to the mile,
wheress by river it is only thres inchea

The whole Missivsippi valley is
an outlet from lhree fo twen'y feet desp. [t
is an insult to the saffering thousnds of this
eatire valley coontry to talk soch monstirous
absurdity.”

“Suppowe the prestat flosd covfined to the
river proper by levees, what would their
hight had to have been?”

“Well, starticg at Ceiro with & levee three
fest above high water, it wounld require »
gradual increass in altitede until ffieen
feet would be peceasary at Memphis 1o be
above high water there, From the Iatter
place to Helena 2 gradual depression conld
2 made until only fAvs or seven feetl would
be nerded.
