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A FATAL ONCKKHIOR.
It ia the general policy of monopolist! to

conciliate and compromise with what they
cannjt crash or control. The cotton manu-
facturers of the Eastern States read the
handwriting on the wall. They are forced

to make the fatal confusion that they can
not compete with the Ssuth in the maoufao
tare of coarse co'.ton goods, and now tbey
propose that the Southern people confine
tnemselves exclusively to the manufacture
of the coarser fabrics, and give tbem the
monopoly of manufactnring the finer goods.
The recent admission of the Northern maon
lecturers eonnils like a death knell to the
Eastern co'.ton manufacturers. The confes-

sion that the North and East cannot compete
with the South in t ie manufacture of
cearatr cotton fabrics, is an admisaion that
tne South will ultimately manufacture all
the cotton she produces. The New York
Timet, always plow to make concessions
favorable to the South, says- -

Bo long as the New Eng'and manufacturer mastpy 12 60 to 4 a bale fur freight on bia raw mate-
rial, making h is yearly frciKht bill on tne same
amount of cgiluu from aeveia to ten time that of
his Southern rival; so tongas he must pay also a
considerably higher rate of waxes, and. on the
average, a higher price for tile power that Orives
bis apiodlea&ud looms, he cannot ieonabl hope
to compete, on similar grades of goods, with the
mills of Georgia and the Carolina. 1 he advan-
tages at preaeut enjoyed by the Houtbem maim fut-
ure sre. moreover, certain to be increased.
Many of the Southern mills are now equipped v iLh
old and worn-ou- t machinery, and few of them
have or competent employes. Bat
even under these imperfect conditions tne profits
of cotton manufacturing there are tar greatei lliau
In Mew VugianJ, as is shown by the high divi-
dends of some of the leading Southern mill.

Tbe.New York Herald is still more pro-

nounced in its views on this question. It
ayi:
There was a meeting of Southern cotton manu-

facturers iu Atlanta, Ga , a few days ago, for the
purpose mainly of organizing a mutual insurance
company against fire risks, such as baa been la
operation in New Knglaod for many years. In the
discusxliins of tills meeting it was aaeterted that
tneir mills are so weil established thai now they
control the market for coarse cotton goods all over
the United btales and regulate the price of sucn
fabrics even in New England. Nobody wbo has
the general prosperity 01 Hie uutry at heart will
be sorry for tJis. On the cuutrary, it affords cause
for congratulation that the booth Is availing itself
of the diversified 'opportunities for prosperity
with which, nature endowed it. but which it was
prevented from improving until the abolition of
slavery relieved It froin tne policv of concentrat-
ing itself upon agriculture. THK KEW ENGLAND

'These extracts show that the scepter is
bout to depart from Judah. The entire

business of manufacturing cotton is to be
transferred to the SjuUi, for it is an absurd-
ity to suppose that if we can manufacture
coarser fabrics profitably we cannot manu-
facture the finer goods as cheaply as tbe
East. Skilled labor can be brought from
Europe and from the Eastern States, and
employed in the South to turn out the same
goods manufactured elsewhere. It is an ob-

vious saving in manufacture to hare cotton
growing in the fields adjacent to tbe factory,
and it is preposterous to suppose that skilled
labor and the requisite machinery caunot be
transferred to the South. Improvements
and mechanical genius can be utilized at all
localities. The same energy and enterprise,
which it is conceded hn given the South a
monopoly of the manufacture of coarse cot-

ton goods, will be equally si successful
in manufacturing tbe finer cotton fabrics.
The Southern people are demonstrating their
ability to spin the colton which they pro-

duce.

TUKATtUiriLATA.
There is much trouble down tbe river, es-

pecially in New Orleans, in view of the danger
that exists of the great Mississippi making

new way for itself to the Gulf, and leaving
New Orleans in a desert, robbed of her

' glory and deprived of tbe trade that it fast
making her tbe metropolis of the South, tbe
great entrepot of a vast trade that will spring
up with the Mexican and Sooth American
ports, and a vast grain commerce with Eu-

rope. There are still many of those who,
as in tbe days of the prophets, "cry peace,
peace, when there is no peace," and these de-

ny the danger, or would sit by helpless and
imbecile, without an effort That the danger
is real and impending, however, is fully
shown in the following from the report of
the River Commission: "We believe there is
reason to apprehend the conlinued and rapid
enlargement of tbe Atchafalaya, even to the
extent of ill becoming the main river,
thus jeopardising the commerce of the
entire valley and the permaneuce of its
port and outlet. The diversion of any
large part of the Mississippi's discharge
would tend to impair the navigation below
and through the jetties, while the establish-
ment of favorable or even possible condi-
tions of navigable ouilel through the Atcha-
falaya and its shallow bay would be uncer-
tain in result and time." Where the Bed
rivjr enters the Mississippi the distance to
the Quit as tha crow flies ii 150 miles, but
by tbe river channel to its mouth it is 325
miles. Tbe Atchafalaya leaves tbe Missis-

sippi just above the entrance of Kid river,
and crossing directly to the ocean enteis the
Gulf at Atchalalaya bay, going over half the
distance the Mississippi traverses and hav-

ing, of coqrse,'twke the depth of fall per
mile. Through all this region tha Atchafa-
laya, both in high and low water, is perma-
nently from as much as a few inches
to twenty feet the Mississippi. The
whole depth of its fall from the mouth of
the Red river to the Gulf is filly-tw- o inches.
Every year the amount of Mississippi water
passing down the Atcbsfalaya increases, tbe
banks widen, and the depth becomes more
profound. Of late the increase has become

to great as to indicate that probably in lass
than five years the great ca'.astropha will
take place, the brown waters of the Missis-

sippi will go thundering down the Atcha-
falaya, while a mere bayou, parsing down
what ii now the main channel, will tell
where the mighty Mississippi once flowed)

and the towns upon the banks, aud the de-

lightful Crescent City itself, will languish
aod decay, deprived of their glory and their
greatae'8. To prevent these changes taking
place is of course an ebj;ct of infinite con-

cern to thousands, and the River Commis-
sion are giving their personal attention to
the problem on tbe spot. Here, unfortu-
nately, a difficulty interposes. Capt.
Eads would shut eff the Atcha-
falaya from the Mississippi altogether,
so that the whole of tbe waters of the former
might pass through their own channel, and,
hj the increase tbey give to the stream,
scour out tbe bottom so as to make the chan-

nel ample for al the water that enters it,
and by increasing the area of the channel,
decrease the danger of floods at high water.
This decided way of meeting the difficulty
appears to stagger some of tbe committee,
who propose to allow all the water of tbe Bed
river to flow down the Atchafalaya. The

thai to do so would increase the danger
of overflow below the gap. This ia a matter
for engineers to determine."

TBI HIGH FLAM.
What it called "the Downing high license

law" it producing at much consternation in
Missouri at the' law making gambling a
felony it producing in Tennessee. The St.
Louis Dispatch describes it at requiring that
applicants for saloon license must be persona
of good character,, this application to be
tigaed by a majority of thj residents on the
square or block in which their premises are
situated; license to be renewed every tix
months, each lime the application to be
signed by a majority of adjoining residents
as before. This proviaion, it will be ob-

served, putt it in the power of any neighbor-
hood to ttop the butioeae of a saloon that is
conducted in such a way as to be objection-
able to those srouad it Bond is given in
$2000, with two sureties, for the payment of
fines incurred by breaking the provisions of
the law. For selling or giving away liquor
on Sundays or election days the fine is (50
to J20 anal forfeit of license, which cannot

be renewed for two years. For per
mitticg any habitual druokard to

have liquor on tbe premises after the
wife, father, mother, brother, sis'er, or guar
dian ot the drunkard shall have notified

that ii must not be done, (50 to $200 fine, the
money to be paid to the complaioing rela
tive, with forfeiture of the license, never to
be renewed. The price of license to be not
letvi than $275 nor more than $600 each six
months. This system of requiring liquor
saloons to pay a high price for their license
is now on trial at other places besides Mis-

souri. There is less opposition to high
license thaa to prohibition, and many think
that when high license has decreased the
amount of drinking, and the improvement
the change secares becomes evident, that an
increased disposition to introduce prohibition
will follow. Nebraska hag tbe high- -

license system in operation. Tne charge
there for license is $1000 in cities end $500
elsewhere, and tbe police aod others stale
that a great improvement is the result Tbe
high price of the license, aod heavy fines im-

posed when the rules regulating saloons are
violated, have the effVct of reducing tbe
number of drinking places, by which means
tbey are more uader the control and inspec-

tion of the police. Another result is that the
keepers of tbe saloocs are more generally
men who feel tbe responsibility of their po-

sition, and who, from a regard to their busi-

ness interests and in view of the risks in-

curred, wi 1 obey the requirements of the
law and keep orderly, bouses.

The Temperance Society of tbe Episcopal
Church in New York is makiog efforts to
have a similar plan to that adopted in Mis-

souri instituted in that city, where it is found
that there is one drinking bouse for every
125 persons in tbe city, 1000 of which do
business without license. Chicago is another
place where tbe saloon busioesi is overdone.
It has 3300 licensed saloons, adding

ones, and groceries and drug stores
that sell liquor, tbtre are at mioy as 5000
places in tbe city where liquor can be had,
which is one for every 120 residents, and is

double the number of all the groceries, ba-

keries and butcherthops put together. Many
cities in the United St tet present instances
ectrcely lets glaring. Tnese ibings have led

winy good citizens to think that something
more practical and effectual is required then
bai been accomplished by the Prohibition
ists, and they are seeking to do this by put
ting existing lasts into operation, and having
the laws amended where required. Their
maxim is, "If you cannot do all you wit h,
at least do all you can."

There is much dissatisfaction among finan- -

cialists with the working of our
system, sod a strong desire ex ibis, which is

much stimulated by the existing lightness of
money in the Eut, to have such changes
made by Congress as shall allow the intro
duction of methods more simple and efficient
in their character, aud less obstructive to
commercial interests. Many newspapers
view tbe call for reform as a mere craving
ia Wall street for the liberation of govern
ment funds, for the purpose of aiding their
speculative proceedings. This is an incor-
rect view of tbe matter, however. As the
New York Indicator points out, more of tbe
commercial and financial business of the
United States is transacted in New York
than in all the country beside', bo that
when other cities run short of funds they
look to New York and Boston, and the
New York banks beer the brunt cf the de-

mands of the treasury in tbe payment of
reveaue and taxes." The relations of the
New York associated banks lo the interior
cities and the United Btatrs treasury are
similar to those held by the Bank of England
to tbe government and the provincial backs
oUbat country, without the freedoro of action
er joyed by the,British institution," What
is required for tbe welfare of commerce and
the relief of our financial institutions is not
mora money from government sources, bnt
that the money disbursed by tbem should be
dealt out with a more even fbw. Tbe reten-

tion cf large amoun t of money in tbe
treasury causes unnecessay itrtngeccy, then
the disgorgement of large sums at otbir
times leads to ir nation of prices and increase
of speculation. These fluctuations have, in
their immediate and remote results,
an evil tendency. The volume of tbe cur-

rency ia subjected to continual disturbing
influences, outside of regulative trade influ-

ences, and tbe disturbance is often caused by
(he mere caprice of some official. Tbe re-

sults are something like those which would
follow if the banks were to discount freely
one day in each month, and on every other
day tf the month be engaged in calling in
(heir loans. When we get a CoDgress that
will devote attention to the inter s s of com-

merce, and to the removal of whatever ob-

structs its prosperity, needed changes in the
system will certainly be made.

Who Sleep In the Desecrated Cemetery

of lalTary What the Rev. Father
Walsh has to

ay About the Matters In Controterpj

Taken Severely to Task.

To the Editors ol tbe Appeal:

chase of the cemetery, acd that the price at
the time was exorbiinnL The public report
in connection with the matter, signed by
"M. Gavin, and ' Jas. Keil'y,
secretary," states that "this was thought st
the time to be a Very good bargain, and ap-

proved by several of our leading citizen
and the bishop."

Fourth. la an interview which Capt.
Carnes had with me some time ago, in
which I stated that the members (lay mem-

bers) of the Calvary Cemeteiy Aseociaticn
were not that the Church re-

garded its debts ss sacred and not to te re-

pudiated, and that (I believed) that tbe
Church would, sooner or later, take the mat-
ter in hand and fettle the whole matter,
"even the usury claim that those gentlemen
had gotten credited on tbe amount," Mr.
Gavin declared that "I did not know what I
was talking about."
