manulsciures, The wages paid to manu.
facturing labor . are spent in  the
place  where they are paid. These
wagea  altract  population, ioerease the
vumber of bonses, and give life to the loca)
trade, Lathis way surplus expitsl ia made
& means of incressiog, the uwomber of the
business man's customers, and the amount of
tue general wealth of the community. With
wirch & prudent way of uaivg surplus capital,
resulls may be accomplished of an almost
marvelous kind., The recent history of the
tewn of Meriden, Conn., is an instance of
{his sort (hat merits atlention. It was a
small place that obtained corporative exist-
ence only Bfteen years ago. There is nothiog
specially fuvorable in its siluation or natoral
advaotages; [nel and building material have
1o be brought long dislaoces at a correspond-
ing cont for transporiation; it has no lurge
river or important waler power, yet withio
the Issl twenty-five years it has growna more
rapidiy than any other town in the State.
What, then, inthe secret of ite succem? It
was it good fortune to have within
its  compass men of braios, iolel-
ligenee and public spirit, and fto
the prudently diretted enerzy of these
men all the good forlune of Meriden
in owing, These mon saw that to have busi-
pess (hey must have manufactures. They
began them in an iodependent, modest way,
They borrowed nocapital from abroad ; pone
of the more [avored among them had isher-
ited large weallh; not ten of them owned his
$30,000. What was made in the place was
expended in it, and, gradually the cheap
woodem shop became a eubstantial brick
fmotory. To-day ke manulactories there
exlend over whole acres, vast engives drive
jmmense coustructions of machivery. Grad-
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ed; this made bualpess brisk, increased the
waloe of real ealate, aud commsnded pros-
perity. In the worda cf Senator Pial
address he recently deiivered at Meriden, "it
ja the money invested at bowe, in indasiries
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which attract population and evike wkill
and emulation, that makes the solid pros
perity o s town; not the millions thal sre
held for bigh inlerest elsewhsre or pul intwo
monayed institn*ions that have only an indi-
rect infloence, if any, upon lveal indostries”
There is the atory, there the prooi of the
principles 1aid down at the beginning of this
article, sud Memphis, situaled npon the great
water highway of the contineot, sbis to com-
mand ap iodefinite amouot of lsbor, with
every Iacility to obisin materisl acd secare
costomers, might with advanlage profic by
the example the Coupoec! icin
town, An enlightened public spirit, faith io
the capacity of Memphis, and an inlelligent
investment, st bowe and for home, of her
surplus capital, would place ihe destinies of
