FINANCE AND COMMERUE,

The exchaoges of the paat week as exhib-
ited in the columna of the New York FPublic
show s beavy f{alliog off in New York. Elee-
where the sggregate of exchanges is larger
both fer the month and the quarter than at
the same lime last year, and larger than on
any previous yesar. The loss in New York
is due only in part to the collapse in stock
epeculations, which show = decline of 132
per cent. from the same tlime the yesr before,
“Tt ia certainly remarkable,” says the Public,
“ihat in each month there hss been a sub-
siantial gain in the sggregate einwhrra,
while in each month fhere has been o de-
cline in exchanges at New York, supposed
nol 1o be sttributable (o dealings in stocks,”
Bioce the wonderful expaceion in 1880 ex-
changes outside of New York have steadily
ivereased, but st & slower rale each year
while the decrease in New York has been
extepsive., The exchanges at Memphis for
tae mouth of March smounted to $5320,283
against $4,500,878 in 1882, a gninof 181
p-u cent. Dauring the quarter the exchanges
at Memphis amounted to §16,655,299 sagainst
$11,607,463 in 1882, a gain of 426 per cent.
The steady gain at Memphis for & number
of months past is & clear indication that the
trade of the cify has emerged oul of the
difficuliles caused by epidemies, spite of the
heavy floods of a year ago and other un-
favorsble influences. Boston, New Orleans,
Louisville and Indisnapolis, according to the
Publie, have shared in some degres the ten-
descy toward shrinkage, which has been seen
im New York, At mearly all other poinis
the gains unmistakably indicate a sieady
and general expansion and growth which,
though slower this year this yesr lhan in
aoy other since 1880, is eufficient to mark a
definite improvement. As prices of products
have beem much lower during the past
month and quarter than for corresponding
periods last year, it is evident that
any increase in values paid represenis a
much greater increase in quantities of pro-

ducts transferred and exchanged. The hesi-
