The Louisiaos sugar interest is oot only
aa intolerabla burdea to the couniry from
the heavy suzs it exacts na tribute from
every family in the United Siates—two and
one-hull cents on every pounc of sugar they
use—but it is & public ouiszpcs in the way
that it iotarferes with public policy, wrench-
inyg it lo their own advaniage at the expense
of the public interest. The Mexican treaty,
which in o essential lor (he peessrvation of
smicable relitions betwesn two vpations
about to become closely united, was put off
on sccount ol their miserable sugar crop
which, they aay themselves, never pays them
to grow and therefore they have to live off
the pablie tazes. e havea lreaty with
Hawaii, snd kis the sams sogar-growiog
inx-eaters have been moviog besven and
earth lo have broken, alledgiog that the
merchauty there import sugar from China
and send it to the Uoited States ss Hawaiian,
thus escapiog the payment of daty upon it,
Under instroctions from the Secretary
of State the United Btales minister at
Honolula has investigated the charges and
found them perfectly [alse. No more satis-
factory document could exist than (his ol
Miuvister Daggeit’s, He tells what Chinese
ships arrived there last year—there were
only fsurof them—snd what their freight
was; not 2 hogsbead ol sugar was among it,
He then shows ihat to bring Chioess sugar
to the Hawaiian Liands, land and mix with
Hawaiian sogar, and reship, added to the
eoat of the sugar in China, would cost more
than the sugar would sell for; aleo that 1he
yenr's product of Hawziisn sugar was below
the aversge prodaction.

He illusirates
this by the exampes of Barms and John
Howard Payoe, author of a siugle popuisr
Iyrie,

He epplied the aume lplr-ti i fo Lhie gase
sf Mr. Emerson, and gave the reasons which
Lie supposed led hio 1o write in verse occa-
swionally, He aupposcd it waa parily an in-
slipe!ive movemenl, partly beeouse he wanted
greater freedoin than prose stlowed bim. [He
has hitosell spoken of 1he extravrdinary
lopdaess of the world lor its poets, nod wsy
Bave been DOt VOWLLIBG 10 Avail himecll of
this predilection, The reader of bis early
eanny, “Nature,” will ss¢ by what process be
passed from prose L poeiry. He does not
make his poet (who was hims:ll, doubties)
sing in verse, but bhe puts loto bis moudh
that which he wmeant as the mosl complete
exposure of his inuer thoushit, “When it
took the metrical lorin it wWas commoniy one
of the simplest, much of it betng what yon
may smile to hear ma call the vurmal respi-
ralory verse,”

Dr. Holmes mentioned ® hinviog recently
met prreons of high futeliigencs in wany re-
specis, 0™ a very cuwinent lawyer, who did
nol see auch that was valuabie or liketo
be permanent in Mr. Emer.s.’s wrilings in
prose or verss, FPut his poslry is more npt
to be slighted or misuedirsivod than his
prose. Why is it pot o popular as many of
us think it ought to be? Few poewms are
wilely and peemaspently popular which are
not of plain significsnce, of simple con-
struction snd relaticg fo the evervday iater-
ests of humanity, Two of Mr, Emcreon’s
porms which stand in 1he foregronnd, name-
Iy, “The SpLisx" and “DBralima,”” have no
duonbt frightensd off maoy readers from Lis
poems, Dr. Holmes took up thess two
poema and showed bow ibey were like to
perplex and perhaps discourage many read-
ers, who, if they hsd legoa with other
poews of Emerson nnd kept these till the
last, might have become loyal Exersonians,
Dr. Holmss next mevlioved some of the
careless rbyibws and rhyes which naturally
oflended fnstidions crition,  All these things
muost be allowed for, bot they zre mere
trivialties 1o the grems fact that we hisve in
Euierion n maaler singer.

A Picture Prom the Good Old
Times We Read About.

Social Life and Habits Under the Reign
of Queen Anme and the Brutal
Treatment of Prisosers.

Ia view of the Tewksbury horrors the fol-
lowing pictures from the “Good O'd Time
of the Long Ago™ will be read with interval.

Horreras is tosurctient.
McMasters, in hin Hidary of the People of

Our apcestors, it is
true, put up = just cry of borror sl the brutal
treatment of ibeir captive counirymen in the
prison ahips and bulke, 8o great was their
indigoation, thst mobey wss 1o be
stamped with represesiations of the atroci-
ties of which they complained, that their de-
scendants to the remotest geoeration wight
hold is remembrance the ciuelty of the
British awd the safferiog of the patriote
Ye! even then the fsce of (he 1snd wus dotued
with prissos where deede of cruelly were
done, in comparison with which the fonlest
acls commisted in the bulks sink lo & con-
temiptible insignificance. For more thao fifty
years after the peace there was in Conneens-
cut an underground prison, which sorpassed
in werrors the Black Hole of Caleutts, This
den, knowo ss the Newgate prison, was io
an old worked-onl copper mine in the hills
pear Granby, Toe oniy eniraves to it was
by mesns of 8 ladder down u shaft which id
10 the oaveros noderground. There, in litl @
pens ol wood, lrom  thirty to 100 culpriie
were immured, their feel made fest 10 iron
bars and their necks chained (0 beams 1o the
roof. The darkoess was inlense; the eaves
reeked with filth; vermin abounded; water
wickled from the reol and cosed from the
sides of the caverns; hpge masses of varts
were perpetually falliog off. la vhs damp-
oess and the filth the clothing of the privon
ers w moldy snd rotted  away
and  their limbs became wsiff  with
rheumatiem, e Newport prison
was perhapes the warst in the couelry, yel in
every conniy wers juils woch as would now
be thought unfit places of hsbitstion lor Lhe
vilest sud most Josthsome o! bessta, Al
Nortuampten the oslls were soarce four feet
bigh, and filid with the poxiods gases of
the privy vauite, throogh whica they were
supposed to be vemilaud. Light esme in
from two chioks in the wail, A the Wor-
cesler prinon were a number of like oulls,
four feet high by eleven lony, without & win
dow or « chimoey, or svea & hole ia the
wall, Not a ray of light ever peoetrated
them. In other jails in Mesachusetis the
Cslls were 90 small that the prisosers were
lodged in bammocks awuog one over Lhe
other. In Poilsdelphin the keepswere sight
cen f[ect by twenty feel, and so orowdeil that
at pight each prisoner bhad n npace of six
fest by two to hie down in. * * * The
misery of the volortunate crestures cooped
up in the celly, even of the most homanely
kept prisons, surpassed in borror saything
ever recorded in fction, No altendancs
was provided for the sick. No clotbes were

Many of the inmates of the
prisovs passed yesrs withoot s much as
washing themselves, Their huir grew loog.
Their bodies were covered wilh ecabs and
lice, and emitied & horrible stench, Their
clothiog rotted [rom (heir backs and ex-
posed their bodies, tormented with all man-
per of skin diseases and » yellow flanh erack-
iog open with filth.
