A QUIET LYNCHING

At Xoontide la Florence, Ala. (Jeorge
Wire Hanged by the Citlzsni

for the Snrder

Of a Boy, After Making a Full Confes

sion A Remarkable Exe-

cution.

Assistant Attorney-Gener- Weakley, who
returned from Florence, Ala., yesterday, said
to sn Appcal reporter:

J he published accounts ot tbe lynching
of the negro Geo ge Ware, at Florence, last
Saturday, are incorrect, I witnessed the af- -

lair and know wh erect 1 speak."
At the solicitation cf tbe reporter be then

gave the following account of tbe
MUBDr.lt AND LYNCHING.

On Friday, tbe 27th of April, as a young
man named Scott waa plowing in bis field;
about eighteen yards lrom the bank of the
Tennessee river, be heard cries for help un-
der the bluff. He ran to tbe top of tbe bluff,
aod looking down saw a terrible sight. Tbe
negro George Wsre was standing ' at ths
water's edge '.browing stones at the form ot a
boy that was noanog on down the stream,
and crying out. 'I'll fix you." He cou'd see
the

BLOOD STAINS ON THS WATER,
following in the track of the body. A mo
ment later the boy grasped a willow limb
that reached tbe snrlace of tbe stream, and
held on to it with the grip of despair. Ons
of tbe stones which Ware kept throwing
struck him, and loosing bis hold he sank to
rise no more. Fearing that he might not be
able to cope with Ware, who Was a man of
herculean siz; and strength, Bcotl stole away
and what he had seen. Ware was
captured not far lrom the scene of the mur-
der and lodged in jail at Florence.

THE M0RDEBJD BOY

was found to be Bobert Betbnne, who had
been employed at the government worka on
the Mu'cie Shoals, near by. He bad b;en
paid off that day, and it was thought (aa
afterward proved to oe ine easel mat tne ob
jtct of the terrible deed was robbery. As
soon as tne news reached tne Shoals, the
men employed there quit work snd came

The crowd, which was composed of the bMt
citizms of the place, liilened quietly, and
suffered Ihs skerin' to take War back lo jail.

dropprd with a dull, sickening thud. He
died of strangulation in about twelve iniuu't a.
The body was allowed to hang lit three
hours, when it was taken down aud buried in
a nice iia c ffia, which was paid for out of
contributions taken np in the crowd. Ware
was an ex convict and bore a bad character
in the neighborhood. His loss is regarded
as the eternal gain of tbe community.

Death cf Col. Jack Hays, the Fameas
Texas Eauger sketch or a Won

tferful Career.

Incidents lllnslrating Uii Fearless
Spirit oa the Field Bis Exploit

with an Abducted Mare.

Tbe following sketch of a native of Ibis
State whose naaie has been carried to tbe
ends cf th" earth ss fiat of a suce--fi- il

mililarv leader, ia taken from Ibe Sin Fran-
cisco OiU:

Death called away yesterday one of the
most noted men in California Col. John
Coffee Heys. Col. Hays parsed away peace
fully at his home in the foothills of Alameda
county, north of Piedmont. "Col. Jack
Hays," as he was commonly called, earned
thetitleof lbs "Irian K mer" from his com-
mand of the Texan troops when Teres w.s
sn independent elate, and auerwaro.when
it was a member of the Lnion. Col. Hays
was a brave man. Br his cool personal
courage at all times and under all cirenm-- s'

a noes, ro matter what the emergency might
be, he gamsd bis greatest reputation, though
many other circumstances during his event-

ful would make bim a conspicuous man.
He was of email stature and slender, but

irv: but be Was a giant in dario?. Col.
Hays wss a native of Wilson county, Tenn.
He waa born in tbe year 1817, and therefore
was sixty years old at the time of his death.
His early days were spent oa a farm ia the
S ate ot bis birth, but when he was seven
teen or eighteen years of age be went to
Texas snd entered Ibe military service of
that revolted Slats under the celebrated
Gen. Sim Honstoa. Texas was an inde
pendent i. at- - from la'So to 1S46; at the lat-
ter date Texas waa admitted into the Union,
Ihe military lores ol lexas al Orel con
sisted of volunteers, but subsequently a
regular army, lew in number, was organized,
and Col. Hays was placed in command.
Durir-- the war of ihe Uaited States against
Mexico Col. Heya commanded the cor, a of
Texan troops, which comprised several com
panies ot cavalry, lie was under Gen.
Taylor.

AT THE BATTLE OF MONTEREY

Col. Hays, by his undaunted- ralor, particn
larly distinguished bimsell. At tbe battle
the Texan trooos led the vsn and bore the
brunt of ihe dov. Wnen G?n. Sjnla Anna
surrendered to Gen. Scott, the Mexican com
mander, then a prisoner of war, was placed
in ibe custody ot Col. IWs.

The tales of Ihe glittering richness of the
gold mines of California attracted tbe ad-

venturous young soldier, and in lbli he
crossed the plains and immediately came to
San Francisco: When he reached Sin Fran
cisco the State and county governments were
organized. Hie record la tbe Mexican war
had preceded htm across Ihs plains aud at
moat as soon ss he arrived bere he was en-

thuiias'ioally elected the first sheriff of Sen
Francico by tbe people's party. Tbat office
he held for four tears. J'driog that lime
me population ot ban rraocieco in
ciuueu great numoers oi rumans men
wbom taking of human life did not cause a
second thought, desperate and criminal
men.

After his election to
the shrievalty in September, 1851, Col. Jack
Hays waa Well known to early residents,
and in later years, has been well known
throughout the Stale as a prominent politi-
cian and land-owne- r, ft is told of him that on
the day of bis election he turned the tide
of popularity in bis own favor by a bit
oi cbaractarislic dash and daring. His
opponent for the office was a well known
gambler, who was popular with a certain

Ine cniuers wno attempted to go in
and fcet the fugitive were warned oil
with the threat that if they attempted to
enter tbey would be shot. The colored peo-
ple held tbe eituU'on until Col. Hays came,
and, single-handed- , although ominously
warned by tbe o guards not to attempt
to enler, he, passed in without a moment's
parleying or hesitation, pushing aside Ihe
gunrdj that met him every ftw steps, found
bis man. brought bim oul an I delivered him
to his master. His audacity, his cool daring,
seemed to overawe th? negroes, and they of-

fered no resisiance beyond the threats, which
he paid no heed to.

Paris, April 30. Paris is the county seat
of Henry county. It is situated on the
Louisville and Nashville road, 131 miles
from Msmphis and 240 from Loui-vill-

It is considered one of Ihe
healthiest places in tbe Slate, being on a
high, dry elevatiso, 300 feet above tne Tm

esfee river leva'. It was at one time tbe
principal town in tbe western part of tbe
State, and enjoys Ibe reputation of having
produced more statesmen and eminent men
than any other place of iissisj in the South.
It has several times furnished the Slate with
supreme judges, chancellors and governors,
besides being the old borne of both tbe pres-
ent United S'.ates senators.

Tbira are two cotton manufactories here,
running 2240 spindles, and making 1600
pounds of carpel warp and twine per dav,
with a capital ol $102,000. There is souther
faoiory in tbe county, aear Henry 8 alion,
which runs 676 spindles and works sixteen
looms in tae manufacture of standard sheet-
ings. The amount of capital invested in
manufactories in tbe county is about $250,- -
000.

There is but one bank tbe Commercial
with a paid np capital of JoO.CKXi, and a
surplus of (18,000. It has beea designated
asoneof the tyated-po-itorie- e. Ibis bank
was established in 1877, with K. L. Ellicos
as president, N. Harding cashier and A .
YYhiio assistant cashier.

The merchants of this place are energ-ti- c,

thorough business men. Your correspondent
talsed to several cf them who expressed a
preference for Memphis aa a shipping paint
and market for country produce over any
other city, but for tbe discriminations
against her in freights.
