Lounis, and other places,
A few yenra mzo the best of poplar timber,
sud the most of it I ever maw, was in Obion
county, but the balk of it bae been sawed
ioto lumber. Now, my epinion ia that pop-
lar Jumber will bg worth se much
Obion in two or three years a»
iL. hsn been in St Lonis or Cincin-
nali Lthe last three or four yesrs, White cak
timber s beiog uwed up for pipe staves,
greatly to the destruction of (hat tim-
ber. 1t takes » good white oak tree to make
200 pipe siaves, and an extrasrdinary ons lo
wake 300 pipe staves. At the sawme time I
am wure that timber grows f[aster than most
people thiok it doss. A white oak tree, the
aize of a man's bady, wiil grow in filteen or
Iwenty years (o a good sizad slave tree, three
to four feet in diameter. People wouid do
well to pay more atteaiion to timber than
they do. I have mo doubt it will bs worlh
denble in a few years Ihs! it is mow.
