When Capt. Eids the Sooth Pass of

the Mississippi, which was ss a pass inferior
to the Sjulhwest Pass, it was because just the
aort cf envious and malicious opposition that
exists now, denied him the pats best adapted
to the jmrpoee in view. The increase of

commerce that will follow the improvement
of the Miaaisaippi river, the trade that will
spring np with Mexico, and approaching in-

crease of commerce with Central and South
America, will demand the jettytng of the
Southwest, as well as of the South Pass, and
already there ia call for that extension of the
resources of New Orleans. When the sup-

ply of an article leads to a demand for more,
such a result is always an evidence cf satis-
faction. When the first railway was built
the earnest outcry for others was the most

indisputable sign of the value of the one
already constructed. If the people of New

Orleans are so ssti lied with the jetty they
have as to wish fur another, could a greater
sign of satisfaction be given thin lo desire'
just such anolhei ? Clear as all th s is, will

it be believed that the Cincinnati Commercial
Ocsitle is so much in the dark iu jetty mat-

ters as lo believe that the Scuthweat Pass
jetties are desired only as an outlet to the
water that the South Pass jetties have
"plugged up?"

dence ol the eame kind, of its inability to

comprehend the problem of Mifsisaippi river
improvement, of which the jetties are
a part. A few weeks agb our respected
colemporary spoke of tho water at the jetties
as running through an orifice! It lays the
Soods that have occurred along the Missis-

sippi to the jetties, and says they raise tbe
hight of Ihe river. Viewing the jetties as an
orifice, it naturally follows that if the orifice

be too narrow, the water above it, if confined
by boundaries sufficiently high, would
raised as far back ss the boundaries extend.
But there is neither such boundaries nor
such an orifice, and consequently the waters
when Mjjh spread out laterally; they do not
rise directly np tbe line of the ttream as
water does in a spout that has too narrow an
orifice. There is no jetty and bo orifice to
the Ohio, yet Cincinnati last spring Buffered

SS ABE AMU DEI.CSIOS.
That the protection system is a delusion

and a scare to the workingman, as well as
the farmer, is a truth which is gradually
becoming t03 obvious to be hidden much
longer by the monopolists. They continually
assirt that the amount of wages paid depends
upon the taiiff. Make tbe tariff higb, they
say, and wages will be high., That this
assertion is false is evident from the fact,
among other facts, that wages in "protected"
Germany are lower than ie unprotected
England. The reason is that wages, which
the monopolizers take good care not lo "pro-
tect," depend npon I'emand and supply, and
the reason why wag are higher here tbsn
in Europe ia because there is hen a greater
demand for workmen in proportion te their
snnber than ia Europe. Tbe u onopollaia
protect the merchandise they sell, bat tbey
take good care not to protect Ihe labor ihe
workingman sells. This leaves them at lib-

erty to import sh much foreign labor as they
please, because cheap f. roign labor ia freely
opeu to them for importation, but cheap
foreign merchandise is not open to importa-
tion by the working man. The owners of a
large cotton factory at Nashua, N. H., re-

cently sent an agent to Ireland for 300 grrls
to work at their mill, and they have been
brought over, and sixty-fiv- of tbem were
aided as paupeM to come. A report of pro-

ceedings of a meeting of poor-la- guardians
of the Limerick Unitn, reported in the Cork
Examiner, shows that they appropriated 350
toward the expenses of a portion of the girls.
I)r. O'Shauguetsy, one of the guardians,
it 'ted at the meeting: "It maybe well to
say that tbe passages from Galway to
America will be paid by the American firm,
and that the only cost proposed to be in
curred by us will be the fare to Gadway and
the releasing of eouie clothes pawned by those
poor girls from time to time.

Additional Details of the Great Tornado
in Missouri and Illinois Fearful

Loss of Life.

The Destruction of Property Unparal
leled Yiolent Galea on Lake Michi-

gan Floods in Dakota.

St. Loins, May 21. A report was received

here last night that ten or a down railroad
laborers Were killed at Staunton, III., by tie
tornado Saturday night, but inquiry proves
tbe report incorrect. Borne dozen or more
graders on the Chicago, Springfield aad St.
Louis railroad were in camp in an orchard
at this point, and when the storm came the
trees were uprooted and hnrled against the
tents with great force, injuring more or lets
all tbe men, and killing two. The casual

Central City, Anchor
Ci'y and Golden Gate are on tbe Deadwood
ab:ve Deadwood City. The greater portion
of Central wonld be above the flood, but for
Anchor and Golden Gats there was no escape
whatever. Tbe gulch is not r.v-- r 600 feet wide.
Deadwood is a town of 5000 people. The
main residence portion of the ciiy is from
100 to 300 feet above tbe gulch and the
main bueinese portion above the danger line.
The portion destroyed was occupied by cieap
tenement boose, second-clas- s betels, laun-
dries, ems.ll traders, vporting bioses, livery
stables, etc Some of the buildings were
built over tbe stream, which, at its ordinary
stage, is but a few feet wide. lis locality
was avoided, however, by shrewder interests,
for danger was recognized. In this case
timely warning waa given by means of tbe
telephone system existing in the bills, and
the most valuable articles removed. So far
but three bodies have been recovered, but it
is now believed that the loss ol lite baa been
trreater. The wild excitement was only
equaled by that at the time of the fire.
Horsemen were rushing in every direction,
and hastily loaded vehicles jostled each
other. When the flood came it carried
everything excepting the mo"t substantial
buildings before it. The loss in Deadwoeed will
reach 4700.000. Golden Gate. Anchor City,
Central City, bouih Bend and Crook City are
heat y losers, beveral ot tbe mills m Leaa
wood Gulch were destroyed, and the damage
to 'he mines by floods cannot be replaced for
sev-ri- l weeks. All the roads sre impassable,
and trains were f jrced to eu'pend on the
Hills railroad because it was impossible to
get word to tbe stations. Toe Methodist
church and public school building were
among the buildings destroyed at Deadwood;
also, Miller's fire-pro- warehouse; also,
Isman & Avers, and on i other, and nearly
100 bouses are known lo have been washed
away. Five lives were lost and three bodies
have been lecovered. Among the drowned
were George Chandler and wife and a man
named Brindley. bpearusb and tt ipid are
broader valleys, tbe former from two to
twelve miles wide, tbe flood waa not so de-

structive there, tui tbe damage waa serious,
nevertneleBS.

Extraordinary ajtorta oa Lake salens- -
la- -

Chicago, May 21. A storm cf eitraordi
nary violence prevailed on Lake Michigan
last eight, and a number of sailing vessels,
bound for this port, were wrecked, but the
extent ot tbe disasters is only yet partially
known. Tbe chief disaster thus far reported
is that of the schooner, Jennie
Lynn, Inmfer laden, from Muscoken, which
made harbor soutb of tbe city during tbe
night, casting two anchors, .hferytbmg wai
made clear above decks, but the wind, com
ing fromth northeasl, drove her toward tbe
shore. Her cable parted, and becoming un
manageable aha was capsized while near
land about S o'clock thia morning. The
mats, Exel Sample, swam for shore and was
rescued. John Anderson, captain, S. Peter-
son, A. Helgeson aad a man named Chris-
tiansen, sailors, were drowned. Tbe schooner
Mart E'len Cooke, Capt. Williams, early
this tnorniog bare down on the outer govern
ment breakwater Iignt, it baving euurr been
extinguished by tbe storm or tnrousn loabil
ily of the lighthouse-keepe- r to light it, it
being placed in an exceptionally exposed
place. The vessel was driven against Ihe
breakwater and afterward carried by tbe
waves completely over tbe obstruction into
the inner harbor, where she soon water-
logged. A tug succeeded in rescuing the
crew with the exception ot a yoang boy
named Frank Miller, who in the excitement
tbrew himsell overboard and drowned, the
schooner Henry Berger, lumber laden, from
L.udtngton,was also driven against the break-
water and wrecked, but the crew aaved.

DISASTERS OFF MILWAUKEE.
Milwaukee, May 21. Off this port last

night; six of the crew of the schooner Petrel
deserted the captain, and, taking tbe yawl
boal, attempted to reach the shore, thinking
the schooner wonld founder, but she did
not. They had gone but a short distance
when tbe yawl capsized, and three of the
crew were drowned. The others clung to
the bottom of the boat and were saved. This
morning tbe captain was picked np off the
wreck by a tug. The schooner Margaret
Dall, of Chicago, arrived this morning, total-
ly dismasted. The vessel ashore at Bay
VUw proves to be the Seilor Boy. Her
crew were saved. This, with the schooner
Lettia E., which went ashore on Jones
Island, whose crew of seven were saved,
completes the list of disasters known in this
viciuity at present.

SOUTHERN RAILROADS.

Gath" put the question to a Southern
railroad man recently, "What is the condi-

tion of tbe Cincinnati Southern?" and re-

ceived the following answer: "In my judg-
ment," said he, ''the Erlanger syndicate is
going to pieces. I do not believe tbat system
of railroad baa satisfied them at all. They
are now building across Lake Pontchartrain
to New Orleans, and I think they will be
glad to sell that road as soon as tbey finish
it, or even belore."

Said I: "Why will they want to drop
lease like the Cincinnati Southern?"

"Because tbey gave too much for it.
Tbey pay a very large rental upon it, and
they do not possess tbe system to bring them
the amount of in flic they expect. It is a
great mistake thai our fresh railroad men
make to suppose that if they can get to the
city of New Orleans they have nothing
more to desire. New Orleans of herself has
nothing to give. Her business men come
out and say: 'Gentlemen, we are glad to
welcome you to this great place.' But when
you go to them for business, or ask them to
put their money into your railroad enter-
prise, it is quite a different thing. New
Orleans is a commercial myth a city where
people live six months in the year and go
away six that is, all who can get away. It
is not tbe kind of town to put your whola
confidence in for a railroad business of 1000
to 1500 miles."

"Explain yourself," said I, "on that
head."

"Why, the railroads that come into New
Orleans from the West will not give their
business to an independent system like Er- -

langer's or WolflVa, but will hand it over to
some corporation witb which they bave a
mutual interest; that is why Mr. Gould is
now negotiating to obtain the Seney system
of railroads. Gould does not want to be
dependent on Huntington. He is bound to
have independent connections to the East
from his Southwestern network. In my
judgment, tbe railroad system called tbe
Seney system is tbe best in the Soutb, and
tbe most desirable for a big operator and
financier. I think Gould is going to get
hold of the Seney system, and the Erlanger
system will be left wben resting on New Or
leans, with no connections beyond it; and, as
I have said to you before. New Orleans of
itself is a mytb."

Said I: .''Suppose Erlanger throws np the
Cincinnati bouibern, wbo will get nr

"I think the Louisville and Nashville
railroad will get hold ef it. I think tbey
will come forward and Bay: 'Our Cincinnati
brethren, we see the distress you are in, and
will extend our charity to you."

"Why," said I, "is not the Louisville rail
road system itself pretty shaky?"

"It is in a much better condition ,"

said my mend, "inan it was a year ago.
Practical experience has sbown them where
their system was weak and where it could be
extended to advantage. Some of their lines
in the South are of very little benefit to tbem.
For example, the long line they have
through Alabama to Mobile is of slight ad-
vantage to.tbem. Happy are the men whose
railroads run through good regions of land.
I am a Southern man myself, but bave been
compelled to travel this country, and I must
admit that a great deal of our soil in tbe
Soutb which is expected to supply railroads
with business is exceedingly poor. We do
not have Ihe business that Western railroads
have. We can neither gH it out of the
ground, nor of foreign immigration, nor out
of tourists. It is a pretty hard thing to
maintain railroads in the Southern States."

Said I: ' Has the Southern railroad, sys
tem neen nnisuear' Yes, tbe present year will see the conclu-
sion ol it. Tbey will have the means, I
suppose, to go oa and bnild the new railroad
to New Orleans across Pontchartrain. They
have also finished the line from Pensacola
across Florida, which eiv.s access between
New Orleans and Florida direct, and catches
tuat very considerable country tourist and
invalid travel. The railroad connection be
tween North and South Carolina and Ten
nessee, Kentucky and the West is also com-
pleted. Toe dream of John C. Calhoun and
Hayne and the old statesmen in South Caro-
lina is al last real-zed- fifty years after tbey
put their hands lo it. You can now travel
from the seaport of the across the
mountains aud get past Knoxvilie to the
Cincinnati Southern and the Louisville and
Nashville systems without having to go away
around Dy uiattanooga. Witb the conclu
sion of these lines, I judge that railroad
building in tbe South is about ended."

Said I to my friend: "If Gould should
pick up the Seney system he will run nearly
rarsnei wi n nuniingtonr is it not so?

"Yes, that is what Guld wants to be in
dependent ol Huntington. Hehas his Texas
Pacibc railroad and bis Mis-our- i system aud
his Arkansas system, and tbey naturally
point to Memphis. The S.ney system runs

phis to Caattanooga, from Brunswick.. .

ver. Tee mineral capicitiesof that region
have not been fully tested, but enough is al-

ready known to attract people. There is a
branch of the Manhattan railroad system
leading np to tbe New river country, where
the coal ie simply marvelous in its quality
and quantity."

"What do you think about an emigration
to the Southern States?"

"It is utterly useless to talk about our get-
ting any emigrants. We have tried every
way we know bow. They won't come, and
we might as well give it up. Somehow or
other the enlire civilized world seems lo be
afraid of getting into toe South. I went op
to New Hampshire last summer, wilh my
wife, and registered my name at a summer
hotel, and put after it the name of my State
in the South. When the man looked at that
word he looked at me, and I noticed when I
went to tbe dining-roo- the people all looked
up and examined our clothing, to see if there
was anything wrong. The trouble about the
Southerners is that Ihey do not go out into
the country to advertise themselves, and lo a
large extent through the Northern States,
and, perhaps, lo an extent in Europe, there
is an idea tbat we are not growing, and that
we don't want emigration; at any rate, we
are not getting it. I have tried every way I
know how to gel people to come into onr
country."
