THE COLD WAVJE,
The astonishing invasion of cold from

which we are suflering within nine days of

June is arousing everybody's attention to the
weather. 7 this time we have usually 1

foretaste of burning June; now we are put-

ting on overcoats in Memphis and at Cincin-
nati and west of the Ohio river there is snow.

The records show that there is always "a celd
spell" in May. It usually cornea between
the 11th and 16:h. This year it is not only
behind the average time, but it is beyond the
average severity, which ia remarkable, for
we ahould naturally expect that the later the
cold comes the less cold it would be. It may
be considered as certain that however hi eh
the thermometer may have been, settled, hot
weather will nut have set iu until the annual
May cold has made its visitation; after that
the light summer dress may be put on with
some confidence. efire then changes
of raiment ahsuld be made with, cau-

tion, and flannels re assumed when an in-

vasion of cold comes on, for cold intervals
after hot weather riquire more care than is
necessary during continuous cold. After
this nip of cold, in the streets and houus,
and yard", and adjoining bnildings, unusual
care should be taken to have a cleaning out
of every "hole and corner." Those who de-

sire to be as little annoyed with mosquitoes
as possible ahould b. especially careful to
have no standing 1

1 lit or slops about, for
there those insect LictJ. The maxim that
"an ounce of prevention is worth a pound of
cure" is one that should be acted upon now.
This is more particularly true this season
than is usjal, for this cold visitation is try-

ing to the gentral health, and causes indi-eiic- n

and oter evils that predispose to
hitkti'r-- . li is natuial to inquire what is
the raiM- - of such aa iotrmiou of cold as we

are njw tlliid w. L? F r tiic occurreuce
of sudden attacks of heal and cold at
unexpected intervals, all our science fails
to discover the cause. The idea has
been started that one of those aggre-
gation of meteorites, which we know
circulate around the sun, may now
be passing between us and that lumin-
ary; but as what would cause a diminution
of beat would also lessen the amount of
light we receive from the sun, and as we
havo no sensible loss of light, while the de-

privation of heat ia very perceptible, ol
coarse that explanation is erroneous. Eve
if the theory about the meteorite had torn
shadow bf probability in it, that theory
would fail to account for the occurrence of
"hot waves." Th-- meteoiologists are very
desirous to discover ttie c&ueea of these phe-

nomena, which is one resson why there ia
such anxiety to get to the Xurth Pole, as it ii
believed that a knowledge of the state of
things there might csst eome light upon the
matter. The sun is at preeent more closely
observed by astronomers than at any former
time, for the electrical response of the earth
to changes in the ton's cliromo.-per- e show a
close connection of the two, whicD, when
belter understood, may prove the key to the
weather problem that is just now exciting
our curiosity.

FBEEDUtf BY COM HAND.
A meetiug of Parliament has been called

in Turkey. To thoe who know something
of Turkish despotism and oriental ignorance
of tLe practical details of a free government,
this announcement is a peculiarly etrange
one, and the result of Parliament's delibera-
tions will be watched with no little curioeity.
For jW years the will of the Sultan, modi- -

bed !y some forms and customs, had been
the supreme law wbeu, in 1876, owing to
troulde in Herz.-gnvina- , the Sultan ordered
hi urjic'. to receive a constitution, and to
enjoy constitutional rights like the people of
progressive lands. And a very good consti-tio- n

it was, with provisions in it thai our-

selves and the English m ght accept with
advantage. The constitution declared the
Sull.tn to b3 8U;remif ciliph that is, the
Pope ( f Islain ani the sovereign of the
Ottoman people. lis is irresponsible
and inviolable, and his people's liber-
ties are inviolable. Iilarn is the
state religion; the press is free ;
any Ottoman may hold public office; the
minister are responsible to tha Chamber of
Deputies, which may demand their impeach-
ment. The Parliament is to assemble yearly;
it has two houses, deputies and cenators; the
deputies vole the taxes; there is one deputy
to every 50,000 males; deputies must be
thirty years old at least, and must speak
Turkish. Judges are irremovable, the courts
are public. Tbe public schools are free, and
attend anca there compulsory. Hera are de
tails which have been worked out in the
couiso of centuries, acd adopted by people
of fur average intelligence as experience
proves their excellence, yet tbe constitution
has not worked well, if it has worked at all,
ami ng tbe Turks. A government may be an
excellent ooe, but its excellence is not the
only thing to be considered; tbe great ques-
tton is will it fit? Tue wearers are a very
mixed mam, Turks, Greek', Armenians,
Mohammedans, Jews, pashas, vagabonds, and
adyiuturers (rota every ipot in the Orient,
have no experience of constitutional rights,
aud no apprehension of the Da
ture ol a representative government.
cut ttie fcarmenl ha to be put
ou. I', catue not from any spjotanrons
lui uine of the people; its provisions have
no root in their aspiration?; it principles
are nt from them, but jre commended to
them. A despot at hU ill says be free,
enjoy constitutional rights, send to Parlia
ment repreeentativts of your political opin
ions. If they have no opioious they cannot
buy them as they do their ehdrbdt; if they
have nothing of the habits aad modes of
thinking and feeling of constitutional citi-zan- s,

such requirements caunot be made to
order; they must be the fruit of experience,
and the product of time. "Be ye free," says
the Sultan; but if the men have become
cramped in their prison bars, and lame in
their shackles, and paralyzed in the vacuity
of boiid. g', how are arms and legs and
heart aod brain to think and feel and do and
dare all that is n quired of a free man, who
has breathed the free air of tbe open sky all
his life?

THE XATO MURDER CONSPIRACY.

An inquiry ia proceeding into the murder
conspiracy which has been unearthed ia
county Mayo.

THE FAMOUS "NO. I"
TURNS CP IB NEW YORK AS A CLIEaTT Of GEN.

Niw York. The Herald,ot Monday, says
that Mr. P. J. Sheridan, Mr. John Walsh
and other gentlemen whose names have of
late been prominently identified with an
alleged determination upon tbe part of the
British government for their extradition,
were relegated to the rear yesterday, and
Mr. Patrick J. P. Tynan, tbe heretofore
mysterious and thoroughly nncomeatable
"No. 1" cf the lecent literature iu connec-
tion with the Pnuejix Pa'k murders, came
to the front. For mouths Mr. Tynan baa
been regarded, if not aa a myth, certainly as
one whsss existence was problematical.
That Mr. Tynan if there were such a per-

son was tn America was generally conceded.
But tbe man who had actually laid eye
upon him in the tlh was not to be found.
It was asserted that the only delay in the
arrest ef Messrs. Sheridan and Walsh arose
from the desire upon tbe part of the British
authorities to first put Mr. Tynan under
loak and key. But that gentleman was not
forthcoming.

Mr. Tynan, however, has at length emerged
from the gloom and obscurity in which he
has heretofore been hidden. True he has
not aa yet manifested himself as a real exist-
ing entity, but the evidences of bis existence
are much stronger than those which "tiairey
Gamp" con id produce of the existence of
her favorite authority. The following corre-
spondence, which passed yesterday, wonld
seem to shed some light upon Mr. Tynan:
