On the way to
execution tbe condemned man murmured
that he had been victimized by Arabi Pasha.

by the British government.

Gladstone finally declared thai as Mallet
had not informed the government that there
had been anv injus ice done to Suleiman
Daoud, tbey had distinctly declined to inter-
fere in the matter. He asid Dufferin had
informed him thai the charges made against
the Khtdive are ridiculous.

THE MAN MAXIM CAPTURED.

The man whom Hiram S. Maxim, tbe de-

tective, captured yesterdar on the train run-
ning between Kourn and Dieppe, for robbing
him in Paris in 1881, is nsmed Palmer, and
is known as a ''racing sharper." He calls
himself an Irish lord. Balner and Hamil-
ton, confederates in the robbery of Maxim,
also robbed, ten days ago, agentleman named
Williamson, said to be an editor of a New
York paper.

TIMOTHY KELLY HANGED.

Dublin, June 9. Timothy Kelly, con
victed of participation in the Phoenix Psrk
murders, was hanged in Kilmaiaham fail at
8 o'clock this morning. He was the fifth
executed for those murders, and the last one
convicted. There wat a large crowd outside
tbe prisan, but e. It is believed
tbat Kelly died wi.hout making any state-
ment.

Mr. Varian. member of the Prison Aid
Society, called upon Earl Spencer, Lord
lieutenant, las', evening and gav hint per
sonal assurance that at 8 o'clock on ths
night of the Pocsaix Park murders Kelly
was present a meeting of the society. This
morning Varian stood io front ef the jail
and stated that he expected every moment to
hear that Kelly had been reprieved. Tbe
authorities, expecting a great crowd at the
jail dnring the execution, adopted extensive
precautious lor the maintenance of order.
Police surrounded the prison: marines
dressed as civilians mixed wiih the crowd,
and two companies cf Iroopt were in readi-
ness for an emergency within lbs gates adja-
cent to the hospital. The crowd waa very
quiet. A number of women fervently read
prayers for the dying. When ths black flag
was hoisted over the prison some persons
uttered shrieks, and young women tell on
their knees and called lue curse of God upon
J amea Carey, the informer. The crowd soon
dispersed. Kelly received the sacrament
this morning snd knelt with the priests in
prayer to the last moment. He maintained
a calm demeanor, but was very pale. His
partirg interview with his mother and
friends yesiesday was very painful. This
morning he gave a lock ot his hair aad some
flowers to Canon Kennedy, and requested
him to hand them to his mother. Before
his death he repeated the promise made to
his mother that he woald leave bo statement
or letter regardiag tbe mnrder.

A Possible Ctaars In ike Pope's Irish
trmlttf.

Thinking, perhaps, the many read-
ers of your paper would like to know some-
thing of tbe great national work at this reach
I will attempt to give tbem a few i'ems con-
cerning it. The fleet employed by the Mis-
sissippi River Commission is composed of
four steam tna and towboats, two survey
boats, twenty-on- e steam s, six
derrick boats, four mattress boats, fifty
barges, one large steam shop and the Missis-
sippi River Commission construction boat
No. 2, at headquarters, and two powerful
hydraulic steam graders, with a capacity
each of 2,000,000 gallons of water daily.
Tbe whole work is superintended by Capt. J.
D. G. Knight, a gentleman emisently quali-
fied in every respect to carry on the work to
a speedy and successful completion. Lieut.
T. W. Symonds, who has been in
command here for the past six
months, left this place for Mexico
on the 7th instant, where he hat beei ordered
io reeurvey tbe boundary line between the
United States and Mexico. It a high
compliment well and worthily bestowed, and
his many admirers here wish him abundant
success in bis new field of operations. Sev-
eral hundred men are employed on tbe works
at present, and when the waters reach a low
stage we learn that the force will be largely
increased. The work done by the commis-
sion at this reach has so far proven a success
in almost every particular. Laat spring
during the flood, when the rushing waters
dashed against tbe dykes aad revetments
with a fury which seemed bora of despair,
many avowed friends of the work predicted
a certain doom, aod were heard to say that
an awful fate was inevitable; while tbe
wild bowlings of its enemies, as tbey shook
their hoary locks at the country at large, and
hissed and sputtered and laughed in a perfect
carnival of horrible expectant pleasure
at tbe outlook, waa calculated to
make the bravest hearts and warm-
est advocates feel despondent for awhile.
But there is always a calm after a storm.
When the waters subsided aod soundings
were taken, it was ascertained that Ihe less
was comparatively small, tbe channel had
been deepened, and the banka had been pro-
tected by tbe revetments and formidable bara
which had been a terror to eteamboatmen
removed.

The civil and practical
engineers, the master machinists aad me-
chanics, tbe clerks and subordinate ofticeis,
are clever, cultured gentlemen, and all seem
to have the interest of the great enterprise at
heart. We are kept in regular communica-
tion with the outer world by tbe Anchor Line
and Oaio River Line of steamers, and tri-
weekly trips of the Dean Adams, The
Appeal is the favorite paner here,
aad is read with interest aud
looked upon as tbe leading organ of the South.

HOME, SWEET HOME.

The Bemains or John Howard Piyae
Laid to Beat in the Soil ot HU

Satire Land,

Wiih All Possible Pomp, CircimtOaaee
ad Parade Imposing Ceremonies

at the Grave.

Washington. June 9. After thirty vsra
bu'ial in the land of his exile, tbe remains
of tbe author of ''Home, Sweet Home" were
to day laid to rest in Ihe soil of his native
lsnd. The psge-aotr- r of the funeral eorteoe
and cremocies of tbe oxtsion were a tribute
to tbe genins of John Howard Payne, in
keeping with the place which he bole's in
tbe homes and hearts of the American peo
ple. With solemn strains of funeral dirges,
tbe measured tramp of the martial columns
and a distinguished following of notable
men, representing all the honorable walks of
life, the funeral prcce-s'o- n passed through
tha streets of the national capital to the silent
resting pi. ice of the dead. All the pomp
and circumstance of human grandeur con-
tributed to this fi ;al honor paid by ibe liv-
ing to the dead. The government wasrepre- -

mled bv its chief executive, snd h.s council
of constitutional advisers, by tbe occupants
of ihe bench; its judiciary, by ths members
of both houses of Congress, by numerous
representatives of tbe army and navy, and by
members of tbe Diplomatic Corps. The ar- -
