Ia
1841 the government began to give gratui
tous vaccination, and in thirteen years the
average mortality had come down to 305 per
,000,000. Then vaccination was made com-

pulsory, and ia 1871 the mortality had fallen
again to 223 per 1,000.000. Ia the years
1871-7-3, when true compulsion was in force,
only 15S per 1,000,000 was the mortality
rata. Scotland and Ireland abow a decline
in the average mortality, only to a greater
degree, for io Scotland, in 1882, tbe rate was

only per 1,000,000.

Tae Whisky Nysierj la tbe Tesaeiassaeaatatlary.
Tbe Nashville World has the following:

The sathorities at ihe rjlate prison have
been for a number of years perplexed and
mystified sny snd every attempt to solve
tbe question as lo now whisky, at times, rot
Lito the prison. Every precaution poseiole
a ss tskea to prevent lis entrance, but every-
thing fails'. Notwithstanding the sta-
tions of tbe guards, when accused taking
liquce in to the prisoners, numbers of them
on suspicion were discharged. Every safe
guard and restriction tbst could be thought
of w:-- i thrown sround the trusties, siill at
certain times it wss evident that whisky was
in lbs prison, bat now it got there or who
the party was that brought it in remained
mystery. .Recently Warden Harris was in
formed by a certain convict that be bad ru- -
covered on one or two occasions Ihe smell
fermented beer. A was made, but no
discovery was made. Later on a convict, a
sort of trusty, an aesistant engineer in Ihe
shops, who slept wilhin the walls, not
locked np in a ce'l, wss discovered
one dsy stealing meal at tne prison
mill. An investigation of the mat-
ter Was had, but the convict
could or would not reveal what he wanted
with tbe meal. There was no necessity for
his stealing it for bresd, as sn abundance
that kind ot food was furnished him at bis
meals. The fsct ot his takinz the meal was
of itself quite a mystery, but taking it in
connection with tbe reported smell of
sour-mas- h beer the warden thought
he. bad struck a to mys-
tery. A most diligent watch was set
on the movements this man. As before
stated, the convict was an assistant engineer,
snd bad access to the engine-roo- at nil
times, night ard day, and was, by tbe way,
a practical mechanic and machinist, and one
of the oldest as well as one of the shrewdest
men the prison. On Saturday evenings it
is customary in stopping the machinery to
let out all tbe water in the boilers, clean
them out and nil them np again to be ready
for Monday morning. One Monday recently
one of the boilers was found lo be empty, with
evident sigos of some one having been about
it. A few evenings afterward tbe liquor pe
riod began again and tbe guards began to
have trouble. Maj. Harris remonstrated

ith the emploves and trusties, but to no
purpose. Ihe liquor was in the prison, bot
no amount of searching could it. Shortly

her ward more beer was scented. A sharp
eye was kept on tbe engineer, and from his
movements it wss pretty certain be was at
the head of a little crookedness. Unfor-
tunately, however, he discovered tha'. he was
watched. A few mernings afterward it was
ascertained thst beer hsd been emptied into
tbe drain leading from the pool, that
tbs water bsd been turned on and ths drain
thoroughly washed uu'.

sent of the Indian agent); to be fed and
cared for by the V ar Department until far
ther orders, to- - tbe greater security of
the people of Aritioa and to insure neace.
the War Department shall be intrusted witb
the entire pi lice control of all the Indians
on the Sao Carlos reservation, aad charged
witb tbe duty o. keeping peace oa the
reservation and preventing Indians from
leaving it except vith the consent of Gen,
Cro k, r an officer who may be authorized
to act under bim.

The War Department shall protect the
Indian agent in discharge of his duties.

htcb shall include the ordinary duties ot
an Indian sgeot, which shall remain as here.
tofore, except as to keeping peace, adminis
tering justice ard punishing refractory In
dians, all which shall be done by the War
llrpartmeot aa above stated.
