FEDERAL LOANS TO STATES,

The Plan for a Tax Distribution—A Dobi
That the Sintes Alrendy Owe.

Washington special to (he New York Post:
A sypdicsie in #aid o have been formed
which will ssk Coogress st the pexi session
to refond to the Stauwa the $20,000,000 of di-
rect tax which was nemessed under the nct of
Auguit b, 1861. The crigioal act applied to
all Etares, bot the law was subscquently
mudified 8o as to apply only to the insurrec-
tionary Bister. Bowme « f (he Northern Siates
sesumed the indebiedoess and paid it io
whote or in pert. In the Bouthero States the
tax was collecied by the forced saleof prop-
erty. The SBupreme Court has recently decid«d
that the original owners would be entiiled to
any surplus srising icom Lhose sales, and
pome of the Btates have made arraogements
to altewpl Lo get the vary conniderable sar-
plus which, they claim, is doe to heir citi-
seve. Cougrese, before it makes an sppro-
priniion for any such purpoee, will, prrhaps,
be amsked to consider that wearly all the
States received frow the general guvernment
a losn which has not been repaid. By so
act spproved June 23, 1536, Congress gave
the Secretary cf the Treasury authority to
fead the several Staies, according Lo their
population, the surplus  money  held
in the United States Treasury, This
surplos, in 1837, amounted 10 more
thma $43,000000, ol which, by the uet,
the Secrstary was suiborizsd w retain in
the Tressury only £5,000,000 for current ex-

-uwea, This would leave 1o be leot 1o the
gtnien about §85,000,000., But before the
full purpess of the act was carricd out, the
panic of 1837 had demoralized the Gnaocial
affsirs of the country, and the government
itse.f, in common with individuals, suffered
gerioun losies by the failure of baoks and
placea of deposit. Biill a Iarge surplos was
left, snd mwore than $28,000,000 was fioslly
distributed during the yosr ia the lollowing
propartions:
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It was pecessary for the States desiring to
avail themsslves of the loan to pass aots en-
abliog them o accept the trust. This was
quickly done, as this i
the surplus rev of 3
mel with popular favar, and, as the loan was
1o be withoo! interesi, none refused lo scoept.
The States, up n receiving the money, which
was paid ia luur iost2iments, adopted various
metbods of uaing it. The most common man-
per of ite dinposal, however, was be lendiog it
to individoals up o real entale morigages,
For foriy-six yearsd this large som of
mosey has bDeen on deposit with the Siates,
snd a4 yel no seitlement has been resched.
For mapy years the item was carried upon
the tressarers’ books as “aosvailable bal-
ances:" bot of late even this reminder bhas
been omitied, and now there is no public
exidence that the debt existe, It is doubt-
less true that ithe loan has long cessed
to be regarded in the ostore of = loan
by many of the Bisies beoefited. Al
least there has pever been any sign from any
of them of a desire to retoro the amount 10
the Treasury. A proposition that the gov-
ernment shall now reimbarse $20,000,000 to
the Btates will scarcely be discossed wiithouat
a reference to the [act that Lhe Brates already
owe the United States some $28000,000 of
borrowed money, the free use ol which they
have had for many years,
