Many eyes are opening to
the wrong estimate they bad given 10 the
tariff, and the wooopolists are siraining
every nerve to prevent & change of what
makes (hem millionaires and condeman their
laborers to poverty. What they most ur-
denily desire in to inke the tazoff whisky and
tobacco, as Lhat sugar and many sno'her
mecessary wmay be kept dear.

wandersd sll over the l[ace, bent with the
emile of ths mouth, sesumed all mann:r of
frisky expressions with the gluncings of the
eye, maandered in imitstive grace abont the
shell-like windings of the enr, and apon the
ohin became coiled like lines the sailors have
wotiad roand from » ceoter upon lhe ship’s
deck. The strange people who made these
curioue ornsmentations of the &uman face
divioe, are to-day known an Maoris, an! ia
them the keen Aaglo Bixon fiads his maich in
skill, in nelf-control, in courage, and, sirange
to say, sleo in busineer. The consequence iy
that New Zialund is Sourishiog aa no other
colony is, aod her people have more wealth
in proportion lo their nomber than any
other under the sun, The wres of the land
in 105,342 equare wmiles, while all Grest
Britain is 120,789 mile. Thene eaterpris-
iog people have 1338 miles of railroad, and
more building, snd the roads belong 1o the
country, as do the telegrapbs also; they are
not made over 1o discriminating, stock-wa-
tering, dividead.-pockeling companies. They
hare a national life insurance, snd contem-
plats requiriog everyone in the country sble
to work (o belong to i, so that In sickness,
sccident and death there is no posmible dis-
trese, bul ao income without aoy dependence
or charity, and every widow is Lo be entitled
to & pession. Though rich, the islands bor-
row [resly to build works Wl shall belong
to the people and psy amply back the capital
they cosl. Profita thal go Lo companies and
speculalive rings with us, in New Zealand
go o the people, because (hey have kept
privileges in their gwn hands other coun-
iries give away in charters snd then
are oppossd and gone to law with by the re-
eoivers of their gifts, There are 61,000 sav-
inge bank deposilors, and we bave not yet ar-
rived in this sountry 10 the establishment of
postal savings banks, The public revenge

First wives, who are sald to
bs “possessed of a devil” if they do not take
kindly to polygamy, have been sent to the
navinm (o have the evil spiril exorcised. The
fallowing bistory msy serve toshow how (his
ia done:

Eider M——, of this city, bad a wife whe
made his home very unplessant by always
meeting him with tears and reproaches wheo
be returned from s protracted visit 1o wile
No. 2. Ooe day, when Mm, M wae at
the washtob, her husband came in and
offered Lo take the children out for a ride, so
that she might finish ber work without hin-
drance. The offer wea aceepted, and, stand-
ing in the doorway, the mother watched her
hoshand ns he drove nway with her children,
the youngest & baby =ix months old.

EHE NEVER SAW THOSE CHILDEEN AGAIN.

The siterncon passed. Suoeet came, and
still they did oot return. Hour after hoor
she watched and waited in vain, uotil the
night wore away, Morniog brought the bue-
band alope,

“I am afraid yon have been anxious about
ue,” he said blandly. “The fact is, I 00k
the children down Lo Sarah's, and she was 2o
bent on haviog us siay tisapper that I could
nol refuss.  After supper it was too late to
take the baby on!, snd so we staid over night.

The baby needs
you.

Th= mother hastened her preparations, en-
tered the wagon that stood at the gate, and
was taken, not Lo the house of the second
wile, where her children were, but (o the in-
sane seylum.
