By
menns of these he han sriificially prodoced
the black vomit smong small snimals exper-
imented upon. He has produced the same
eflect from earth teken from the grave of a
man dead from yellow-lever. A guinea-pig
confined io a cage spread with this earth
died in five daya. Before confinement upon
the infected earth the cremture’s blood was
pure; alier death, the cryplocosci, as they

To the Editors of the Appeal:
In company with my friend Mr. Carson, of
this eonnty, I entered inio conversation with
the celebrated Capt. Cowdon (whom I met
for the first time), on the subjeet of outlets.
I stated, in substance, that his conclusioos co
the «ffects of the Bounet Carre creva ss—as
presented by Hamphreys and Abbol in their
elaborate report on the Mississippi river—
was not corrict, That I had the report =od
studied the case thoroughly, and ecame lo
my conclosions therefrom, He had the re-
part sleo, and said his conclusions were cor-
rect, I then sinted that I would present my
viewas on tLe subjeet more fully in a letter 1o
the Memphis Arrear, which I now request
you will have the kindoess to publish. The
question, though & hackneyed one, is yet of
grest importsnce to all who sre interested in
ibe Missimippi river and the methods of its
improvement. It must be scknowledged that
Capt. Cowdon's strong views sod strenuons
advocacy of the cutlet theary has domen
great deal to excite and prodoce theught on
the subject. I have studied the outlet theory
and wnit'en on the subject, probabiy belore
Capt, Cowdon d&d_, and in 1858, in my book
