CAPITAL AMD LAMB.
The inten s a of capital and labor are re-

ciprocal and mutual, and any effort of one

to destroy the other would be bat the blind
vengeance of a Samson, involving himsell
and hie tormentors in a common doom.
This being so, it ia strange that there ahould
b any antagonism .bet ween capital and la-- b.

Bat the conflict has been going on for

centuries, and it seems irrepressible. The
extreme views of the agrarians and

led by each vagabonds
as Dennis Kesiney, who never did an honest

day's work in his life, have dirgasled the
public with the war between labor and capital.
Bat the contest has brokeo oat in a new

phase between the capital invested in the
telegraph monopoly and its employes. The
lame is squarely made, and it will do much
toward solving the intricate problem. Tbe
telegraph operators, who hsve struck for
higher wagca, are men of integrity and intel-

ligence. They repudiated the methoda of the
labor combinations and will make no effort
to destroy tbe capital which would starve
while working them to dealb. Strikes are
often and generally remit in suf-

fering and crime. Bat the Appeal has al-

ways taken the position that it is eminently
wise and proper for labor to unite for the
advancement of its own in Israels. Capital
is as hearth si as its corporations are soul-

less, and if labor did not combine for
the laboring classes would be

nothing but paupers and beggars. Strange
to aay that there are on tbe statute books of

several States in this Union lawa which make
it indictable for conspiracy it workingmen
are guilty of the heinous crime of combining
for the purpose of increasing their wages.
Bach a law is infamous. It was inspired by

thai barbaroua legialation in England, be
ginning in 1349, that lasted over 200 years,
which bound all workingmen to serve
him which aboold him K require,"
nnder latere h penalties. Aay law
which indicia , and punishes labor
for combining for is a dis-

grace to our civilisation. In England, the
vary country from which this oppressive
Jaw was borrowed, hae long since abolished
it. AltaouglriDere" are, ia that country,' as
might be expected, stringent lawa for the re-

pression of strikes, even the severest of

those acts, passed about 1825, provided tbat
its penal provisions ahould not subject to
punishment any persons meeting, or agree-
ing together, for the purpose of consulting
upon and determining the rate of wagea or
prices which they ahould demand for their
work, or the hour, or time, for which they
aboold work. An Engliah judge, speaking
to an Engliah jury in 1847, declared the
law which was in force in that country to be
this: "Those who are to employ labor may
meet and aay, 'We will not give more than
auch and each a rate, or w will stipulate tor
each and such a number of hours' work;
we will make, in short, regulations bene-

ficial to ourselves as am players j and
we agree that we will not. take any
workingmen that require, more.' On the
other hand, the workman may meet and say,
we will not work for lea than each and auch
urns, and, if anybody thinks to employ na

on low wages, we will agree we will not work
for them; and we agree to form a, fund and
support one another nntil we get them to
coma to proper termr." It waa decided, at
the aame time, that when there ia no other
object in a combination of workirgmen, ex-

cept to persuade people tbat it ia their in-

terest not to work, except for certain wages,
and not to work under certain regulations, it
is not illegal. These sensible lulee were en-

forced by statute in England in 1875. It ia
the settled law of that kingdom "that work-

men have alright to combine for their own
protection, and to obtain euch wages as they
choose to agree to demand." They may ex-

orcise, collectively, the aame freedom of will
and action which each individual among
them possesses, and which their employers
possess. This principle baa been asserttd
over and over again in many of the courts of
this country. - Within the last year, it waa
decided by a judge of the Supreme Court of
the State of New York that where a body of
laborers, acting ia concert, fixed a price for
their labor, and refused to work at a less
prior, they did an wkiok violated no law,
aod subjected them to no penalty. Bat ia
several of the States in free and tolerant
America, it ia etiil made an indictable of-

fense for laborers to eopapire among theat-
er Ires to raise their wager. We remember
that the printers of Btchmond, Vs., were in-

dicted nnder each a. law because they or-

ganised a strike for higher wages. The

them for. what ' be considers deficient
remuneration. Tha employer, also, has
tha right to refuse his demands. Thar
are reoogniatd and legal rights. Ia the
caat ot taiegraph companies, however, there
era circumstances that do not enter into tha
case of pnMamrw .atUyar of labor. They

are corporatioca deriviog their existence
from tbs 6 air, which bestows upon them
valuable priv ilegea sod franchises, such as

tbe right to put up KUs and wires upon

treets and along highway a aed scrota rivers.
They are chartered to srrve the pople and
do a public busings'. Io tbe words of tbe
Supreme Court of the United States, "the tele-

graph baa changed the habita of business

aod become one of tbe necessities of com-

merce. It is indispensable aa a means of in-

tercommunication. Ooods are sold sod
money paid upon telegraphic orders. Con-trac- te

are made by telegraphic correspond-

ence; carroea secured and the movements of

ships directed. Toe telegraphic announce-

ment of the markets abroad regulate prices
at home, and a prudent merchant rarely en-

ters upon an important transaction without
using the telegraph freely to secure informa-

tion." Railroad travel is govered by tele-

graph, and hence the very livee of tbe peo-

ple are depeodent upon its operation. Io
abort, telegraphic communication is inter-
woven with the entire industrial, commercial
and aocial fabri; of tbe country. It ie a

to the people, and as auch, and by its
chartered origin, it incur important public
obligations which it ie boaod to diacharee
Facilities for communication must be given;
its work cannot be etopped for any cause
whicb human foresight and diligence can
overcome. A strike of its operators is no

excuse in itself in law for any avoidable
cessation of Ita exercise. If it refuse the
eo ad it ions .of the strikers, it must, without
unreasonable delay, find othera to take tbeir
places. . It is boaod to fulfill it obligations
by keeping up ita service, and eaa be com
pelled to do eo by (ha ooorta. Last aommer
the freight-handle- rs in Maw York struck
against the railways.which were prosecuted for
damage caused by delay, when the Supreme
Court emphatically declared "that a railroad
corporation ia compellable by mandamue to
exercise ita duties aa a carrier of freight and
passengers, and that the power eo to compel
it rests equally firmly on tb ground th
that duty is a tmUto trust, wblcb, baring
been conferred by the State and accepted by

the corpwatioo, may be enforced for the
poblic Benefit." The telegraph service neces

sarily come nnder tbe same strict provisions
of Ihs law. The above decision goes on to

ask whether the railroad corporations can
"refuse or neglect to perform tbeir public
duties upon a ' controversy with their em

ployee over tbe cost or expense of doing
them? We think this question admilaof but
one answer. Tue excuse has in law no valid
ity. The duties imposed must be discharged,
at whatever coal. They cannot be laid
down or abandoned or suspended without
the legally expressed consent of the State.
Toe trusts are active, potential and impera-

tive, and must be executed nmil lawfully
surrendered." In short, the law holds that
where tbe public interests sre concerned
those interests are paramount and must be
regarded. The anbstance of the above ia
strongly laid down by the New York Herald,
aod ia too authoritative for dispute. Consider-
ing the position of the telegraph and the pub-

lic nature and national importance of ita
duties, it aannot but strike the mind of the
reader that kuch duties ought not to be con
fided to the care of any private corporation,
for the primary objct of auch a body ie

not the performance of public duties, but the
realisation of profit upon capital expended.

or other purposes. That time, Ihe Postmaster-Ge-

neral thinks, has fully come, and tbe
present demoralisation of the service will
probably lead the public to agree with him.
That official's report proceeds to show that
combination with the telegraph would facili-
tate the postal business in various ways,
such as the extension of postal delivery to
where telegrams had to be delivered and
giving tidings of delayed mails. The com-

bination would alsoimprove telegraphic man-
agement, and make tha service Cheaper, aa
the two together would cost less than whea
separate, in rea', fuel, light, and from there
being one instead of several nets of
management expenses. Corporations seek
dividends, the postal system is solely for th
discharge of a public duty. Such a comr
binatioa is the only saaonree from monopoly
and oppressive chargea. Telegraphic aervioa
in private hands la liable to' abaae-- from the
temptation to tsnd false quotations of prices
and of events by which prices sre affected
and such a power ts too formidable So be re-

tained in private hands; such possibility of
abas ahould be prevented by taking it in
time. In government hand the telegraph
would maintain neutrality between conflict-
ing interests. There would be an increase of
government cfficiale, it ia troe, but only of
such whose services were needed and who
would be performing good and acceptable
work. The surplus millions now reaching
tbe Treasury could be put to no belter uee
than in buying np the present lines, and the
low rates at which telegraphic service would
be performed when in possession of the pub
lic would repay them within ten years. Now
ie the time to agitate the subject so that the
next Congress may act.

Jobn King, to hie place on Monday las', and
looked through bu crop, and do not tnink,
with a good season from now on, that he will
make a half crop. We have bad no rain
eioce last Bandar one weeE ago, wnicn is
having a serious effect, but farmers generally
seem not to be disturbed about it, for they
think tbe cotton is small and has a goed
color and there is a chance for it to come
out, which I ihink ia a miatsken ides. It is
true cotton baa gooa colors oat it is de-

ficient in stale and higbl, and blooming
near the lop on a number of plants. A great
many farmers bave just gotten through
breaking out middles and have a great deal
of grass to contend with. My experience is
that at th e tiaee of tbe year cotton ahould
ie lappiBg, eo as to shade the ground and
keep tbe moisture necessary to give a regu-
lar growth to the plant. Then in this con
dition the prospect ia for a large crop. This
is not tbe case in this section ot country.
Last year, about the 20th of August, I vis--
i ed tbe same neighborhood, snd was aaton- -
Ubed to aee such fine crops. The difference
between my visits cf last year and this is one
month and four days. I can safely say that
if tbe present crop had the month and four
day growth now it would fall short of the
crop of laat year. From what I can learn,
the whole cotton belt bas bad too muen rain
and cold weather to make a full crop; now
tbat it has turned dry tbe plant will quickly
be injured: then again, if we ahould have
dry weather for a week or ten days, and then
heavy rain-- , there will be danger oi tba plant
scalding and blight setting in, I have no--
ticei some blight already. B. O. JC
