OUR FOREIGN POPULATION.
HOW THS WAVE OF IMKIO BATIOK HAS EBBED

AKD FLOWED FOB HALF A CEMTDBT.

Washington special: The immigration
into tbe United States during tbe fiscal year
just ended waa more than twenty-fiv- e per
cent, below that ot tbe preceding year and
ten per cent, below that of tbe year which
preceded that. The total number of immi-
grants arriving in the year juat closed was
599,114, against 770,422 last year and 6b9-43- 1

tbe year before. Over 2,000,000 have
thus arrived in the country aod taken up
their abode here within the past three years.
Tbe total arrivals lor the past ten years have
been leea than 4.0U0.000, aod in no three
years preceding had the total rnn moch above
1,000,000. The largest numberof immigrants
arriving ia any one year preceding the three

which the present "boom" haa been run-
ning waa 459,803 in 1873. Toe number of
immigrants who have arrived in this
country . during the laat fifty yeara
reaches over 10,000,000. The small-
est number of arriva'e in any sin-
gle year ia the half century aforesaid was
an 1838, when the arrival, were 38,914. In

The number o! foreign-b.r- n persons residents
of the Unite a States ia now about 7 000,000,
or nearly th of its present popula-
tion. In 1880 it was 6,679 943, io 1870 it
waa 5,567,229, in I860, 4 138,697. New York
haa a larger number of persons of foreign
birth than any other S ate. It baa 1,250 000
out of a total population of 5,000,000. Half
a million cf these are from Ireland
and 350,000 from Germany. Ptnnsri- -
vania and Illinois buve eacb 600,000
of foreign birth; Ohio, 400,000. Of the
7,000,000 of foreign population now in the
United Statea 2,225,000 are of German na-

tivity and nearly 2,000,000 Irisb. Betides
the 7,000.000 who are of foreign birth there
are about 8.000,000 of foreign parentage.
The percentage of arrivala for the past few
years shows a large increase from Germany.
A. lew years ago ine arrivals i id ill xreianu
formed a much larger percentage of the
whole than now. The number now arriving
from Germany ia more thin three times as
many as those arriving lrom Ireland. Lost
year there were 191,643 Germans to 76,252
Irisb. ibe number ot emigrants leaving
Germany in the past fif y years is estimated
at 3 500,000; mcelot tbem came to the Uoited
States,

PENSION FRAUDS.
KCIHODS ADOPTED BY DISHONEST AGENTS IN

WOBKING BOGUS CLAIMS.
Washington In an interview

published here y a Pension Offioe exam-
iner throws aame light npon the methods
adopted by nnecrupuloua claimants and
claim agents in working op bogus claims.
lie says, among olber things; "there are
more tricks practiced in tbe procurement of
pensions than in tbe wCole of the other de-

partmenta put together- - Many of the bogus
claims are colored cases. Not tbat colored
people a-- e givao to fraudulent practic-s- , but
maoy of them are easier victims lodeaigoiog
lawyers, and it is less difficult lo Dr-onat- e a
dead negro than a dead wnite man. Assocn
as a colored case comes before tbe omce it is
subjected to an extra amount of ecutiny. A
large portion ot Ibe colored widows drawing
pensions bave remarried, and quite a large
numberof claimants are not tbe relicts of
soldiers at all, but mere dummies put up by
wicked lawyers and others in place ol tbe
widows wbo hsve long sgo remarried and re
linquished their claims."

"iiow n ibis IrsOd managed?" wag asked.
"Easily enough. A decent time is allowed

to elapse sfter tbe marriage and tbe woman
frightened into honest abandonment of her
claim. Then another colored man is obtain
ed, who makes the neceeaary affidavit before

the third consptrslor, and so on nntil the list
is exhausted or the pensioner's patience gives
out. Aa a matter of fact there is no need
for attorney's aervicea to procure pensions.
