TELEGRAMs AN THE POSITOFFIUE

to corporaiions, got up with the mere object
of money-makiog. The New York Poal eays:
%“One thing 1s cortan.  What the conntry is
goiog to do aboul it was sisted by Beostor
Edwonds in the last Congresa, Goveroment
postal telegraph service will be the resal.”
The Boston Adve tiser saya the {ailure of the
tolegraph companics to carry the market re-
paris is ooe that will not be accepled as a
matter of course, nud it adds: ““m the cone
trary, such reporta must be transmitled, snd
iu ap exireme case the government itself
might be intrusted with 1hat service,
which forme the oarursl-supplesisnt of the
postofiice work.” The Bosion Adveriiser re-
marks: “It may be confidently predicted that
one effeot of the sirike of the telrgrapn op-
eralors will be an incressed deminod that the
national government should estabilish a tele-
graph s a braoch of ns postoffice depari-
ment.

1
have seen the most of it 1o Giles, Marshali,
Bedlord, Lincoln, Moore sad Franklin coun-
ties, but from many letters received it is pre-
vailing more or less all ovesr the Stsie. The
disease improperly called hog cholers is pre-
vailing in all three divisioos of the State.

“I am satisfied that both murraio and hog
cholera are infectious, and caa be propagsted
from one 0 another, and from farm to farm.

Manchester Eraminer: The ffih annuval
meetin_ of the Rochesier Diocesan Bogisl
was held on Mooday st Lambeth Palses,
onder the presidency of the Archb shop of
Canterbury, The primate, in the conrse of a
long speech, sxid it was mouraiul to thick
that in the ministrationaof the ninety-sighth
bishop of Rochester the bishop shonld have
to confess that it was pecessary o “civilize
the lemporally degraded snd to evangelize
the sprrituslly destitote,” siter the long labors
of the Church. His grace ssid that he hid
been himeell around the bouses of the paor,
sod be could but confess that the d.fhoulty
was increased by Lhe social condition of the
peopie. He had found whole familivs mak-
log maick-boxes, workiog swidoously im
wreichid homes, payment being &t tae rale
of two nad a hall pence for a gross of boxes,
and the workers bad o supply their own
paste in the making of these 144 boxes for
iwo and a half pence. There was nol much
caltivation in work hike that, nor in the
making of an vaeter for four peoce, or the
making of asoit of boy's clothes for three
pence.  He boped earnestly for some nmeli-
oration of these social difficuities, for which,
it must be remembered, employers were not
‘o blame. These people were not o be re.
garded =0 moch es fost sheep aa abeep who
were pushed from ihe door; and the work of
evangelizing them wan s duty which cou'd
not be overioored. He hoped ihat some
graud sthem= of emigration would do rome-
thing 1o improv+ the preseat state of affuira;
but even emigralion would nol ours it, for
thece was sccumolatiog a large residenm be-
bind sud emigration aiwsyn look away the
beet of the people.

varions stages of their development, from
the egg (o the perfect state. The second divi-
sion coniains noxious insects; they have been
claswd,nol nocording to the acieatific groupiog
kut according 1o the plaois they prey upoa.
Tuere are len classes in toe noxious division,
the fir«t eix of which iaclude ihe parasites o!
vegetzblen and trees, the seveath aod sighth
coatlaio the iosecls whic.. prey opon ibeir
umber and opon menulsctured materisin,

ordinary parssites, such as Lbe fea, eic., and
the tenth (he insecte injurious to  piscical-
ture, The third division groups all
the birds, aniwa's, and reptiles woico 1end
10 destroy the barmfal insec: sod thus sci ne
friends to wan., The Tourth division is de-
voted to the sris sod manufac ures more di-
rectiy conunecled with the cultivation of ia-
secte.
