POSTAL TELEGRAFPH,

The subjeot of & telegraphic service al-
tscked to the postoffice is attractig mueh
sitention, We observe that as the pewsps-
pors discuss it objections raised at first sight
are clien given up, and the pomibility of the
scheme is more broadly admitted. That
$80,000,000 ean be -given to the Western
Union for the deeply watered monopoly
is universally sconted, but a lelegraph lioe
balonging to the people and carried on in
connection with the present postoffice wys-
tem is seen to be a different thiog. That
some chaoge must be made Lo rescue publie
affairs, trade and private esrrespondence
from such o atrain se it hes sl pressmt lo
bear is obvious, ‘Lhat all Lhese ioterestw
must be rlighted merely becanse & grasp-
iog, soulless company canmnot fireat its
employes fairly or pay them satisfaclorily,
in felt to be out ol the question. Toe
American paeple submit to igconvenisnce
and loss with patiepce that excites the ridi-
cule of foreigners, but a limit is reached
here that promises lo arouse the people Lo
the point of action. The editor of the Mo-
bile Register, discussing this question, in-
olines to look to n postal telegraph »s Lhe
only ressonable snd permanent groond of
zolief. The Register mays that for years it
Lias hoped the Southern press ol the leading
towcs wonld combioe to erect a line from
New York to New Ocleans, and thus procure
their own communications with Lhe prineipal
commercial and political centere.

A Gigantic Behome,

The New York Graphic hza the followiag
dispateh from London: “The government has
decided to « ficially nuderiake to aid lvish
emigration on & colowssl seale. The propo.
sition made by Cosirman S'epheor, ol the
Canadian Puaclfic railroad, on behaif of a
syndicate of Csondian railways, has been
practioally abandoned. Mr. Biepbens offered
to seitle 50,000 Irish poor, in famided of (ive
each, upon atocked sud eqoipped farma in
the neighborhood of Wianipeg, paying all
the expensa of moving and settliog them,
providiog thr government loaned the syndi-
cate §1,000,000, without interest, for ten years,
the syadicate in turn to take morigages for
§500 upon each farm, without interest forthe
firs: thren years, aod st three per cent. afrer
thal, theseitlers to bave the option of seonring
their holdioga in fve mimple at any time
upon the payment of 2500, Fhe government
at lirst favored the proposal, but the Catholic
priests in Ireland opposed it 80 slrongly that
the Cabinet figally refosed to entertain the
malter uoless the Diminion government
goaranteed the repayment of the loan. Bir
Alexander T, Gat, ex-High Comumismioner
1o London, and Bir Charles Topper, his suc-
cessor, both endeavored 1o eecure this guar-
aoty, but {ailed, owiog, it i1 uoderstood, to
the opposition of Lord Dufferin, who has
wrong faith in the future ol Canade, and
who beut his energies to secure direct necticn
on Lhe psrt ¢f the government In faver ol
the largest possible emigration 1o Casada,
The Canadisa government haviog fical y de-
cided 1o lend no official indorsement to any
railway schtmes ol immigratior, the goverc-
ment took up Lord Duoflerin’s idess, and
to.day decided on undertaking to earry them
our,

“A epecial conference was summouned at
the Mansion House. Alter a loog discussion
an eluborate scheme of assisled emigration
was resolved npon, based on the prinsiples of
the United States bomesiead lawr. The de-
tails of the scheme are not y«i resdy to place
before (he publio, but it has been depided (o
move from Ireland and settle in Canada 200, -
000 r Lieh in families. Ten thonsand
families, 10 average five persons each, apgre-
gating 50,000 people, will be moved nexi
spricg, and the transportation will bz coo-
tinued as rapidly as the territory to ba ceca-
pied can be got resdy. Those to be movid
next apring will, it is understood, be placed
opon the laads offered by ChairmanStephens,
which the governwent will accept. These
lands will be divided into sections of 100
scres each, each weciion (o be provided with
all the buildings, equipmentn, animals, seed
and food necessary lor begisning larmiog
upon unbroken land, Each settler will be
given bis bomestend [ree for the fest three
yearr, and after that will be required to psy
aa reut three per cent. upon §500, but may at
any lime acquire sbsolute Lile upon pay-
ment of the fatter sum. I' has not been de-
cided where the second 50,000 emigranis will
be located. It isstated thatioorder to over-
come the ceriain oppesition of the Parnellites
the goveroment will hold out all possible in-
ducements (o the poor in the ‘congesied’ din-
tricts 1o [reely enter iolo the goverameni's
plane.”
