Influx, of Cotton-Baye- rs PmptcU for
Nliir Market.

Regular Correspondence of tbe Appeat.
Helena, Ark., August 2!t. Within the

last two weeks I have f ravelin! through
a large part of the section of country
tributary to this place. My purose was
to gain fuir and accurate information
in regard to the growing crops, and to
secure a jersonal knowledge of the people
generally, to tbe end that I might speak
advisedly with regard to both. Every-
where I met with disappointment; in some
places finding the crops far better than I
had anticipated, and in other places far
worse. A more unevep prospect was, s,

never seen in this country, and this
it is that makes the yield so uncertain and
difficult to estimate approximately. In
some places in the lowlands I saw cotton
five feet tall and good for one and a quar-
ter bales to tho acre, and in some places in
the highlands I have seen cotton, or what
purported to be cotton, that would scarce
vield 4(H) pounds of lint to tho square mile.
Both of these are, however, rare, and
should be excluded from a draft of the
general avenge. Nearly everywhere that
the cotton is vigorous and fine the worm
nas appeared, mil nowhere to any very
considerable extent. But as it will require
at least six weeks vet to fully mature the
crop, and placo it bevond the reach of this
destroyer, its presence is anything but re
assuring. Yesterday as I rode past a
twenty-acr- e patch that was scarcely more
thai, five inches tall, and that would not
average more than three Imlls to the stalk.
x met the owner, an old darky, and asked
what he expected to make on it. He re-
plied: "Well, you see, boss, I has a
mortgage on ten acres of my
crop, and my onless hoe now is
to git what de oiler ten acres makes.
Kin I do dat ?" I told the old fellow that I
feared he would find the mortgage com
passed all he made, or would make, and
that, from the blighted condition of bis
little crop, the mortgage must surely be
over all of it; that it looked very much as
it it was carrying a mortgage, and a heavv
one, too. If he gets five bales from the en-
tire twenty acres it will be due to his ob-
taining night access to his neighbors' pens.
But, as I have intimated, there is compara-
tively little of this sort of cotton ; but far
too much of it to encourage the lielief that
there will be a general two-thir- crop.
There is not enough of the extremely good
to bring up the average of tlie extremely
poor. Mxly per cent, ot last year a crop
is all the present promise warrants us to
exiect. If we get that, and can secure
fair price for it, there will then be more
money in tho countrv than last year, be
cause oi me unparalleled economy that
has been practiced this year. The corn
crop is a failure, and but" for the big crop
last vear evervoouy wouiu nave some corn
to buy. As it is, however, the majority of
planters can pull through on what they
make this year and have left over
from last. Notwithstanding the short
crop this year, the people are in
better condition than at anv time
since the war.' The reason is easily ex-
plained and understood. Corn was raised
in abundance last year, and though hogs
were scarce, many planters made their
own meat, enough to run them, and nearly
all had some meat to begin the new year
on. Hits year the people came nearer liv
ine at home than ever - known before.
Vegetables in abundance were produced,
ana not only every residence, but every
caum anil nut snows a truck patch at
tached. The country is full of hogs.
r.very tence corner contains its slioat,
every lot its pigs, and the road-sid- e lob
lollys wjiole broods of swine. Go where
you will there are hogs, long-nose- razor- -

backs, half Berkshire and occasionally
some of tho finest breeds. They are, how
ever, poor; and as there is no mast this
year many will have trouble in fattening
for meat, and all more or less trouble in
carrying their herds through the winter,
Last year there was heavy mast and
abundant'? of porn, but. no hogs; this
year there is just the reverse, but of the
two tlie hogs are preferable.

THE BANDIT'S TRIAL.

The Line of Defense an Agreed Upoa
by the Attorneys of Frank

Janes.

Taking of Testimony for the Defense
('onimfnceU The Outlaw's Lire

In Tennessee.

Gaixatis. Mo.. August 30. The line of
defense in the Frank James trial was
agreed upon at a consultation of the
attorneys last night, and, briefly stated, is
an alibi and mistaken identity.

At tlie Convening of court this morning.
Mr. Ruari made the opening statement for
ttie tielease. He dwelt at length upon
Frank James's efforts to get away from
the band, denied tliat Frank had ever left
Kentucky, and claimed a conspiracy be-
tween Dirk Liddell, the Fords and Boltons.

H. T. Bruins, an attorney of Gallatin.was
the first witness examined for the de-
fense. Witness told of the entry of two
men into the smoking-ca-r with drawn re-
volvers. The larger of the two devoted
himself to the conductor, tho smaller to
the passengers. There was a cry of hands
up. "The larger man shot the conductor.
Witness held his hands up and looked
steadily into the eyes of the smaller man,
who was shooting through the car. Wit-
ness did not recognize the prisoner as one
of the two men; he said, "He ia not the
man."

On witness could not
describe the clothing of either of the men ;
didn't see three men, only two. Witness
admitted tliat lie was badly scared, and
couldn't identify either of the robbers, yet
be could swear to a man who was not
there. To tho best of his knowledge and
belief, Frank James was not there. A rigid
examination failed to shake witness's state
ment.

Fletcher Horn, a Nashville, detective.
testified that he knew the defendant as B.
J. Woodson from the summer of 1877 till
March, 1881, during a portion of which
time he lived at what is known as White
Creek settlement. He was engaged in
fanning and hauling logs. He saw him at
least once a week during the whole time.
He conducted himself like a gentleman.
and was hard-worki- and industrious.
Witness knew Dick Laddell as
Smith, and Jesse James as J.
B. Howard, and believed he knew
Cummins, but defendant did not associate
with them. On the he
said Jesse James was engaged for a whije
in buying grain, then in horse-racin- he
owned Jim Malone and one or two others.
The whole party deported themselves
properly while living there. Taylor's
blacksmith-sho- p was defendant's head
quarters during his visits to the city.

ti. u. Moan, a Nashville attorney, testi-
fied to an acquaintance with the defend
ant, dating from the spring of 1877. He
lost saw him in March, 1881. At that time
defendant wore whiskers aU over his face.
His acquaintance was onlv casual. The
testimony of the witness related mainly
to details of James's life in Nashville.

Mrs. Montgomery, who lives one mile
and a half from Winston, testified that
twi men ate suiier at her house on the
evening of the roblierv. To her best be
lief the defendant was not one of them.

Missouri. Montgomery, daughter of the
last witness, failed to identify the defend
ant as one of the men who ate supper at
her mother s house.

John Dean, a farmer, testified to having
been at the blacksmith shop of Jonas
Potts, November 20, 1881, when two men
came np in a wagon to have something
done to tlie vehicle. When they went
away, Potts, who seemed very much ex
cited, said : "Those are two men for
whom I shod horses before the Winston
robbery." Witness had a good look at
me men, ami the uetenuant was positive
ly not one ot tnem.

Jonas Potts visited Independence when
Frank James was in jail. On his return
witness asked. "Did you see Frank
James?" "Yes," was the answer, "for
the first time in my life.

Marion Duncan, a farmer, testified that
rotts, the blacksmith, had Banl to him
that he recognized the picture of Jesse
James after he was killed as that of the
man whose horse he hod shod.

G. A. Chapman also testified to the same
effect.

iWith a view to impeach Liddell's testi
mony tlie defense offered in evidence the
record of Liddell's conviction for horse
stealing in ernon county. Recess.

The presence of Dave Poole, an old
guerrilla, but now a wealthy stockman of
Texas; Allen Palmer, of Texas. Frank
James' brother-in-la- and several other
ranchmen, give rise to tlie belief that an
attempt would be made to prove an alibi
in tliat State.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
