ical phenomeua of the yesr. Mother
Bhipton and other prophets had long
pointed out the year 1881 as a period big
with fate. Astronomers had oalled ar-
tention to a very peculiar and rare mass-

ing together of the principsl plancts at |

that time, and some prediotions were
made by a certain elass of physicists that
the concentration of matter in the solar
systemm by that planetary oceurrence
would be followed by unusual meteoro-
logical phenomens. The time of occur-
reace was not exact, but events
in the main have agreed straugely
with the forecust. The most strik-
ing fulfillment of prediction, however,
iz that of the Canadian professor, Wig-
gins. (One year ago that gentleman drew
out & babel of horrors for the ecoming
year 1853 that appeared so extravagant in
ita details of destruction and woe that it
aroased laughter and ridieule. Nobudy
believed the steady old globe we live
upon was likely to play such tricks ns
Wigging said it would be guilty of. Now
take the three-quarters of tho history of
1883 and compare, and soe whether Wig-
gins, not exaet in full detail and time, or
even place, but in the gonerad sense of
wundane disturbanos and human ealam-
ity, has not beca borme out? A month
ago the horrors of 1583 had excited pro-
found attention. Binece then the fearful
avents of the earthquake at Ischia out-
Bortored), all “the previous MWorrors,
snd now comes the wonderful oc-
ourrepces of the Java catastrophe
to throw even the awful calamities
of Ischin fir into the shade. Voleanoes
vumited fire aud flame, the clouds rolled
out immensé water-spouts, the red-hot
material from the burning mountains sot
the forests on fire, the sea itself rolled
forward upon the land, swallowed it up
and washed it away by miles with all its
villages, struotures, farmis and inhabi-
tauts, and whole islands disappeared with
the rest. The vory mountains reeled and
sank from sight, the sca covered the spot
where arags and precipices and lofty sum-
wité had soared. Search the solemn
words of the Hebrew prophets, read over
the terrors predicted in the apocglypse,
recall the agbaies of nature's convulsions
as painted by the whole acray of poets,
and see if a more feartul record can be
found than that we have received from
Java. Put in all the terrible things that
were laughed st when Wiggins predicted
them; and what, do' they amount to
a8 compared with tho fearful reality?
There is n scientific fact involved that is
beginning to exvite attention. The early
geologists belioved that the changes they
tound revealed by the rocks were the re-
salt of cataclysms that at varions inter-
wals had changed the surface of the earth.
The later teachers in ‘that sciefice have
been sure that all the phenomena of the
past could be nccounted for by the ordi-
pary phenomena thiat ave to-day working
yet further changes. Should the state-
meata made about the ocourrénces in the
aceoants from Batavia prove anywherp
near the truth, then it will look as if
cataclyams had occurred, do ocour, ‘and
will oocur E‘n.
A NATIONAL TELEGRAPH.
The head of the notorious Western 1n-
ion Telegraph  Company i reported as
saying that the hundreds of thousands of
dollars the late strike cost wers  good in-
vestment. For the country the invest-
ment wal excellent, for the Western Un-
ion it was u calamity. The country is
benefited becauss it is aroused te the im-
portince of our doing what othor lands
have ‘found necessary, having our own
telegraph line. It is stated in Washing-
ton that' the ‘Postmaster General is pre-
paring to report to C'ongress, as his pre-
decessor had done, in favor of a govern-
ment telograph, and ‘that a® woiin 1% Con-
gress opens, measures with that object
will be proposed, both in the Senate and
in the House. Statutes enncted in 1868
and 1872 provide for th&'country purchas-
ing at ita will “the lines, property and
effects” of any company, at a
value to be appraised a5 the net
directs. The wurn. of opinion at
the present tims is in favor of letting
the stoeks-and-water connected with the
present Welegraph esmpanies wlone, and
the country building its own lines. The
stock-andwater dompanies will vapor
about an invasion of the rights they hive
so0 shamefully abused, but the telegraphio
law of this country hes always reserved
and exercised the right of chartering rival
lines, and the right it ean confer upon
others it can exercise. itself, for what it
van give away it possosses. Some talk is
already heard about ! innosent stoekhold-
ers.”" The innocence that periodically
pockets big dividends from watered stock,
and from momopoly of rival lines, niust
take the chances of business like others,
and here the chances against them have
been rendered operative by the peculiar
and very objectivnable proceedings off
the companies of which they form
a part. If those proctedimgs’  have
been such as to bring down serious re-
sponsibilitics, those ‘who #hsre in the
profits of the wrong-doing must share the
responsibilitiés involved in righting the
wrong. That every kind of influence
that can be brought to bear will be a¥ed
in favor of the shameless and insolout
" monopoly the country is sick of is evi-
dent; itis for the people to resolve that if
monopolies are to exist it shall not be by,
national sanetion. The Western Univn
has gnined & victory over its employes,
Jet it gain another victary over public
sentiment, and the country will be
thoronghly given ovar to the tender mer-
cies of eorporate monopolistie oppression
and extortion.

THE FRENCH CONQUEST,

The Anamese had either not the skill
or courage to resist their invaders, and
the French have them at their mercy.
Theenterprise on the part of the French
is purely a business one—not of taking
tha country, so much ; receipts from taxes
and trade, o much; balance in favor of
the bandits who took s0o many square
miles of land by violence, so much. The
talk will be of glory and fame, the results
eought will be power and gain. If Fraunce
can.snoceed in driving in a wedge between
British Indiaand China, it may countthe
deed as u nest attainment in‘policy. France
once set about driving such a wedge
from New Orleans up the Mississippi and
on to Canads. This was to crowd out the
Epglish settlements upon the Atlantie,
but the wedge did not work that way,an d
from the want adaptation of the French as
cloonista the world will not look for much
success in the present case. The natives
are against them, China is against them,
and the English ars certainly not for them.

" The Frensch have got footing in Tonquin,
whether they will find the ground there
firm epnough to give them a permanent
stapding remains to be seen,

The Distarbed District.

island of Krakatoa is one of the
Dutch dependencies in the Strait of Sunda.
lying midway between the extreme west-
erly point of the island of Juva ana the
southeasterly part of the island of Suma-
tra. It is about forty miles from the guor-
rison of Anjer, a fort on the Strait o
Sunda, on the werl.hn, st of Jll\'a; nixt}i
miles from Serang, the principal town o
the Bantam (Java) Residency, and 120
miles fromn the capital ity and seat of the
Duteh government in the East Indian Ar-
chipelago, Batavia, It is about six or
seven miles in and four or five miles
in width. like e surronnding islands of
the East Indian group, it is very moun-
tainous and volcanic. Uipon it the Dutch
government have establised a fort with a
smnall , whieh isin alimost s straight
line with At?er, Java. Aside from the
#oldiers in the garrison there are but
few residents, and these are entirely na-
tive. The island is not cultivated and is
devoted entirely to the occupancy of the
soldiers at the fort. 1t is under the rule
of the resident Dutch Governor of Ba-
tavia.

IN THE STRAITS.
The Strait of Sunda is about sixty miles
in width, and serves to connect the Indian
ocean with the Java sea, which is con-
nected with the Chinese sea by means of
NUILEroHs passages or straits between the
numnberless islands im 1o the
north of Java and Sumatra. Island
of Krakatoa is surrounded by groups of
little islands, many of which are nameless.
The principal one is known as “Dwars der
‘eg,” or “Thwart the Way." It is so
called because as the straits narrow be-
tween the southeasterly portion of Sumatra
and the westerly comst of Java they are
divided almost in the center by this island,
which, from its location, serionsly inter-
feres with navigation. It is uninhabited,
save by a very few natives, and unculti-
vated.  Ehips do not visit Krakatos or any
of the smil«r islands by which it is sur-
rounded, but make their first stop at An-
jer, where water and provisions are psnally
L N
ERAMATAN.

The mountain of Kramatan, which has
sunk into the sea, was a very high peak,
one of a range of mountains running
throngh the southeasterly part of the 1s-
land of Bumatra, and was situated at its
extreme southeasterly point, about thirty
miles from “Thwart the Way" Island, and
shout 100 miles directly north of the Is-
land of Kmakaton. Asthe bird flies, this
mountsin wonll be about 150 miles from
Batavia. Where it is situsted there are
no seaports and vessels make no stoppages.
Its immediate neighborhood was uninhab-.

point at the southeast of Bumatra.
THE DESTROYED TOWNE,

The town of Telok Belong is a small
port on the southerly side of Sumatra, and
about 100 miles to the northwest of Kra-
katoa.

Tjiringin, another of the dusm-'\-m!
towps, is on the west const of Java, thirty
miles southwest of Bantam, forty miles
south of Anjer, on the coast, & about
the same di from Kraksatoa. It is
an important seaport and is the residence
of many descendants of the former rulers,
The principal building in the town is the
Regent's residence. Comparatively few
Europeans reside there, and the populs-
tion all told will not exceed 1000. Be-
tween Krakatos and the city of Batavia,
on the northerly coust of the Island of
Javs, there are numerous little islunds
and many little villages, the principal of
which is Bantam.
