Rose Burns was twenty-eigh- t years old
when she died. She had lived "for eight
years in the family of Dr. Martine, having
tied, as she said, from the unnatural life
in her mother's home to that of her kind
friend.

Many veers aito her mother was married
and lived for some time in the West with
Ross Bums, a lawyer. She deserted him
afterward and, it is alleged, married a Dr.- -

Sparr, by whom she hail several children.
he obtained possession ot her two chil

dren bv Burns, and brought them up in
the belief that their father was dead, tell- -
inc them that he had run awav from her
and been killed in the Indian Territory.

Mr. de Martine and his daughter re
ceived Ross as a friend. When offended
with her mother s mode of hie she ran
away, in 1876, to earn her own living. The
two girls were of one age and ever since
have lived together as sisters. Miss Rose
sought and found employment in a Sixth
avenue drv roods store aa an embroiderer.
Bv the aid of her friend nnd patron, Mr.
ile Martine, she also found her father,
Ross Burns, who proved to be aprommeut
nnd weulthv railroad lawver in Topeka.
Kas. He too had married after his wifes
desertion, but had no children by his sec-

ond marriaire.
He received his daughter gladly, iwo

years ago they met, ana it was nrrangeu
that she should go and live with him per
manent! v. She went to the est, Dut Mr.
tsurnsdied on tne ith oi June, isz. xne
bulk of his property, amounting to $25,-00- 0

in real estate, was left to his daughter
Rose. The Topeka wile, however, prompt-
ly began suit to assert her rights, and the
estate got into chancery, where it yet re
mains.

Miss Rose, had meanwhile returned to
New York. Here, a few months later, she
fell ill in the De Martine house, and dur
ing nine months of terrible suffering
never left her bed. Her disease was au--
donnnal cancer, that from the first was
hoiieless. Dr. Mark H Williams, of No.
257 West Eleventh street; his partner, Dr.

osburch. and Iir. Lee, an eminent spe
cialist, who acts as surgeon in the Wom
an a Hospital, saw and treated the patient,
but agreed that an operation would give
no relief. Two weeks ago death ended
her sufferings. A death certificate was
made out in regular form, giving cancer as
the cause of death, and the remains ware
temporarily put in the vault to await
burial.

A will was found mnde bv Miss Burns
several months before her heath, bequeath
ing all tier property to Miss Rosalie Le
Martine, her friend and faithful nurse dur
ing her lone illness, to whose untiring de
votion and skill Dr. Williams attributes
the fact that his patient's life was pro-
longed months beyond the limit thought
possible by him.

inuring the daughter s illness .Mrs. Mr,
Sparr had called repeatedly, but bad been
refused admission, and Miss Rose declined
to see her. Other efforts had been made
indirectly by the Woodhulls to approach
and make peace with the young woman
Tennis Claffin had written to Mr. De Mar
tine asking him to come to England and
see her. He had with sarcastic emphasis
refused. .

When Mrs. . Sparr learned that her
daughter was dead she visited Coroner
Martin and laid before him a story ot sus
pected malpractice that startled that om
cial. The impression wasconveved to him
that the girl had been a prisoner in the De
Alanine house. --Mrs. palT urged an of-
ficial investigation and a coroner's inquest,
Yesterdav the coroner visited Dr. Nagle,
the registrar of vital statistics, and con-
ferred with him about the matter. . It was
agreed that there could hardly be a question
concerning the correctness of the farts as
set forth in the final certificate of Dr. Wil-
liams, but that the body being unburled it
would be as well to remove it to the
morgue and have an autopsy made to
prove the facts. No decisive steps were
taken to effect this, but it is possible that
this course may tie decided upon y.

The Body Exbaawd.

Miss Rose V. Burns, a niece of Mrs. Vic-
toria Woodhull, who was alleged by her
mother to have died of poison and mal-
practice, was exhumed from the receiving
vault of the cemetery of the Roman Cath-
olic Church of the Nativity, on Second
avenue, near Second street, yesterday
afternoon, and taken to the morgue.
Coroner Martin will hav an autopsy .rr
formed on the remains at 11 o'clock thia
morning. The process of exhuming was
done ia the presence of Me Miles, an
aunt of de. eased, who identified the body.
It was inclosed in rosewood coffin, the
upper pcirtifTrl of the lid of which was
classv' n the silver plate on the lid was
inscrild, "Rose V. Burns, died August
19, 1SS3, aged 28 years." Only the face of
tbe deceased coufd be seen.

A number of the new postal notes have
been sold and received in the city since
thcv were put on Bale at the iiostonice.
These notes are sold with a view to mak- -
ine it convenient for the public to send
s. nail amounts of monev bv mail. They
are issued in denominations raging from
one cent to S4 w. the tee is
three cents, and the notes are
issued on anv nionev-orde- r office in the
country. The notes are bright and crisp,
and have a valuable air about them. They
are printed on a canary-colore- d parchment
or bank-not- e paper, with the face printed
in velvet-brow- n and tbe hark a light green
The note is a little larger than a postal- -
card. On the left end of the front side are
two columns, one of vears and one of
months. They run to 1N04. On theother
side are three columns of figures, one of
dollars and one of dimes and one of cents.
By punching out these figures it is easy
to indicate any amount trom one
cent to 4 09. The fare of the note is
otherwise engraved, and on the fare is en- -
frraved: "festal note tor sums less man

To
the postmaster at : Pay to the bearer
