The merchants of Memphis complain
that they are being injured by the manner
in which the Memphisand Little Rock road
is selling excursion tickets to Louisville.
They say that their customers in the State
of Arkansas are ofTerod inducements by the
Paramore and the Ohio and Mississippi
railroad to go by way of St. Louis, as tickets
are good for any train and the rates are
very low. The Arkansians do not find it
always convenient to go on the davs fixed
as excursion days by the Memphis and
Little Rock road and prefer to go by St.
Ixinis, as tlier can leave and return when
their business makes it convenient to do
so. An Appeal reporter interviewed sev-
eral railroad men Jast night in legard
to the matter, and learned enough
to satisfy him that the merchants
have good grounds for their - com-
plaints. The Paramore and Gould's
Memphis and Little Rock railroads are
antagonistic, and will make no rates with
each other for freight or passengers. The
Paramore will not recognize tickets issued
by Gould's, and ctcc trraa. The war be-
tween the Paramore and the Ohio and
Mississippi waxes warmer, and both are
opposed to Gould's road and to Memphis.
As an evidence of the extent to which
Memphis is a loser by reason of the fixed
excursion days on the" Memphis and Little
Rock, a gentleman connected with a
prominent hardware house of this city
states that at Brinkley, Ark., a few davs
ago, he saw thirty merchants, who usually
buy their goods in Memphis, going to
Louisville by way of St. Louis, where they
ktaid they would' take their orders. The
Momphls and Little Rock was induced to
grant stoprover tickets, good for two days
stay in Memphis, en route to Louisville,
but this is said to be overbalanced by their
refusal to issue tickets good for any train,
as the roads going through St, Ixuis are
now doing. The Memphis and Little Rock
railroad is said to be injuring itself by this
means, as well as injuring Memphis mer-
chants.

The Vicksburg Ile-n- ld of Friday reports
tlmt nearly five miles, or HO00 "varxls, of
track was added up to ytwterdav to the
stretch of road of the Ii"uisville,'Xew Or-
leans and Texas already completed beyond
Yazoo river. The track as extended is
finished to a point four miles north of the
Suiedes residence, on Good Intent planta-
tion, and is within about ten miles of Roll-
ing Fork, Sharkey county. Steel rails are
being laid at the "rate of three-quarte- rs of
a mile per diem, and it is probable Roll
ing run win ne reaciieit DV me 1rth, or
at least by the end of the present month.
There are now alsiut thirtv-on- o miles of
completed road north of Vicksburg, which
gives an aggregate of rails laid north of
Port Gibson, on the Louisville, Xew Or-
leans and Texas railroad, of about sixtv
miles. As track-layin- g is progressing favor-
ably, both on the northern and southern
end of the line of road running out of
Vicksburg in both directions, by the time
tlie iron bridge serosa Yazoo river is ready
for the passage of trains there will be a
line of road passing through Vicksburg of
aliotit 200 miles in length, or almost one-ha- lf

the distance between Memphis and
Xew Orleans. Work on the big bridge
over the Yazoo is progressing favorably,
and as soon as the work is gotten above
the water the superstructure will be
pushed forward rapidly to completion.
