Damage to the I‘OI:- Crop by the Recent
Frost.

less  severity have been experienced
throughout Minne®ota, Wisconsin, North-
ern and Northeastern Iowa, Northern 11li-
nois and Indisna, and the entire State of
Michigan, caunsing serious injury to late
corn. ‘This injury it is impossible at this
writing to accurntely determine. In all
the territory visited by frosts some fields
were so fully matured as to receive no
damage. In many parts the comn
on the high ground escaped injury,
while tha on_  the b B ruand
wid severely cuot It will be safe,

we think, to estimate the injury
in the territory named at twenty-five
per tent. of the estimated crop. It
may exceed this estimate. Throughout
the same territory other minor crops, such
as tobacco, hops, tomatoes and other
tender garden vegetables, as well
grapes, were greatly injured or utterly
ruined. In Kansas, Nebraska, Southern
and Western lowa, Southern [llinois and
Indiana, and all other portions of the
corn-producing eountry, no material in-

jury is mimﬂed.
