We
feel assured that the Southern Democrats

. tion. Since the war Southern Democrats
claimed nothing. They wore content to
permit the Northern Democrats to fight
their battles the battle for the constitu
tion and a restorod, nationality in their
own way, with their own methods and
men. With the confidence of blind and
helpless young birds they opened their
mouths to swallow everything offered
them by the Northern Democrats. They
have no cause to complain of the food
upon which they were fed during the dark
days of misrule and corruption., It was

The political bloody shirt
has been worn to shreds. AVhat interests
the country now, and especially the
South, is growing wheat, corn, cotton,
tobacco, educating the people, white and
Mack, reducing tariffs and taxation, and
in electing to tho 1'renideucy an honest
statesman and patriot who will, tafco the
Civil Service out of the control of the
Mahuncs aud inaugurate, economy, rc- -

trenchmeut and reform. But so long as
both the political parties ignore the
South in the selection of candidates for
the l'residency and this,
very ostracism will be on obvious recog-
nition of sectional prejudice. The Demo-

cratic party preteuds to know no North;
no South, no East, no West,, but iu the
selection of candidates it seems to have
a vivid knowledge of the South and that
it is the section relied on to elect the
nominees, but uot allowed to furnish
either of the candidates which it elects.'

No party can be national so long as it
confines its Presidential nominations
to one Fcction. Sectional hatreds for
thirty years previous to the war were
more bitter than they are now. Yet
both the two political parties selected
their candidates from both sectious of
V Union.

ections were represented by the candi-
dacy of Van IJuren, of the North; John-
son, of the So.th; Harrisou, north f
Mason and Dixon's line; Tyler, of Vir-
ginia; Clay, of Kentucky; Frelinghuysch,
of New Jersey; Polk, f Tennessee:
Dallas, of Pennsylvania Taylor, of
Louisiana; Fillmore, of New York;
Cass, of Michigan; Butlor, 0f Ken-
tucky; Pierce, of New Hampshire;
Kine, of Vlnliama; Scott, of New'
York; Graham, of North Carolina;
Buchanan, of Pennsylvania; Brecken-ridg- e,

of Keutucky; Lincoln, of Illinois,
and Johnson, of Tenuessec; Douglas, of
Illinois, and Johnson, of Georgia.
Pending the elections with these tickets
for the Presidency and
sectional animosities were more bitter
and malignant than now; but both par
ties were constrained to select their can-
didates from the North and South to
prove their nationality. Indeed, if
cither jmrty had confined its nominations
to any one section, it would have been
stigmatized as a sectional party, and
would have received . no support
is. the section which had been
ignored.

The party which first,
resorts to the old method will establish
its claim to nationality and show not
only by words but by acts, that every sec-
tion is an integral part of the Union, and
that every section should be treated with
as much consideration as if no war had
ever existed. This is the way to blot out
the past. The Democratic, party can afford
this justice to the South, for it is a nation
al orgauitation. It cannot exhibit its
nationality more successfully than by
selecting its ticket as formerly, from the
North and South. The South has never
been deficient in statesmen. She can fur-
nish an acceptable candidate for theVioe-Presidenc- y.

Gordon, of Georgia, is a rep-
resentative of the best type of the South-
ern statesmen and tho Southern soldier.
There was no braver soldier, and there ia
now no man truer to the Union or more
submissive to the issues decided by the
war.

sentiment, iheir ablest men have
served in the United States Senate and
House on the most important commit-
tees, and have helped by their speeches
and votes to decido audi a we of tho
North well know, often to rlecide rightly

questions of the greatest importance to
the whole country. They have shown on
many occasion sound and conservative
statesmanship, conspicuous ability and
undoubted patriotism. They ha-ro- we
believe, erred in continuing so long their
connection with the Democratic party;
but while wc may couut that an error of
judgment; it Cannot be denied that this
gives them all the slrdtiger claim on that
party for the recognition which It seems
is now expected and asked.

In the House of Representatives South-
ern Democrats like Carlisle, Hammond,
of Georgia; Atkins and House, of Ten-

George Towxsexo, of Helena, Ark.,
was in St. Louis a few days ago cn route to
Washington for the purpose of depositing
in the Smithsonian Institution the bones
of no lew illustrious a person than Ferdi-
nand 4e Soto. At least is
himself convinced that the mortal relics
which he exhibited to a St. Louis reporter
are those of the great explorer.

and responded briefly and gracefully, ac-

cepting the nomination, thanking the dele
