New York
is still in the lead in the amount exported,
but that the other ports arc gaining upon
her in the race, there seems little room
for doubt. During the first eight months
of the present calendar year (the figures
for Octolier have not vet arrived), the
value of the exMirts oi breadstuffs from
the port of New York was four per cent,
less than that of the same period in the
preceding year. The general exportation
of breadstuffs turnn al ports of the I'nited
States in tho-snm- time was four per cent,
greater tlMn those of the same jteriod in
the preceding year. More than this, while
Neft York's exports were falling off four
ler cent, those of other ports were in-

creasing. The exnortotions of breadstuffs
from the port of Boston during the period
named instead of falline off as was the cat
with tho8eof New York increased twenty-riv- e

per cent. More than that, those of
Baltimore increased thirty-eigh- t per cent,
dining that period. Still 'more, those of
Philadelphia increased in the same timo
fifty per cent. The greatest increase, Ijow- -

ever, is seen at the port of New rleans,
where the grwth was over 125 per cent,
in the same period in which the exports
of the port of New York fell off four per
cent. The exportations from the port of
San Francisco also fell off in even greater
degree than at New York, the loss there
lieing no less than thirty per cent The
direct exportations from" the port of Chi-
cago were also four per cent, less than
those of the preceding year. Yet the ex-
ports of the port of New York are nothing
small. In breadstuffs during the period
named they were, in value, S4ti,000,000,
and were just forty per cent, of the total
exportations of breadstuffs in the
whole country. The total exporta-
tions of breadstuffs for the eight
months named amounted to $114,000,000,
against $110,000,000 in the name pe-
riod of last year. In wheat the quantity
has fallen off from $04,000,000 of last year
