Dastardly Jteed or Knowuothiags.

going on about tlie shame o having a
stone from any king or potentate in-

serted in the monument Jl a man who had
fought against royal ranny. nnd finally it
was agreed tha uine men should be se-

lected bv lot to destroy the stone. I got
one of "the frizes. Between 11 and 12
o'clock on tH Sunday night following we
went over the monument. We captured
tlie waMlnMm Rnd Pot the stone. It was
Iwxeup, with three slats on each side of it.
Itia8about four foot bv one and a half feet
m si7C, of a peculiar kind of white look-
ing marble, striped, and with a Latin in-
scription in gilt letters on it. With some
skids, bars and blocks which we found on
the gronnds we rolled it from where it was
lying in an old shed at the foot of the
monument down the hill to a scow that
was moored in the canal basin, now known
as Babcock lake. We got it safely on
board and started out of the basin into the
river and down the Washington channel
until within about fifteen yards of the
Long Bridge draw and threw it over after
we had chipped a piece off one corner.
At a meeting of the Board of Managers
on April 4th following a reward of $500
was offered for such information as ould
lead to the detection and conviction of the
person or persons who removed and de-
stroyed the stone, but no conviction was
ever procured."

The Texas t attle Ferer.
The Department of Agriculture has just

issued an important report upon Texas
cattle fever as affecting and likely to affect
the entire South. The report presents
some facts not heretofore recognized re-
garding the extent of the disease, and
places the matter in a very grave light.
l)r. Sa!mon, who has been" making this
subject a careful study for some time past,
finds that the disease, which originated in
Texas, seems to have extended itself over
other sections of the South. Tbe disease,
which he prooses to call the Southern
cattle fever, is shown to have invaded Vir-
ginia within a comparatively recent period
and to have advanced over so much terri-
tory as to seriously affect the interests of
that State. It has long been known that
cattle taken from any of the Northern
States to some parts of the Southern States
contract a disease which is very fatal to all
but young animals, and it has generally
been supposed that this was due to the
increased temperature to which these im-
ported cattle were necessarily subjected.
Dr. Salmon shows that this is really the
Texas or Southern fever of cattle,
and that animals moved but a few miles,
if they are brought from just beyond
the border line of the infected district, are
subject to it and are affected with just as
ratal results as those trom the Northern
States. He also furnishes facts which
demonstrate that the native cattle from
parts of Virginia where the imported ani-
mals are known to die, if taken beyond
these districts, distribute the same fatal
infection as has long been known to be
carried by those from Texas and the gulf
coast. These facts, it is maintained, aie
exactly the same as those from which the
conclusion was reached that Texas and
the gulf coast were infected with a fatal
communicable fever: and that, conse
quently, there is no more reason to doubt
the permanent infection of a part of ir
ginia than there is to doubt the similar
infection of those regions in which this
disease has been universally admitted to
exist. Indeed, the extensions ot tlie rail
road system in every direction, and the
greatly" increased facilities now offered for
the shipment of cattle, make it necessary
to talte precautious everywhere to guard
against the disease. The rejwrt of Dr.
Salmon shows very clearly that the infec-
tion of Texas fever is advancing over new
territory, and that many square miles have
be;n overrun where tho winters are quite
severe, and where snow and ice are by no
means uncommon, ricretotore it has been
supposed thut this degree of cold would
infallibly destroy the contagion and prove
an insurmountable barrier toward its be-
coming permanent iu tne moie lmpuiuuii
cattle-raisin- g sections ot the country.

Now the writers of this ictoria
letter profess their readiness to accent the
invitation thus extended, and promise, if
auowea to vote at the Democratic pri-
maries for the candidates now in the field
for the Democratic nomination, that they
will support the ticket nominated by the
convention.

The Immense Exposition Buildi'S at
Pittsbnrir Burned to the ound

rer a Million lhP

Worth of Propey Kwept Away in Less

lu8. an Hour Valuable
Relics Destroyed.

PiTTSBcno, October 3. The magnificent
buildings of the l'ittsburg Exposition So-

ciety, on the north bank of the Allegheny
river, have been totally destroyed. The
immense structures, with their almost
endless variety of exhibits, illustrative of
every branch of art, science and mechan-
ical skill, which were yesterday viwtcd by
thousands of people, and since the own-
ing on September tith by Imndreils of
thousamls, is now a mass oi splintered
and powdered emin-r- s and tangled iron.
The destruction is complete, and nothing
but the site remains of the homo of - the
specimens of brain and brawn in which
Pittsburg has felt so much pride. The tire
was first discovered at 2 o'clock this morn-
ing in the boiler-roo- attached to ma-
chinery hall at the south end of the build-
ing, and before the watchman could give
un umriu

THE FLAMES HAD SI'ItKAD
to the floral hall, the machinery hall and
main buildings, and in less than ten
minutes the buildings were on fire from
end to end, and when the fire department
arrived on the grounds the flames were
beyond control. Nothing was saved, and
the firemen turned their attention to sav
ing the adjacent property, many resi
dences on South avenue being in flames.
By hard work, however, they succeeded in
saving all these, with no more damage
done than ttie minims; of fences and cor
nices. The alarms soon aroused almost
the entire population of the two cities,
anu 11 is estimated Hint not less than from

o,000 to 100,000 people witnessed the
conflagration. The reflection of the flames
illuminated the country for miles around,
making it possible to read the finest news-
paper print. In one hour from the dis
covery of the fire, a merefltteniintpd
ton of the once magnificent structure was
au that was lett.
