If there is any one principle deeply im-

planted in the hearts of the American
people it is religious freedom that kind
of freedom which permits every denomi-

nation to worship accenting to its own
methods, provided it does not disturb the
rights of others. It is to be regretted that
any race or sect will so abuse this liberty
as to convert churches into a pandemo-
nium of raving maniacs, thereby disturb-
ing tho public peace and infringing upon
the rights of others. In every part of the
(South there is agrowingdispnsition on the
part of the colored people to convert their
meetings into sensational nonscp.se. In
battle, when the exigency requires it, tho
Chinwse resort to their gongs and hope hy
harmless rant and racket to frighten the
enemy, and the colored people act upon
the same principles, for they seem to think
that the Almighty is deaf and that they
can frighten the devil by hideous shrieks
and frightful shouts. In some places this
hubbub and uproar has become an abso-

lute nuisance. The tintinnabulations of
the bells of the colored churches every
night is the signal for the gathering of the
boisterous clans. They come together for
the purpose of exercising their lungs
and by slow degrees they work
themselves up to that excitement which
finds vent in diabolical shouts. In
neighboring town it is related that after a
sister had reached the shouting paroxysm
a feisVile kindly offered to hold her, when
he ng out, with the tune, "O, turn me

loose ; I want big Joe to hold me," and
soon she was floundering in the loving
arms of big Joe, who clung to her with the

' remorseless "grip of a grizzly bear. Most
of beae violent outbreaks are inspired by
sectarian rivalry. If two different de-

nominations have churches approximating
each other, or one ot the churches has
been rent asunder on account of the min
ister, that neighborhood is sure to be
pandemonium. This shouting and shriek
in among the colored people has attracted

the attention of the Northern press, lb

New York Time has a very ludicrous de--el

scription of the sectarian rivalry in the
colored churches. It says that in one ot

Southern towns the Baptists and the
Methodists had "two meetinghouse situ-
ated on the same street and within

few rods of each other. What
ever one congregation does tbe other
instantly endeavors to outdo. If the
Baptist baptize a dozen converts, the
Methodists on the following Sunday admit
eighteen new members. " When the Bap-
tists hold a picnic, the Methodists immedi-
ately hold a fair, and when one preacher's
salary is raised the friends of the other

This eneigetic brother be
was unquestionably Bupenor to any Meth- - to
txlist. on the lirst night ot his engage
mentor, rather, attendance his piercins
veils threw a distinct gloom over the
Methodists, who listened uneasily to the
uproar in the Baptist meetinghouse, and it
they learned somewhat later that the able
shouter had broken two pew doors, upset

hencliful of penitents, and seriously
wounded an elder, whom he had acci
dentally hit with his hoot-hee- l. It was
evident that something must be done if
the Methodist intended to maintain their
position, and they rose to the situation with
great promptness. On the followine Sun
day there appeared among them a new
shouter, who struck terror to the discom
hted Baptists. He began his pcrtormance
bv a series of uneoualed veils, and then
rushed up and down the aisles, turning
handsprings and leaping into the air with
an agility little short of miraculous. He
dashed up the pulpit stairs, stood on his
neaa on the sacred desk, ana, turning a
somersault, dashed himself into a group of of
mourners, two of whom were knocked
senseless by the collision, while the re-
mainder found the greatest difficulty in
holding him down on the Moor, where he
writhed m convulsions and howled line a
manias It is needless to sav that he was
completely successful, and that the Bap
tist shouter was utterly eclipsed. Ho re
turned the next day to'the traveling rrcna
from which he had been tmpgpjiy
hired, but his victory was none the less
complete.

This is no doubt Mi exaggerated state
mentof w hat, occurred, but it serves to
illustrate the sectarian rivalry and the
custom of shouting which prevails among
the Southern negroes. In many localities
the whole neighborhood is disturbed
sometimes as late as 2 o'clock in the night
by these demoniac yells. Those annoyed
by the howls dislike to complain and ask
an abatement of the nuisance, fearing that
they will be charged with prejudice against
the colored race and a disposition to re-

press church worship ; but all unite in the
opinion that such rivalry and yells are un-

becoming a civilized people. It is only
weak minds that are excited into this
state of frenzy, and strange to say that in-

telligent colored clergymen labor to in-

spire this emotional nonsense, and attrib-
ute it to their excruciating eloquenca
The religious sentiment of tho country
should tolerate no mode of worship which
makes a mockery of religion, which does
not consist in mere feeling, but the sub-

jection of our wills, desires, habits and
lives to a thoughtful moderation, and
moral excellence in all things. Emotion,
noise and rant are not the essence of that
true religion which gradually. gathers and
manifests itself in a deeper and intenscr
feeling, more glowing, permanent and
useful than the blind enthusiast ever
fell.

porations proiH'rly restrained by law are a
necessity, it by no means follows that it is
consistent With individual right or public
safety to create such artificial bodies for
any other purpose beyond the necessity
reierred to. Soino intelligent gentlemen
try to draw a distinction letw'eei corpora-
tions and monopolies, and say that they
:ire opposed to the latter, but not to the
former. Tho distinction is fallacious.
Only those who have accumulated capital
beyond their immediate wants have the
means to engitge in such enterprises that
is to say, a small minority when compared
with tlie mass of the H?ople. The result
is that individual enterprise is crowded
out of legitimate channels of industry by
;irtilicial bodies created by the State-- Can

A BOOM FOR GOV. OI.EVKLANP.

There is a manifest purpose just now to
give tfov. Cleveland, of New York, a fresh
boom as a Presidential probability. A
eornsiondent of a Chicago paper has
written a four-colum- n account of a recent
visit to Albany, in which Cleveland is
orougni out m strong light as
one of the model Governors of
New York, with broad, national ideas,
wedded to reform, comparatively without
enemies, and the strongest man personally
in the Kropire State. A transparent effort
is made to cloak the purjiose of the inter-
view, but its real object is nppnrent, anil
Mr. Cleveland is exposed in hold relief as
a man supremely fitted for the highest
othce in the gift of the American people.
As to the great issues that will excito the
two parties next year, Mr. Cleveland
ignores the tariff as one of them, and as to
that subject he adroitly says he lias not
given it enough attention to bo able to ex-
press a opinion. He
thinks the prime question will be an hon
est administration of public affairs the
reduction of business transactions to the
simple common sense of everyday life.
He behoves that the same principles that
prevail :n private business should be made
to apply to the public business. This in
volves the cutting off of all needless ex
travagance and the appointment of the
best men possible. lie savs he has
tried tho experiment in the administration
of the office of Governor, and, although
he has at times come in pruttv active con- -
rtict with some of the strong party men
he has been sustained by the people
throughout the State. In other words,
Mr. Cleveland is a Civil Service reformer.
and has applied the principle in adminis-wrint- r

the affairs of the Ktate. Manv of
Uov. Cornell's important appointments
are still continued, as the men were too
valuable to be turned out of office for po
litical reasons. A leading politician
siicaking y about the possibility ol
iieveianu oeing me ieinocratic nominee
in 1884, said his greatest difficulty would
lie to show that he could harmonize things
in New York City and this in spite of
the fact that he was swept into office bv a
popular wave of 193,000 majority. At
' nut time his relations with Kelly were at
least not antagonistic. After the election
Kelly called on him and an agreeable
terview took place. It was supposed that.
in Cleveland a man had at last been found
who could keep Tammany iu the traces.
Hut that was tlie last time lie saw
Kellv. Shortly afterward .when Cleve
land sought to accomplish certain reforms
in New orfe i itv Kellv s reliellious lilood
was at once aroused, and when the Tarn
many section failed to control certain im-
portantappointments be determined on a
course of revenge. Mr. Cleveland had
said that he could not see why his prede
cessors alwavs fell out with Kellv as soon
as thev got into office, but he understood
the reason when, at the very outset of his
administration, demands weie made upon
him that could not be satisbed. W hen
the Legislature met last winter Kelly had
his revenge by hanging np some of the
Governor s appointments that he was par-
ticularly desirous of having confirmed.
The result of all this was disappointing in
that it proved that Cleveland could not
control the insurrectionary leader of l am
many anv better than Tilden had done,
and thereby sacrificed a large part of his

DISCOVERY THAT MAT CAISE A FLUTTER.
The recent agitation of the' suffraL-- e

question in the District of Columbia, and
the prevailing dissatisfaction over the fact
that the inhabitants have been deprived

the right to vote, has brought to light
an alleged discovery which, if true, will
create a genuine sensation. A Washing
ton lawyer named Chapman claims to
have unearthed an old Maryland law, ac-
cording to the provisions of which all
adult males who have resided the legal
length of time in the District of Columbia
are entitled to a vote at the neaYest Mary-
land or Virginia polling place. The
effect of this law, should it be proven
that it is still in force or can be
enforced, will be to give the counties con-
tiguous to this city a decided Congressional
increase and thousands of voters. This
law was referred to several ago by a
number of lawyers in this city, who dis-
covered its existence, but no "action was
taken. If there is anything tangible in
the old statute it will doubtless be brought
to the attention of the authorities by those
interested in securing the right of the
people to vote.

founders of the government expressly in-
tended that the inhabitants of the District
should enjoy, in common with the people
of the States, the right to vote for public
officers.

A COMING WON PER OF THK WORLD.

That imposing but unsightly pile of
stone known as Washington s monument,
tne ot which has excited
so much just reproach, is slowly going
upwara again, alter a protracted suspen-
sion of the the work on it. It is now 370
feet high, and is the tallest structure in
America, mcl-idin- church towers, tlie
apex of the statue of Liberty on the dome
of the capital being 307 feet from the
base ot tne main walls. The original plan
was to carry the obelisk 000 feet high, but
it is thought now it will not reach beyond
550 feet. This will make it the loftiest
structure in the world, either in ancient
or modern times. The tower of Babel
will probably have to be excepted,
as that pile is supposed to have
reached an altitude of 080 feet when
it was abandoned by the inhabitants of
the remote plains of Asia --Minor. The
structure which now ranks the highest in
the world is the tower of the tblosrne
cathedral, which is 511 feet high. The
Cyraund of Cheops towers 480 feet ;

474 feet ; St. Peter's Sicil-
ian basilica, Rome. 458 feet : St. Stephen's
cathedral, Vienna, 445 feet; Salisbury
cathedral, England, 40l feet; Antwerp
cathedral, 40 feet; St. Paul's cathedral,
London, 404 feet. Daalhec reared its
head 500 feet. So, of "modern towers
the highest, that of the Cologne cathedral,
is oil leet, oi thirty-nin- e feet loss than the
w aslungton monument will be when it is
finished. The monument is now forty
feet square at the top, affording a surface
on which twelve workmen can be con
veniently kept busy.

Correspondent You have just returned
from an extended trip through the est,

believe, I remarked to the judge as we
were seated together in the court-roo- m at
Lawrenceburg, where he hail been arguing

case.
Judge Holman Yes, my wife and I

have nad a delightful trip through Col-
orado and California, and both have re-
turned much benefited by the journey.
That is, indeed, a great country, replied
Judge Holman.

"How are politics out West now?" I is
asked.

"There is not much discussion of political
questions now throughout the extreme
West, The railroad questldn; though, .to-

gether With Ihe tariff, forms tlie leading
question since the subject of Chinese
immigration has been UisoojJ

"Ar tue people satisfied with the settle
ment of the Chinese question?"

Yes. so far as I could ascertain, the re
cent action of Congress on that question is
received with favor all over the West. In
Colorado, however, that subject never
was as important as the tariff. Colorado
is a Republican State, and the idea of pro-
tection has been carried into it very
largely with Republicanism. They want
protwtidtt. tin their copper and lead and
other mining products."

"Colorado is very largely agricultural in
its interests trio ; how 110 the farmers look
on, the tariff? I asked.

V. here they are interested in wool
growing they too are for protection, but all
others believe in the principle of free
trade, or of tariff for revenue. Colorado is
not a State where the individual farmer of
small capital can hope to gain such suc
cess. The necessities of irrigation and of
the expenditure of large sums of money
and the Cultivation of large tracts of land
in order to make the cultivation of any
part profitable, which is caused both by
the absence of easy shipping facilities and
the physical nature of the land, make it a
recion "offerine little inducements to per
sons of small means, although capitalists
reap large rewards on their investments.

Do you refer solely to Colorado Judge
Holman t

"iTefer to all that vast region west of
Kansas. There are, however, some parts
of Colorado and Southern California w Inch
might be taken as exceptions to this rule."

"You do not agree, then, with Horace
Greeley in his famous advice : "Go West,
young man, and grow up with the coun-
try ?" I remarked.

'No, as I say, capitalists operating on a
large scale make farming in the West
vastly different from farming in other
parts of the country where the necessities
of artificial irrigation and drainage are not
so great, and there is less promise of re-

ward, therefore, for individual effort. The
soil, however, is wonderfully rich in most
of these farming regions of Colorado and
California, and yields large returns when
properly cultivated."

"In reference to the railroads, what is it
that the people demand? I asked

"Thev demand legislation, both State
and Federal, which shall control railroad
corporations in the prices charged tor per
sonal and freight travel, and regulate to a
certain extent the expenditures anil con
sequent watering of stock of these compa-
nies. The tendency in the West by rail-
road and other corporations is toward mo-
nopoly and consolidation, rather than to-
ward the establishment of competing
lines, and the people desise that the gov
ernment, both state and national, shall. In
judicious legislation, regulate and control
thesj pernicious tendencies on the part of
corporations existing by virtue ot special
privileges granted by the government,"
said Judge Holman.

"In controline the expenses, do you
mean that they want the govornment to
tlx the salaries of railroad officials.'
asked.

"I don't know that anybody has gone so
far as to demand that the government shall
do that," answered Judge Holman, "but
they want laws passed which shall hx the
maximum and minimum prices to be
charged by all companies for the carrying
both of freight and persons, and prohibit
ing or regulatiug the discrimination in fa
vor of one person over another on various
pretexts, and the carrying of some persons
free. A 11 these abuses, of course, increase
the burdens of exiiense, which must be
made up off of others, and it is to estab
lish uniformity.of treatment that this agi
tation is maintained. It is a very important
question in the West-- It is not a party
question. What information has been re-

ceived lately on the Mississippi river im-
provement question," asked Judge Hol
man of the interviewer.

"Indeed, strange as it may seem they
have not said a word to mo about it, and I
know only what appears in the paper.
What do you think Congress will do in
reference to that mattter next term?" I
asked.

"It is hart! to tell what Congress will do.
but I believe the general feeling is in favor
of the plan of the Kiver Commission. A
few of the more cautious are in favor of
testing the system on some short distance
first. The nvermen I mean those navi-
gating the river are loud in their demands
that something snail be done to keep the
snogs out ot the channel and make navi
gation less hazardous, and they have
right to expect that Congress shall do that
There should be liberality in the expendi-
ture of money for that purpose, for the
great commerce ot the river requires it,
There is a general sentiment, too, 1 think,
in favor of the plan of the River Commis-
sion, which proposes to make the entire
river from Cairo to the Gulf of the uniform
and comparatively narow width of 3000
leet. nat win cost many minions oi aoi-lar- s,

but it is a very important work," said
the judge. '

"Do vou believe that Congress will re
open the tariff question next term, or do
you think the present tarin gives as gen
eral satisfaction as any that could tie
adopted now ?" I asked, returning to a
topic which had been incidentally touched
upon earlier in the interview.

The present tantl is certainly not
satisfactory system." said Judue Holman

for it is based too much on the protect
ive theory. There are, however, to be so
many new men in the next Congress that
it is impossible to predict what Congress
will do on the subject. I believe that
tariff for revenue should be the only sys-t- e

11, and that the tariff should lie only on
the luxuries, and that the necessities of
life, such as lumber, coal, and common
materials of household use should be free.
The luxuries, such as wine, for instance,
can stand a much higher tariff than they
now bear, because they are used by the
wealthy, while coffee and tea should be
free, because the poor laborer uses as
much of these articles as does tne weaitny
man." .

"How about sugar?
"The tariff is kept on sugar for the pur

pose of protecting Iuisiana, and it is dif-

ficult to say what should be done with it,
therefore. Sugar could liear a much
higher tariff than is now on it, but since
it is one of the necessities of life, I do not
think it should be put any higher than is
absolutely necessary for revenue."

"Do you believe, judge, that if the tariff
be taken off the necessities of life and in-
creased on the luxuries, the government
would realize more revenue .'

Yes. and the burdens of taxation would
then be more equally distributed between
the rich and poor. The revenue received
from the tariff on the necessities is com-
paratively very small. There should be
no tariff for the purpose of protection, but
there can be no tariff on the importation
of what is also produced in this country
without incidentally giving protection to
home production."

Judge Holman, how is the old ticket
looked upon by the Democrats of the
West?" I asked, rather abruptly changing
the topic from principles to persons.
