Ol R INOLATIOX POLICY.
The New York Tribunr,ot Monday ,had

an article on "American Isolation,'
subject which requires attention, and
which, if not voluntarily attended to,
will one day enforce itself on our notice
in a way that will neither be satisfactory
to our pride nor gratifying to our patriot
ism. There have been cases where, in
the interests of peace and other good ob
jects, our government has taken a part in
international affairs with good effect.
The results of the attitude we assumed
toward the French invasion of Mexico
is a proof ol tlie influence we possess
when we choose to exert it. Usually we
do not choose to exert it, but commonly
standing aside, giving no proof of sympa
thy with the right or condemnation of
the wrong. AVe do not even show vigor
in defending our own citizens when un
justly used in foreign lands. We have
not even been caretul to keep up our
shipping, so that in every large seaport in
the world the presence of the Ameri-
can flag should give proof of
our prosperity and our power, liven
our instincts lor trade ami our I

active acquisitiveness is mainly confined
within our own borders, and we have a
tariff, which like the Chinese wall, cuts
us off, in a great measure, from the trade
of the world. Wo manufacture goods,
or the means of producing goods, in some
cases in excess of our own wants, and by
our short-sighte- d policy we have cut our-
selves out of the possibility of sending
our surplus manufactures to other mar-
kets. How Htraugo such a fact will ap-

pear to the readers of future histories of
the United States! The fact that Euro-
pean countries arc the main supplies of
the markets of this continent is a singu-
lar and humiliating instance of the con-

sequence of our d isolation.
Of our next ucighbor, Mexico, we liter-
ally kuow nothing intimate, and the

of railroads from our border to
its interior arc bringing forth books from
travelers that arc read with as much cu-

riosity as books about tho interior of
Africa. About Canada our iteoplc gen-

erally know less than they do about Eng-
land? Is there not something peculiar
in this strange isolation? In South
America Kuropc is doing a large business,
a considerable portion of which can be
made accessible to ourselves. Hut with
all cur devotion to the almighty dollar
such is our love of isolation that we al-

low the rich prize of the Central and
. South American trade to go into other

bauds almost without an effort. The
dismcmbcrraeut of Peru by Chili is a
most mortifyiug proof of tho conse-
quences of our Chinese kind of policy.
Our ministers made sonio wavering at-

tempts to interfere on behalf of poor,
plundered Peru, but Chili laughed at our
awkward blundering, taunted us with the
fact that we had no shipping that could
meet with her own, and with insulting
directness she went, in the face of all our
recommendations, and plundered, and
spoiled, and annexed, beyond what she
would have done without our iuterfer- -

imico. Our commercial interests there
wove at stake, also the rights aud inter-
ests of some of our citizens, hut our pol-

icy made us powerless to defend either.
So far does our Bystcm of isolation go,
and so injurious are the effects of that
system, that even the high-tarif- f, protec-
tion New York Tribunt is candid enough
to say: "It is a matter of daily complaiut
that the markets for American products
are too narrow; that the avenues of com-
merce all over the world have been seized
by rival nations; that nobody cares to
have the United States for a friend
because its traditional selfishness makes
its friendship practically valueless; that
our diplomatic representation abroad is
inwardly and inadequate, and our naval
force in foreign waters simply contempti-
ble; that American influence does not
avail tsvsoeure favors or to promote com-
mercial relations, even with other repub-
lics ; aud that we are supposed to be so
wrapped in the solitude of our own gran-
deur that it makes no difference to us
whether other nations treat us or each
other well or ill." It is true that our
wise and foreseeing fathers well and
faithfully counseled us against "entang-
ling alliances," a lesson we cannot take
to heart too deeply or practice too strin-
gently; but alliances that entangle are
one thing, and an adaptation of our policy
to event actually occurring, and to the
defense of our own dignity and national

t, is amither. For instauce,
the Isthmus canal will be completed in a
few years. We sit still as if we had
no concern in the matter, and let a
foreign and aggressive nation, that has
already once of late years landed invading
troojs upon this continent, construct and
own a work that ought to have been our
own. When the canal is opened our
maritime position becomes seriously
changed, and our commercial relations
strongly affected. Is the policy of isola-
tion to be pursued to the point that will
have the canal as an open gate to coun-

tries with which we may, some day, be

at war, through which they may at will
send war vessels to invade our coast?
The policy of isolation will one day find
us1 wot and prove a "Veak and damaging
point, and well will it be for us if we rec
ognize our mistake in time, ana Dy a wise
commercial policy, and a just but ener
getic maintenance .of our rights, remove
dangers that are now latent, but which
time will bring into afflictive activity.

DIVORCE LAW ABISEK.
As time goes on there is increasing

discontent with the divorce laws of this
country. So much rascality and fraud is
connected with their' execution, that it

becoming a question whether the evils
divorces are intended to remedy are not
more bearable than the evils that accom
pany the application ot . toe remedy.
The principal difficulties arise from the
fact that we have no national State mar
riage law; each State makes its own, and
the consequence is a mass of complexity
and contradiction which place ready facili
ties in the hands of dishonest lawyers and
fraudulent clients. By adroitly skip-

ping from one State to another the un-

scrupulous may do as they please with
the marriage relation, and the con
sequence is a degree of viciousness and
injustice that is becoming too outrageous
to be borne. Had we a - wise, settled
national marriage law the polygamists of
Utari could never have obtained the
currency tor their filthy practices which
they have reached to. In Chicago, at
this time there are sixty divorce
cases betore the courts, in new
York a man who is divorced and
declared by the laws of the State in-

competent to marry again, crosses the
river to New Jersey, he marries there
and brings his new wife into New York,
and there lives with her undisturbed. At
Chicago, awhile ago,- - a woman applied to
be divorced on the ground of? her hus
band's crnolty, but there was no proot to
sustain the plea, and tho divorce was de
nied. Recourse was had to another court,
aud the wanted divorce was last week ob
tained. On neither trial did the hus-

band contest the suit, and he has ac-

knowledged to the newspaper reporters
he was paid to keep away. His wife of
fered him ifciOOO to do so; he demanded
tl0,0t0; tho pair compromised on $7500.
There was no cruelty ouly collusion aud
bribery. Yet, although known to be
gained by fraud, the divorco stands; the
law affords no remedy to punish the
wrong-doer- s or to quash the decree that
allowed a great wrong to be done. e
see in these things that public morals
cannot but be iujured by the present state
of tbe divorce laws, which are a premium
to vice and fraud. This fact should
arouse the attention of the religions
world; an effort there would bring re
form ; but as the wrong is not where the
missionaries are at work in China or
Afrioa it is most probable the religious
world will not think the danger to Chris-
tian morals worth an effort to save from,

TUB AR.vIY.
When a body of men are singled out

for opposition and condeiuuation because
of their religions views or modes of
worship, they generally meet with com-

miseration and sympathy at this day
when so many prejudices and supersti-
tions are abolished. There appears to be
one exception to the rule, the "Salvation
Army." The English are sick of them.
France could not stand them, and eveu

broad-minde- liberal Switzerland de
nounces them, while our own people in
New York found them unbearable. We
must acknowledge that we feel like add
ing our "serves them right" to the
general verdict, for while we find the
patient, kindly teaching of the Christian
faith leads to virtue and the exhibition
of the loving sentiments ot humanity, we
discover that the Salvationists every

.i mi i rwnere are provocauve. j.ne memoers oi
it appear to think that because the object
of their mission is good they may go
about it in any manner they choose, and
the manner they do choose, instead of
winning amiable sentiments, provokes
evil ones. It is necessary in religion
as in other things, not only to do right
but to do it in the right way. The au
thor of our faith is an example of this
so that tie won expressions ot approba
tion from even from His enemies. Men
are not to be jerked and driven into th
service of God by overbearing stretched
to the point of insolence. "God hath
made men upright, but they have sought
out many inventions," and the invention
of the Salvation Army is evidently not
a happy one. ' "The wisdom that is from
above is first pure, then peaceable, gen
tic, easy to be entreated, full of mercy
and good fruits, without variance.

Helena, October 9. The influx of cot
for Eastern manufacturers to

this and other markets on the Mis
sissippi river suggests Uie probability of a
revolution in the final destination ot the
product of tho valley. ' Time out of mind
to the present generation the cotton crop
of the Mississippi Valley has passed from
the producer to the commission merchants
of ew Orleans, thence to foreign ports
and foreign manufactories, whence, until
late vears. we derived most of our staple
cotton goods. With tho rapid growth of
mills this side the Atlantic is marked a
large decrease in our exports of the raw
material and an appreciable decrease in
our imports in the manufactured article.
Manufacturing centers in tne rast, which
ten years ago received the bulk of their
raw cotton by ocean transit from the hands
of commission men in the ports ot the cot
ton States, are now seeking supplies
from first - hands. Railroads, which
are penetrating the most remote re
cesses ot tho cotton-producin- g sec
tions, have contributed the great main
spring to this result, in this, as in nearly
everything else, railroads arc rapidly revo- -
lutiomzing th commerce ot the world.
The long staple and heavy fiberof the Mis
sissippi alley cotton is attracting tne at
tention of manufacturers everywhere, es-
pecially those of the New England States.
The fact noted at the outset of this article
is proof positive of the truth of this asser-
tion. Lowell, Fall River, Providence, and
New York State, are all represented here
this season, and one firm has already
tilled an order for twenty-fiv- e bales,
shipped direct to Liverpool, without giv
ing the --New Orleans commission men so
much as a nibble at it. Other similar or-
ders are on file, and will bo filled as the
staple comes in. Helena has now three
strongly backed firms, buying from first
bands tor direct shitrnent to the manufac-
turers mentioned. Fancy and extra grades
are eagerly sought after, bringing stiff
prices paid in hard cash. The result is the
merchants will find it dithtult to ship to
the New Orleans potentates their obli
gated number of bales, or doing so will be
driven to pay disastrously high prices.
uie lmmeuiaie consequences oi tins
state of affairs will of course be
uncomfortably felt bv the communities
in which they exist. But the register on
the dial-plat- e of this country's future is
directed by it to the word "Redemption."
Since the cessation of hostilities in 1805
the commission men of New Orleans have
held the merchants of the land in an iron
grasp, and the merchant in his turn lias
borne down upon the producer with a
swoop of possession. From tho
remotest namiet in the southern country
to the metropolis on the coast the steel-rivet-

bands of financial bondage have
clasped on the people with a palsying
grip. Mortgages, requisite to the obtain-
ing of necessary supplies, covered the
ground and stock before a seed was
planted. rom seed time to harvest close
scrutiny has been kept by the commission
man on the merchant, and the merchant
on the planter. Thus the degradation of
slavery was perpetuated in the most gall-
ing form. The last three years have dis-
covered to the South faint glimpses of the
dawn of a new era, and just now the day
is feebly breaking, soon to unfold itself in
the full blast of a cloudless and sunlit sky.
But I digress. It being clearly demon
strated that it is profitable for Eastern
mills to buy here and ship by rail to their
remote seats of operation, does it not at
once appear feasible to bring the mills
to us ! Nowhere upon this continent can
be found better facilities forthe successful
operation of cotton manufactories than
along the Mississippi. Inviting sites are
innumerable, the climate is guniuland the
raw material in inexhaustible supply is in
the soil. Timid capital stands aloof for
want of confidence. It accepts a certain
four per cent. East in preference to a pos-
sible and probable fifteen, twenty and
in many instances now in proof thirty
per cent, annual dividends upon invest-
ments South. Is there no way of inspir-
ing this confidence? Have we not solid
men enough to unite and bring manufac-
turing investments among us? One of
the great needs of the South is national
banks institutions wherein large sums
can find safe deposit and unquestioning
UBagc. All these things are coming, but
too slowly to meet the exigencies of the
times. Ksjiecially is this true of the Mis-
sissippi Valley, than which there is no
more sure investment for capital under the
sun. It is a lamentable fact that in the
matter of progress, growth and prosperity,
the Valley of the Mississippi is
fully a decade behind other sections
of the now advancing South. As rapid
advancement and development are gener-
ally spasmodic and periodical, we must
hasten to avail ourselves of the "spirit of
the age," or "bide our time," which may
never come.

The Committee on Amendment of the
Constitution reported it --inexpedient to
strike out the words "Protestant Episco-
pal." .

the report that it was inexpedient to
change the name of "General Convention"

triennial council" was adopted. So
declared.

The committee introduced a proposed
canon on marriage and divorce, after which
tne committee was discharged.

A resolution was referred to the Com-
mittee on Lectionary to consider the pro-
priety of omitting from the calendar the
apocryphal lessons and substituting canon-
ical lessons from the Scripture.

He moved to
amend by striking out the following
words: "But only such hymns shall be
used in this Church as have been duly set
ionn ana auinonzea oy aumonty. Ur.
Thrall was sorry he would be forbidden to
sing some hymns he was wont to hear.

the Rev. Samuel Ringgold, of Iowa, con
sidered it vastly important that false doc
trines should not be sung in the Sunday-schoo- l

or service of the Church.
The Rev. Dr. Adams, of Wisconsin, said

this was not an established Church, nor
nas it tne power ot tne Mate behind it.

The Rev. J. A. Latourette, of New Mex
ico, contended that only as a liberal
Church, and no party Church, will the
Episcopal. Church make progress. He
hoped the number of hymns would be in
creased.

The Rev. Dr. Fulton, of Missouri, stated
that he was as little disposed as any one
to introduce Calvinistic. or quati Roman
hymns. While it is true that heresy had
been adroitly promoted by hymns that led
men astray, yet religion cornea by the
heart. The question uj not how to" stop
heresy, but how to enrich the Church and
reach men's souls by hymnology or other-
wise. He had never used extemporaneous
prayer in public worship, but there are
men who possess that gift. He did not
believe the Church had been wise in de-
nying to her clergymen use of extempo-
raneous prayer. It was not a question of
vestments, or men's opinion, but a ques-
tion of devotion. Why should we leave
the devil all the good music T In the order
of God's providence, He has appointed
sweet singers to praise the beauty of holi-
ness.

Tho Rev. Fred W. Taylor, of Spring-
field, moved as a further amendment the
following : "But only such hymns shall
be used in the Church as are, or may be
duly set forth, and allowed by authority
of the same."

Both amendments were defeated.
Section C of the first resolution of the

report of the committee was then consid-
ered. It is as follows: "Add to the cal-
endar a (cast to be entitled the transfig-
uration of Christ, and assign the same to
the 18th day of January."

The Itev. Dr. Cyrus knight, of Central
Pennsylvania, moved to amend by
striking out January 18th and inserting
August (ith. He was thoroughly delighted
that the general wish of the committee
had been to celebrate that ancient feast.
Ever since that feast had been established
it had been celebrated on the Cth of Au-
gust. It was of great importance that the
unity of the Church be restored. He
understood that it had been suggested
that as this is one of the Epiphanies, it
might be put at a time, when the Church
commemorates ono of the manifestations
of our Lord to men.

Dr. Huntington said that.'on h!s author-
ity as a student, he would hesitate most
gravely to dispute that point. The mat-
ter, however, has been carefully investi-
gated by Bishop Williams, chairman of
the committee. We have Benedict's au-

thority for saving that Pope Calixttis bad
stated in his brief that it was very appro-
priate that the feast of the transfiguration
should be celebrated in the Epiphany sea-
son.

Dr. Adams, of Wisconsin, said some peo
pie think what Rome does should be imi-

tated. He did not believe in this spurious
catholicity.

The two points principally argued
were tliat the exclusion was in violation of
the fourteenth amendment of the con-
stitution of the I'nited States, and the
other that it was opposed to the civil
rights act of this State, passed in 1873.
The defendant conten-- that it was not
in violation of either, and that equal facili-
ties for the education of children were
afforded in the colored schools, aud con-
sequently there was no discrimination
against her iu assigning her to such colored
school.

The friends
of the ruffians who were outuide raised the
cry of "Police," and Stanton tried to ex-
tinguish the light, but Julia seized the
lamp, and holding it out pf the window,
screamed aloud forthe police.

THE THREE RUFFIANS

then sprang from the window to the (ire
escape and soon disappeared. The neigh-
bors, who were aroused by the noise,
gathered about, but no effort" was made to
capture the assailants. The two girls,
Minnie and Julia, then went to tho One
Hundred and Twenty-sixt- h Street police
station and told their story. When they
started to return home they were met by
a number of Stanton's gang who threat-
ened their lives, and one of the ruffians
said that the next time they went to the
stationhouse it would not be to make
charges, for thev would be carried there
on stretchers.
