Were our average production per aire as
large as her, we should this year have
harvpsted a a heat crop of over 1,000,000,-00- 0

bisliels instead of a little more than
400,000,000. Her t attle and sheep average
much more in qmlitv, taken as a whole,
than ours, while in horses and hogs it is
doubtful if she possesses any advantage
over ours. But her farmers pay an average
of $10 to $15 per acre per annum for the
farms they occupy. Ours largely own their
own farms and call no man landlord.' "
