Washington, October 24. Though vig-

orous denials have Veen entered as to
theirnitii, there is reason for believing
that there is something in the rumors now
current about the capital that the Presi
dent is- - at serious "out" witli .Sjcretary
Folger and Secretary Chandler. As to
Folger it has been well known for a long
time that he has persisted in retaining in
the Treasury department clerks and
chiefs of bureaus personally oife naive to
Arthur. For instance, the men who col
lected the evidnce for John Sherman
when he was Secretary of the Treasury
aguinst Arthur when he was collector of
the port of Xew York still retain their
positions in that department. It was cur
rently reported and believed two months
ago that Folger had received an intima
tion that the presence of these employes
was disagreeable to the President, but
Folger declined to remove them until
charges of incompetency or untrust worthi-
ness were preferred and established
against tliein. It has been believed l.y
many ever since that Arthur would gladly
avail himself of an opportunity to rid
his Cabinet of so perverse a member.
The report now is that a few
days ago the President peremptorily
ordered Secretary Folger to find a succes
sor for Architect Hill, whereupon some
very sharp words occurred, and an Arctic
coolness set in between Arthur and his
Cabinet ollicer. Secretary Folger acknowl
edged y that there had been an occa-

sional "spat" between the President and
himself since he had been in the Cabinet,
but he denied that there had been "any
serious difference at any time." A high
official said to the Appeal correspondent

however, that if there was not
now an actual rupture between Arthur
ami Folger, such an event would lie inev-
itable within a very short space of time.
"I know," said he, "that for several weeks
there has been only a cold and strictly of-

ficial courtesy between them. I know also
that there was some hot words between
them less than n week ajjo, concerning
the 1 1 ill matter. Folger is certainly put-
ting a light estimate on his
to fitay in the Cabinet a day longer. Kven
if he were kicked out, it would not be a
much broader hint that he is not wanted
than the ono he has already received. I
am satistied the President failed to attend
the dinner given at the liritish Minister's,
in honor of Lord Coleridge, because he
knew Folger was to be there." It is said

originated with the opposition of the Pres-

ident to the pet scheme of the secretary
tor making a complete change in the pres-
ent naval uniforms.

KANSAS CITY.

What It is aa a Clreat Railroad nnd
Trade Center anil

What It la (Joins; to be It Recent Ion
nertion with Memphis.

Special Corrc&p nilenee of the Appoal.
Kansas Cm v, Mo., October 22. A pleas

ant rido of twintv-thre- e hours over the
Kansas City, Springfield and Memphis
railroad brings one from the dear old
Bluff. City to this great Western city,
whose growth, both in population and
business enterprises, has been so rapid
during the past ten years as to astonish
the wholo covmtry. The city now contains
about ninety thousand people, and a
busier set can hardly be found anywhere.
When one speaks of the population of
Kansas City he might as well include
those of Wyandotte, Armourdalo and the
three or four little towns in the immediate
vicinity. Many of those living in these
places do business in the city, and the
street cars run to most of them. There
are enough elegant houses in tho city to
make it an attractive place, but it can
hardly lie spoken of as such. The fine
buildings arc too much scattered and the
surface too badly broken for a pretty town.
The streets generally are paved, some with
stone, others with cedar blocks ; but most
of them are muddy, the unpaved ones
being, I think, the muddiest in the coun-
try. There are two operahouses, the tiil-li- s

being a superb structure, nicely located.
the Coates a very good building, rather
out of the way in location. The large un-
ion depot, in the low flat near the river, is
the station for eleven railroads, the Kan
sas City and Memphis trac't being next to
the depot, very convenient. On entering
this place the view of the city cannot be
called attractive, the cutting away of the
bluffs in that direction giving the surround-
ings a rather shabby appearance. About
the depot the business houses are as close
as it is possible to build, and there is a
noisv crowd of eatinghouse blowers sound
ing the praises of their places when trains
arrive near meal-tim- There are many
line churches. A new one, Congregational,
now building, of gray stone, is one of the
most attractive. A customhouse, unnnih-ed- ,

and much too small for the city of to
day, is in a very good place. There are about
as many hotels us it is possible ttaJucate in
such a place; and good faro is said to lie
obtainable at many of them. The trade is
mostly in meat and grain. There are three
larfjc packeries. One of these claims ca-
pacity to kill and pack 4000 hogs in one
day. Beef cattle are also packed at these
establishments. It is hardly necessary to
go into details of these great enterprises,
lleeves and hogs go into one end of the
house alive and healthy, and soon come
out of the other end in cans, boxes and
sacks. A largo number of refrigerator cars
are owned by the packers, and they are
run alongside the buildings and tilled nnd
shipped to nearly all parts of the eo:intry.
The packers say "they send large amounts
of green meats to St. Louis, where they
am cured. It is claimed that the meat
trade is growing, and many of the people
express pleasure at the probability of
Memphis meat dealers supplying them-
selves here instead of at SU Louis. The
gtain business is run on a large scale,
but thorn are very few of the new process
mllis here, and the grain can hardly
be used for nil it js worth. The im-

proved mills will, it is claimed, soon be
built, and then Kansas City will want
more orders for flour, and it is thought she
will receive those of the Memphis mer-
chants. Where so much meat is packed
it is but natural that largo stock-yard- s

should be established. This is the case
here ; and the yards will hold thousands of
cattle. The pens for hogs aro very exten-
sive, and well covered. It is claimed by
some that these yards are not all that is
wanted by the dealers, and a meeting w;is
hold last Saturday by gentlemen who are
contemplating the openingof other yards.
Just what will be done by them is not yet
known, but supposition is that stock-yar- d

facilities will increased ami improved.
One thing in which Kansas City is de-
ficient is that it has no popular "place of
resort for Sundavs. It may be tlut many
of its people thini; and care about nothing
but their business, but there are others
who would like such a plan. There aro proli-abl-v

more drummers to the square inch,
and more cheek to the drummer here than
inany other Western city. Thcpressof the
city consists of two first-clas- s morning and
one evening paper. The water supply
conies from the Kaw river, which is near
the city. The pressure is sufficient for
the Fire Department. Saloons are closed
on Sundays. This new requirement seems
to work well here, although in St. Louis
they claim Unit it is not good law. The
extent to which Memphis and' Kansas
City will trade with each othr is the sub-
ject of a great deal of conversation, ami
much more business than is now expected
niav come in a short time.

Report of the Committee on the State of
the Church The Inadequate

Xnuiber of ': "

Candidates for Holy Orders The Work
Among the Colored People Pray.

er Book Revision.

Philadelphia, October 24. Nineteenth
day's session of the Oeneral Convention
of the Piotestant Episcopal Church.

In the House ol Deputies the Commit-
tee on the State of the church made a re
port upon the preamble and resolution of
James II. Fisher, a lav deputy from the
Diocese of Western New York, concern-
ing the common remark that certain min-
isters of this church have during long
periods periods past introduced during
me. eeieuraiion oi uie noiy communion
ceremonies not authorized in the Book of
Common Prayer and symbolizing erro
neous or ciouDuui doctrines. The com-
mittee reached the unanimous conclusion
that tiiis subject is beyond the competency
of this committee; and further, that it is
amply provided for by canon 22, title 1,
entitled "Oi the use of the Book of Com
mon Prayer, to which they earnestly call
the attention of the clergy. The commit-
tee request to lie discharged from furthee
consideration of the subject, which was
granted.

The Committee on the State of the
Church stated that there are now in the
Episcopal Church in the United States
forty-eig- dioceses, fifteen missionary
jurisdictions, sixty-seve- n bishops, 2500
other clergy, 3000 organized parishes, and
more than ."ViO.OOO communicants. The
report records a too inadequate number of
candidates for holy orders, and called spe-
cial attention to the work of the Church
Temperance Society. Church music, it
says, has made progress. The enriched
Book of Common Prayer was hailed with
delight. The report concluded with a res-
olution that the view of the state of the
Church there presented be transmitted to
the House of Bishops, with the rawest
that they prepare a pastoral letter ior pub
lication. i.ne resolution was adopted.

The Committee on Expenses presented
resolutions that in future each diocese
should provide for the expenses of its
bishop and clerical deputies attending the
convention, and also that no portion of
personal expenses sluiuld lo borne by the
parishes or people of the city in which the
sessions were held.

There was a very general discussion of
the host methods oi meeting the expenses
of the convention. The Key. Dr. Locke,
of Illinois, said no doubt it seemed ungra-
cious to many deputies that Chicago did
not offer to bike the convention, but they
wished to save all the money possible for
tiie celehration ot their
year after next. The report of the com
mittee was linally adopted.

Tho liev. Dr. Beattv, of Kansas, from
the Committee on Unfinished Business,
reported recommending that, the House
of Bishops concurring, the House adjourn
on the evening ol the ztitn, alter the read
ing of the pastoral letter. Unanimously
agreed to.

The trustees of the several theological
seminaries were named.

The liev. dr. Gray, of Tennessee, ad'
dressed tho convention" relative to the
Sewanee Conference. He moved to amend
the report ofrthc Committee on Canons as
follows: That the Board of Managers be
urged to appropriate $."0,KX) for the work
among the colored people, and that the
amount be distributed among the dioceses
In proportion to the colored population.
Defeated, and the resolution of the com-
mittee adopted.

Tin; report of the Joint Committee on
the Prayer Book was taken up, and the
Hev. P. ti. Robert, of Missouri, said the
proposition of his colleague, the Rev. Dr.
Fulton, was that there should be an
amendment to the constitution allowing
the use of the book for three years. His
colleague had acted in good faith, but the
action taken by the convention a few days
ago in adopting the amendments and re-
port had thrown him and others out.
ltecess.

KVEMXQ SESSION.

On reassembling tho committee ap-
pointed to. recommend plans for the due
observance of the centennial period of the
American Church reported, recommending
that members Of the Church be called
upon to commemorate with fitting and
solemn observance the centennial of the
consecration of Samuel Seahury by the
bishops of tho Church in Scotland, in
1781. The committee called upon the
Church to note as days of solemn ob-
servance noted days in ecclesiastical an-
nals, and show their gratitude to God by
lilieral gifts to all the great charities of the
Church. The report was adopted.

In Committee of the Whole the House
consuived much time in considering the
report of the Joint Committee on the
Prayer Book. When tho committee rose,
the Rev. dr. McVicker, of Pennsylvania,
reported that the committee unanimously
agreed to recommend Chicago as the place
for the next meeting of the convention.

The Rev. Dr. Locke, of Illinois, stated
that his diocese would be pleased to wel-
come the convention. Report adopted.

Receive a Freak Impetus From the
Completion of the

Kaasaa City Boat! Cieneral Awakealag
Araonar Traders and Travelers.

Springfield, Mo., Octoler 22. The

completion of the Kansas City, Springfield
and Memphis railroad is giving this city a
fresh impetus. The possibilities of the
trade between the two cities are fully real-
ized by our business men. Almost simul-
taneously with the completion of the road
the Memphis . Milling Company began
operations, with a capacity of 125 barrels
of "roller patent"" flour "per day.""" The
Queen City Milling Company are prepar
ing to use the roller process exclusively,
and to increase their capacity. At Ash
Grove another mill will be in operation be
fore the holidays, with a capacity of 100
barrels per day, roller process. The greater
portion of this flour will seek a Southern
market via the Gulf road. This will give
a faint idea of what is expected in a single
line.

The new depot of the Gulf is now being
occupied. This building is of pressed
brick, two-stor- and has some architectu-
ral beauty. It has in addition to the
usual ticket office, baggage and waiting--
rooms, etc., the oihces ot the division su
perintendent, chief engineer, train-di- s

patcher and other officials. Just in the
rear of the depot is a neat two-stor- y, four- -

teen-roome- d eatinghouse. In the vards
at this place there are. or will be when
completed, five miles of track. A round-
house of eight stalls is nearing comple-

After resting for a few hours Mr.
Arnold took a drive in Central Park. He
was so impressed with the beauty of the
park that he insisted on alighting and
roaming about for some time on foot. Mr.
Arnold, who is to lecture under the man-
agement of D'Oyle Carte during his stay
here, was called upon bv a Herald repoi-te- r

last evening. He said that he had al-

ways entertained a gruat desire to see this
country, and when ho was pressed to
come and lecture he only yielded to an
old temptation in acceding to the proposal.
No definite plans had yet been decided
upon as to when and where the lectures
would be given outside of New York.

In a little crib cot on the east
side of the room lay the two oldest- - chil
dren with their heads crushed in, and near
tne norm window ot the room lav Mr.
Finzer with the side of his face torn off
by the discharge of a gun. The mother
and child on the bed were lv
ing as if asleep, both being covered
up with quilts. It is supposed that brood
ing over his ill health and inability to
work deranged Finzer's mind, and that
while his wife and children were sleeping
he murdered them and then killed him
sell, as there is no evidence in the room
that mere was a scuttle, the manner in
which the murderous father killed him-
self is certainly diabolical. By his side
was a new empty gun-barr- with no ham
mer or stock. He must have loaded the
barrel and held one end in the flames of a
lamp that stood near by and the other in
his face and held it till it exploded from
tne neat and blew his brains out.

INTERSTATE COMMERCE.

Important eeiaion by Vnlted Mates
jnag-- jaevrarjr aa to tne

Right of a State to Rearulate Kail road
Kates on Through Freight.

DesMoixes, Ia., October 24. In the
Circuit Court of the United States Judge
McCrary rendered a decision upon the
question of the right of the State to regu
late interstate commerce, the case arose
out of a suit against the Illinois Central
Railroad Company to recover damages for
overcharges upon freight shipped over the
company's road from points in Iowa to
points in Wisconsin, and originated under
the tantt law ot 1H74, now repealed.
Judge McOrary held that the act in
question, if applied to through ship-
ments, related to subjects in the nature
of business, and that if the power of a
state to pass such an act were conceded it
would necessarily include the power to
discriminate against the commun e of. ther
States. For these reasons such a statute
would be a violation of the Federal con-
stitution, and it is not within the power of
one State upon interstate trallic to fix rates
to be paid for carriage within its territory,
for that would, in effect, give it power to
demand more than its share of a reason-
able charge for the entire distance. It
would bo giving to the statutes of such
State extra-territori- force.
