She slowly tore the envelone onen and
drew out the contents. She curiously
unfolded a long and broad sheet of paper,
such as she had never received before.
L p in the left hand corner she read in
neat, precise letters, "Bolton & Bolton,
solicitors, Melbourne, Australia." The
paper began with the formal Madam,
in a cramped hand, and as it went on
the writing grew worse, and ended in a
long scrawl that the lady took to be the
law firm's name agaid.

Garfield, Kilpatrick, Burnside
and Halleck are dead. The next few
years will see that list lengthened. Gen.
Grant Is Well on towards seventy.
He comes to Washington often, and
walks quietly about the street, with his
cigar iu his month; better dressed than
when he was President, and looking an if
life agreed with him', Sherman is sixty-fou- r,

and he looks, olJer,.but the family
is hardy, and he is likely to see 1WKI. iThe
youngest of all the great leaders is Sben-da- n,

now to command the army, and he
is but fifty-on- e. Sheridan was a major-gener- al

at thirty. Fiti John Porter ap-
pears here every winter, white-haire- d

and broken in frame, a little old gentle-
man, who looks back to twenty years of
disgrace. His old commander, McClel-la- n,

now a rotund man, with bending
shoulders, has not changed much of late.
He is rich, and entertains well in his
New Vork City hotrie4 but the activity of
his life is over.
