licious flavor.

“The persimmon, indigonons to the
South, grows upon small trees seldom ex-
coeding fifty feet in hight, and in a wild
siate the fruit is small and unattractive,
thongh extremely sweet after frost, Chil-
dren are fond of the }r'ﬁilmamn. but they
are most popular with the "possum, who
walks forth nightly to regale himself and
become a vietime of the boys and dogs
who know just where to find him. A
persimmon tree is a 'possum’s Delmonieo,
Some peopls have experimented with per-
simmons in variouz ways, and 1 have
known them to be dried and pressed, in
whieh condition they oat as well as the
dates of Arabia. The farmer from whom
these cnme has realized as much as $10 a
bushel for his cnltivated variety, and, I
anderstand, he Ims devated o gomdly por-
tion of hig land to a persimmon onchard
with the intention of showing the Ameri-
can peaple just whint ¢an be done with a
product which grows in every old field in
the Sonthern and Central States, and has
heretoiore been looked npon is little less
than a nuisance.”
