The Kenton Stave Factory is utill turn-
ing out a great number of staves and heads
daily, but will be fori-e- to Btop running
very soou for want of timber, unless the
roads improve. !Six dollars a cord is now
paid for stave timber delivered at the fac-
tory, and most of Hie white oak near town
has been exhausted. Another factory live
miles from town is doing a great deal of
work. Farmers generally have been get-
ting out timber for these factories during
the summer and fall, and many crops have
been neglected and still remain in the
field.

This county is very heavily timbered
and the soil is fertile. Fine crops of corn
and wheat a re made here, bnt cotton does
not do so well, though a good deal is
grown.

The educational advantages of this
connty (Gibson) are unsurpassed by anv
county in the State. There are good
schools in every neighborhood, which run
from six to ten months every year.
