i Fiuial Accident on the River Daring the
Fog Yesterday.

| tiraphic Deseription of ihe Scene by a
Member of the Party.

About 8 o'clock vesterday morning nine |
white laborers, employed on the Little
Rock mailroad incline at Hopefield, got
into a skifl and started across to this side
of the river to go to work but met with an
accident by which two of them lost their
lives, The names of those in the boat
were Fred West, Harry Meyers, Frank
Redden, Jerey Haley, William Carter, S.
A. Huselin, John Latferty, an Englishman
named John and one other.

An Areean reporter sucveeded  vester-
day evening in finding Frank Redden, one
of the party, and obtained from him a
graphic account of the accident, e said:
“The skifi’ we put off in was a very large
one and has several times carried as many
as seventeen or eighteen men with their
tools. The oarsman was one of the best
on the river, John , the Fnghsh-
man. There was some fog on the river
when  we  pnshed  off  from Hope-
field, but it beeame thicker and
thicker a8 we neared the Tennessee
shore, finally becoming so dense that we
counld not see objects ten feet away., “We
passed n lot of loaded coal barges, which
set down low in the water, and then
pulled in for what we thought to be the
point. In the tog, however, we had mis-
taken an empty shell barge for the land-
ing place. ILn-u'L’- awany up ont of the water,
the end sloping in from the top down to
the surface. The mistake was discoverad
too late and the skiflf struck the barge
broadside. It was instantly overturned
and swept under the barge.  Every one of
us went under with it. We emerged at
the ather end at about the same time with
the skiff, and five of ug swung on to the
sides, 1 had on a big overcoat and a pair
of heavy boots, and it was rough work, 1
can tell yon. Almost immediately sfter-
ward 1 saw a darky coming ont
of the month of Wolf river in
a skiff and letting go my hold, made for
it. All of ns sueceeded in climbing in
except West and Meyers, who were
drowned, and another man who clutehed
the sides of the s=kiff so tight with his
hands that we could not break his hold,
s we towed him along down the river un-
til Capt. McNeely brought the tug Desoto
sut and took us all aboard. It was a
pretty roogh deal, and no mistake.”

Capt. MeNeely, who witnessed the acci-
dent, declares that he never saw so much
fortitnde displayed by any set of men in
his life before. They were perfectly blue
with cold when “taken out, but did not
utter a word of distress or complaint.

The body of Harry Mevers, one of the
drowned men, has not yet been recoverad.
The corpse of the other, Fred West, was
found floating and taken ashore at the
elevator, where an_inquest was held by
Justice Quigley. West was about forty
vears of age; partially bald and with his
right eye gone. Meyers was about thirty-
five vears of age, good looking, with light
hair and whiskers. Both were a ntly
Germans and were hanl-working men.
Nothing of their past could be learned.

A French Harher Semds a Bullel Inle

of Clement Salles, No. 65 Linden street.

was the dead man's physivian, made an
explanation of all he knew of the sad
ir. He stated that he had been sum-
moned by Mrs. Salles to attend her hus-
band, a} 12:30 o’elock, and that be had
answered thie ¢all withoit delay, The first
thing thafattracted his attention was a
pistol which lay upon the burean just
within the door, He placed his hand upon
it and found It still wafm and smioking.
Mrs. Salles stood near the bed, weeping
rnﬁiinml?. She said something inco-
werently, and pointed toward the bed. The
unfortunate man, when approached by
Dr. Pool, attempted to speak bnt was not
able to make himsell understood, and after
aTew powerfgl eflorts toJo so,sank back un-
conscions, His pilse was found to be beating
feebly, but within fifteén minates lile was
extinet. The ball entered the left side,
between the third and fourth ribs, passing
completely through into the hollow, as
Iir, P'ool ascertained by inserting a probe.
The doctor added that the deceased called
npon him day before yesterday and asked
for medicine.  He seemed to have a little
fever, but not enough to make him deliri-
ous, though Le talked and acted very
strangely for a sane man.  Another wit-
ness testifled that he had irequently no-
ticed the dead muan acting in a pecnliar
manner, and that on one oceasion when
he (witness) “‘mrmin[.tl'lw honge in eom-
pany with Chiel Davis, that Salles ran out,
seemed very much excited and had a good
deal to say about his troubles and busi-
ness, though he stated nothing very
clearly. It appeared, howoever, that he
bad some family trouble and wanted the
chief to arvest his mother-in-law. One or
two others made similar statements,
and from gll the testimony the re-
porter gathered that Salles had been
drinking too much of late, and had fallen
into health. Also that, perhaps, for
these reasons be had been un}ormnatc or
unsuceessful in his business and unhappy
in his domestic relations, and had be-
come despondent. The investigations of
the jury terminated with the examination
of the widow, who had been mouning
piteonsly in an adjoining room, and now
came forward in a transport of grief.
When {he-door was opened to admit her
some kind-hiearted man tossed the cover
over the livid dead face, but the widow
gently drew it aside again, sank upon her
cnees by tho bedside, and throwing her
arms about the neck of the corpse, covered
the npturned faee with passionate kisses,
calling upon her husband to come back
to her and the children again. Again
some kind friend interfered and forced
her to leave the room. Before leaving,
however, she managed to say that her
husband had eomplained of feeling un-
well in the morning, and that a little after
noon he called her to him and asked for a
drink of water. She left him and walked
into the adjoining room to comply with
his request, and wheu about to return
with a glass of water heard a pistol shot.
She rushed in and found her husband
writhing npon the bed with bleod on his
chest.  The pistol lay on the bed just out
of his reach, and he was making Llesrvmle
eflorts to seize 1t, but was prevented by the
wife, wlio snatched the weapon and id it
aside. He did not speak again. The ver-
dict of the jury was soon aiterward ren-
dered in accordance with the above frcts.
Clement Salles was a native of France.
He came to America some thirty years
ago, and at the time of his death was
abont forty-eight years of age. He has
lived for a number of vears in Memphis,
doing business as a barber, and at one
time had quite a lucrative business, but
lately has done very little, He leaves a
wife and four boys, the eldest fifteen years
of age

Serlous Rallroad Accident-Outbreak
of Smalipox at Gndsden,

Special tothe Appeal.]

Beris, Texx,, November 20.—A very
serious railroad smash-up ocenrred one
mile east of here on the Louisville and
Nashville railroad about 2 o'clock yester-

day morning, which resuited in consider-

able loss to the company, but ne lives
were lost and.no one hurt. A heavily-
loaded freight train passed Bells before 2
o'clock, and in ascending a steep grade
one and a half miles east of town the ¢a-
boose and five other cars became de-
tached from the main train by the break-
ing of a coupling link, and the cars ran
back down the grade some distance beforo
they were stopped. A few minutes later
some more cars broke loose from the train
and started back down the grade,

and were going at the nrale of)

forty miles an hour when they
struck the others. The front car raised
off the trucks nnd ran nearly through one
of the standing cars, making a complete
wreck of the two. Bix other cars had
drawheads and parts of the ends smashed
in and some sides bulged out. Several of
the cars were loaded with cotton-seed oil
and hundreds of barrels were ground to
pieces and thousands of gallons of oil ran
ont and covered the ground in low places
from two to twelve inches deep. By @
o'clock . the track was clear and trains
were pussing as usual.
