Tlie facts are about as follows: t'nderth
old internal-improveme- nt law of February
H, 1851, the State of Tennessee loaned the
Mississippi Central railroad bonds amount-
ing to 10,000 a mile, to aid in tho coif
struction of the part of the line in Ten-
nessee. There was a proviso, however
that the rsflr?id was te par the irte'est ot
six per cent, on these bonds as regularly
as it fell due, and to take up the bonds
themselves at the proper time, relieving
the State from all expense and annoyance.
By this understanding the State
was virtually the indorser for the
railroad, agreeing to pay if the railroad
company failed to do so. The statute au-
thorising the issuance of these bonds also
provided that in the erent of the failure of
the railroad, to pay the interest and prin-
cipal the Slate might appoint a receiver
whose duty it should be to take charge of
the road and manage it for the State, ap-
plying all the revenue to the liquidation
of the bonds. The bonds issued by the
State were sold by the Mississippi Central
Railroad Company and the proceeds

to the construction of the road. The
company, however, failed to pay the in-
terest and bonds, and by virtue of the
statute Gov. Porter appointed Gen. R. P.
Neyly as receiver. Other mortgages
had been given besides thoso to
the Suite, and most of these
fell into the hands of parties working in
the interest of the Illinois Central rail-
road. They purchased the Mississippi
Central from Gen. Neely, receiver, and
paid the State the amount due it. The
original stockholders did not get a smell,
and in consequence suit is brought by per-
sons in Fayette comity who own stock.
Tbay claim that Gen. Neely expended in
permanent improvements on the road cer-
tain moneys which should have been paid
to them as stockholders, and also that lie
transferred to the Illinois Central about
f ')0,000 worth of iron and other material
not included in the purchase.

The suit promises to be a lively one,
not only on account of the amount in-
volved and the nice question of iaw to be
settled, but on account of the eminent
egal talent engaged in the controversy.
