Whatever strength
lie lias is based upon sentiment, and be
has no chance to do anything to help his
prospects, in opposition to Arthur, so long
as ho is fiie Secretary of War. His only
chance to make bend way against Logan is

to gi-- t himself talked nliotit, and to revive
tbe meinorv of bis father. Iv-on- e stroke
lie proposes to accomplish this object, and
relieve himself of bis present embarrass
ing position. It is n- - considered alto-
gether certain that the Fit. John Porter
bill will receive favorable consideration
liotb houses ol longress, and it is
asserted that Lincoln will make the
passage of the bill a pretext for re-

niguiiig his plaeo in the Cabinet. He
will let it be known that lie resigns be
cause Porter's reinstatement will be an in
suit to the memory of President Lincoln,
who approved the sentence which dis
graced the general. Lincoln's theory is

that his resignation under sueh circum
stanees wiil be the subject of comment in
everv newspaper in America, and for dis
cussion at every corner geocery. it is ex
peeled to make Lincoln the most talked- -

ulmiit man in the country and to enthuse
the men who reverence the father to su
port the son.

Four men
were killed, two Orangemen and two
Roman Catholics; eight are reported mor
tally and eiahten to twenty slightly
wounded. Head Constable Doyle is
among the wounded.- - There is a lull in
the outbreak at Harbor Grace, but the
neighboring town of Carbonear is in a
state of the wildest frenzy. Over 1000
men are parading the streets and prepar-
ing to march to Harbor Grace. Crowds
are hurrying up from the whole extent of
the north shore of Conception Bay to the
scene of the disturbance. All the busi
ness places are closed, and most of the
.private dwellings are protected by bars
and bolts. The police dispatched from
St. Johns, and reached Harbor Grace
last night. If the riot breaks out anew,
the law officers will be powerless to pro-
tect life and property. It is rumored that
the government has cabled to Halifax for
troops and tho war-shi- If the Carlxmear
contingent marches to Harbor Grace the
result will bo terrible to contemplate.

J. Delmer, of the United
States Bureau of Agriculture to the effect
that diseased and dying hogs passed
through the stock-yard- s at Chicago daily,
and were sold cheap and shipped to Bor-
deaux and Havre bus drawn out a let-
ter of protest from Delmer. He declares
the statement of M. Bert not only a per-
version ot facts, but a falsehood. In his
ollicial reports to the Commissioner of Ag-
riculture are contained all he has ever had
to oiler concerning the transportation of
diseased or dead hogs, and there hesimply
called attentiou to their transportation U
rendering tanks, entirely distinct from
packinghouses, as affording the means of
the spreading of tbe hog cholera provail-i- n

1N7S and 1H7W. Mr. Itelmer declares
that the rules of the Chicago stock-yard- s

are such as to render it utterly impossible
that dead hogs should be smuggled
into them, and should ait animal
die in the yards, it is at once
delivered to the soap-greas- e rendering es-

tablishment outside of the yards, and can-
not possibly get into the packinghouse.
Dr. Delmer says that during the last four
months be has examined fully 40,000 hogs
w itliout discovering the slightest trace of
disease, as he certainly would if any had
existed. During tho last two years very
little swine-plagu- e has existed anywhere,
and ui far as he has been able to learn no
disexsed hogs havo been shipped. Nearly
all the small rendering-tank- s have been
c losed, hjs exposures live years ago having
contributed largely to that result. Delmer
declares Bert must be a true deniaj(oe;ue,
otherwise he would not resort to falsehood
to plehse his constituents.

THE FIRST TRAIN

Actonm Die .tfr!iafalaya Bridge on the
Te.ia Pacitle.

Xkw Oiii. i:xs, December 27. The first
train crossed the Atchafalaya bridge on
the Texas Pacific railway December 2tith.
The structure is now completed and trains
are crossing it regularly. Work on the
bridge, which is situated 130 miles west of
New Orleans, mis begun September. 1SS1.
High water caused the suspension of labor
during the winter months. Much trouble
was experienced on account of the rapid
changes taking place in the river getting
deeper and wider. Since June, 1SS3, day
and night forces have been constantly em-
ployed. The bridge is 1045 feet long, con-
sists of two fixed spans of 253 feet, one of
103 feet and a drain span of 303 feet. Tho
piers are of wrought and cast iron, cylin-
ders welled with concrete, and the founda-
tions iu no case less than 120 feet below
high water, and from seventy to Ho feet
below tl.e ground. The cost of the struc-
ture isr oout $."00,000. The completion of
this bridge is of the greatest importance to
the Texas Pacific railway, since a large
amount of the freight heretofore turned
over to the Morgan road at Cheneyville
will hereafter come directly through, and
delays to both passenger nnd freight trains
incidental to the former transfer nt Atcha-
falaya no longer exist.

WANTON MISCHIEF.

The Statehouae at Franltlbrt. Ky.
Greatly Damaged by an Infer-

nal Machine.

Frankfort, December 25. This morn-
ing the discovery was made that the indul
gence granted by the city authorities to
tne practice ot shooting and
other explosive contrivances at Christmas
brought about another Guv Fawkes ar
rangement for the destruction of a State- -
house ot rarhament, the only difference
being one was a malicious and the other a
mischievous plot. All day long yesterday
there was a succession of loud reports on
every street, increasing in power and vol-
ume with the decline of the sun, until
night closed over the city, when sky-
rockets blazed and tremendous detona-
tions were heard on even side.
The imagination conceived that the dogs
of war had been let loose, or that the
devil himself had taxed his ingenuity to
devise a more terrible substance than gun-
powder or dynamite. Be that as it may,
the citizens were astonished this morning
to find that terrible havoc had leen made
at the Statehouse by an infernal machine.
Gunpowder, it is supposed, in a larire
quantity, had been placed in an empty
beer keg and set on the steps leading into
the Court of Apieals from the east en-
trance, or the side next to the new w ing
of the Statehouse. The explosion, it is
now known, took place at OaVock, though
in such a deafening roar of artillery it w as
not thought of excepting by a few w ho
felt the shock. .The windows", sash and all
in the Court of Apjieals room were shat-
tered A pieces, the lights in the windows
on the east side of the House of Repre-
sentatives were blown out, the lights in
nearly every window on the west end of
the- new wing of the Statehouse were
broken to fragments, even as high as the
fourth story, and chips, twigs of trees and
fragments tell all about the place for a
distance of nearly half a square. Police-
man Norwood says he was standing across
the street when it occurred, and the shock
was so great he thought tbe building had
been blown up. He hurried to the scene,
but found nobody there to tell the tale,
nor have the police yet been able to dis-
cover tho authors of "the mischief, which,
bad enough as it is, at that early hour might
have resulted in tho death of "every living
thing within the Statehouse yard, had it
not been Christmas and everybody away
from the building. There is a creat deal
