Makiog due allowance for the
changes in the law with respeet to valua-
tions of casings and coverings, the redue-
tion of the avernge ad valoron rate of duty
on sugar was only 2.7 por cent. fn!’th\’qlmr-
ter ended September 30th, and somewhat
less for the wmonths of October and Novem-
ber.
