Elected throughout Yeiterdajr A Re-

sult Which Win Gratify Lorera
of (rood Government.

Messrs. Montgomery, Patterson, Gra-

ham, Rambant, Jordan,WinUrvDey
nan and SaTage Successful.

The election yesterday was exceedingly
quiet. There was not a knock-dow- n and
rarely a quarrel at any of the polling-place- s

so far as heard from. The polls
opened at 9 o'clock and closed at 3 o'clock
in the afternoon. The voto was exceed-
ingly light, and litre waa tso opposition
whatever to the regular ticket, except as
regards two of the school commissioners,
Messrs. Lynn and Froman. Very little
had been said, comparatively speaking,
about the election, and as a consequence
there was little or no enthusiasm.- - The
public quietly made up ita mind to sup-
port Messrs. Montgomery, Patterson and
Graham, and all classes, irrespective of
party or color, united upon them. It was
the first election of the kind ever held in
the city of Memphis, and indeed it is
doubtful if there was ever one like it be-
fore in the history of the country.
It was generally understood that those
who first advocated the gentlemen
named for the leading places on the
ticket were also in favor of the
entire School Board, but another ticket,
with the names of James Di ana
Fred Savage, tb 1Kter colored, in pie 0f
LiT. anrt TCintnr. wfo. (motil at tUa
polls yesterday meriting, headed "Citizens'
Tieket," The regular 6r administration
ticket was called "Everybody's Ticket,"
and, as already stated, did not differ from
the citizens' ticket, except as to school
visitors. The latter seemed to be pre-
ferred from the stark Messrs. Degnah and
Savage both had active Workers at the
polls, while the interests of Messrs. Fro-ma- n

and Lynn were, left to tAke rtre. of
thenwelvps, One ticket went in with
"everything scratched but the eagle," and
a few others were seen with but two or
three names remaining. In the Second
Ward a darky made himself conspicuous
by voting a solid shot for Savage, scratch-
ing every other name on the ticket from
Montgomery down. The "Everybody's
Ticket" had Rambaut and Jordan down
for the long term of four years, Winters,
Froman and Lynn for the phoK term of
two year. On the "Citizens' Ticket" Jor-
dan and Winters were entered for the
long term ; Savage, Degnan and Rambaut
for the short term. .

This caused eot:5 contusion in counting
the votes, as the law provides that two of
the school commissioners shall be elected
for four years, and three for two years. In
the figures given below under the wards
the number of votes received by each
candidate for the long and short term are
added together!

A Brief bat Interesting-- Reference to the
CiBvereIal Prosperity of Memphis

" ' The Proposed Sfew Kirectory.

The first regular annual meeting of the
Merchants' Exchange was held in the Ex-
change rooms, on Front street, yesterday
forenoon, according to previous announce-
ment, the membership being largely in
attendance.

ADDRESS OP THE RETiRIsi PRKSIflENt.

President John K. Speed was present
and called the meeting to order, and de-

livering the following address pertinent to
the occasion of the first annual meeting,
and especially referring to the benefits of
the Exchange to the commerce of Mem-
phis and the success which had attended
the first year of the organization. Mr.
Speed said!

Gektlsmen or tbb Merchants
This meeting is the closing of

eur first year, and I congratulate you upon
the steady increase In membership since
our organization, last January. Com-menci-

wrtli itv-fiy- e members we
have now 175. This increase ot iuwDer-shi- n;

and the interest shown by our mer-
chants, justify me iii saying that the Ex-
change is no longer an experiment, but S
necessity, and must become a permanent
institution of Memphis. Notwithstanding
this is the first year of our organization,
we have been able to pay all our expenses

we owe nothing, ana have a fair balance
now on hand. At no time since the dis-
ruption of the Chamber of Commerce, in
188, which in its day was a benefit to
Memphis, has there been any place of
record in statistical form for the business
of our city in grain, provisions and pro-
duce i consequently, it has been impossible
iA tell whether ,the voSme of business In
these particulars has been, on the increase
or decrease. The completion of new rail-

roads, giviua us increased facilities for re-

ceiving and distributing tieeS Tt.'des, and
the great advantage of having daily mar-
ket reports showing the fluctuations in
price of each staple, rendered it necessary
that our merchants should have
some place of meeting, where re-

ceipts and shipments could be
kept upon record, where prices, hourly
fluctuating, could be bulletined and where
brivina; and selling could be done. And I
think I may say that we have acv omplish-e- d

this end in the organization of the
Merchants' Exchange, and that the man-
agement of the Exchange have faithfully
tried to give each commercial interest rep-
resented in it as liberal telegraphic reports
as our means would permit, and that com-
mittees have been formed from time to
time to increase such matter of informa-
tion as was desirable and to diminish it
when necessary. An important branch of
the Exchange is the lira insurance or mu-
tual aid addition, for the benefit of mem-
bers of the Exchange who may desire to
subscribe to it, which now numbers 143
members; and, I am pleased to state, no
deaths have .occurred in this department.
It Was my pleasure to hope that no mem-
bers would be missing at this annual roll-cal- l;

but death has drawn a line over the
names of two of our honored comrades
Capt. T. B. Dillard and Mr. Bronson Bay-lis- n

the loss of both of whom we must
ever deeply deplore. In looking over tbe
past few years of the growth of our citv, I
cannot but feel that our commanding
geographical position is being recognized,
and that we are scarcely conscious of the
large returns which the next few years
may bring to ns, through this and the
increasing means of communication by
rail and nver, which are being opened and
extended.

The completion of the Kansas City,
Springfield and Memphis railroad not only
gives us an additional outlet for our groce-
ries, dry goods and other merchandise, but
tends to remove the distributing point of
the products of the great Northwest, so
far as the Southern and Southeastern trade
is concerned, frenm CMcago and St. Louis.
Already we are able to supply with grain,
provisions and produce those Southern
and Southeastern mara that have here-

tofore looked to 'Chicago and St. Lo as
their purchasing points; and with the ex-
tension of the Kansas City system to the
Northwest, and the distributing roads
from our city, projected and being built to
the Southeast, Memphis should not only
control the trade of this whole section of
country, but with barge lines to New
Orleans we could export these staples
direct to foreign countries; for Memphis,
standing at the head of navigation all the
year round, ought in time to command
this trade We have now the Valley
road, tapping the rich and fertile country
south of us, almost at our doors, and
work will soon be resumed on the Selma
road, thus bringing us in communication
with the iron and coal fields of North
Alabama. Theoa new roads, with those
that we already have (now doing an im-
mense traffic), satisfy me that we are to
becoirie the largest railroad center south of
the Ohio river.' I would also call yonr at-

tention to our increased river trade, for the
further serving of which many new packets
have been added, all of them bringing in
remunerative returns. Our cheap fuel and
lalior, with raw material - at minimum
prices, and our advantages for distributing
the products of them, ought to make
Memphis a most eligible site for manufac-
tories. And the increase in manufacturing
in Memphis has been wonderful. All in-
vestments in this branch of trade have
beeu profitable. It is very gratifying to me
to note the healthful tone of the pulse of
our business interests in these respects, but
it is still more so to call your attention to
the improvements in the sanitary condition
of onr city, its well-pave- d streetSj its
splendid system of sewerage, the disap-
pearance of old buildings and their re-
placement by new and substantial struct-
ures. All of these signs of solid improve-
ment and development are subjects of con-
gratulation. In conclusion, gentlemen, I
thank you each and all for the honor con-
ferred upon me in the past, and for the
assistance you have given me in making
the F.xchange a success. May all of you
be prosperous in your various pursuits of
business, and may eachand every one be
here a year hence to tongratulale the

upon its continued prosperity.
