Wasmxorox, January 18.— House.—Mr.
Sloenm asked unanimous consent that to-
morrow's session be set apart for the con-
sideration of the Fitz John Porter bill.
Mr. Reed objected.

Mr. Brumm offered a resolation, which

Mr. Slocum mioved to dispense with the
morning hour, and though there was
general opposition on the Republican side
the meotion secured the requisite two-
thirds—155 to 73—and the House then
went into Committee of the Whole on the
plri‘:a!u calendar, Mr, Springer in the
rchmr.

The first bill was for the relief of Fitz

The same men who ruined Por-
ter struck a deadly blow at Sherman, and
he had seen, al a review of the Union
army, Gen., Shermun refuse his hand to
the Secretarv of War becanse he had at-
tempted to throw disgrace upon him. Tt
wis his (Slocom’s) firm belief that had
not the war clesed as it had, Sherman’s
name wonld have been hlat‘{‘tl Hillc b_\" Hid(‘
with that of Porter.

Then 1 ean go to the
house and get the money.” Anniec opened
the barn door about two feet wide. When
she stepped in the door John grabbed her
by the right arm and threw her down. 1
was on the floor about three feet from
where he grabbed her. He threw her
down on the floox and held her by the
right wrist, put his knee upon her left
arm, and with his righit hand took her by
the throat. She tried to get away from
him. When he grabbed her by the srm
ghe grabibed at his face; she reached his
face, I gaw bherband close over his nose
and mouth. She said: “Let me po.”
That is all she said. Then he held her by
the throat until she was dead. Ehe
died in sbout fen or fifteen min-
utes. He earried her the stable
near the mother and covered her
all up with leaves and said, “Now I am
going to the house.”
