Mr. Douglass wore a full
suit of black, and his bride a costume of
garnet velvet and silk. They returned to
the lady's late residence, on K street, and
then proceeded to Douglass s country
house in Uniontown, five miles out. Xo
one'outsido the party immediately con
cerned seems to have known about the
event before it occurred, Douglass's family
lcing as poorly informed as that of the
bride. Miss l'itts lias for eighteen months
been a clerk or copyist in Douglass's
oflice, that of recorder of deeds for the
District, and iie lias, during a large part of
that time, paid her marked attention, but
no one acquainted with either believed f
marriage would result, though the bride-

groom has remarked to several lately that
he contemplated remarrying. The woman
is a prominent member ol ttie woman s
suffrage party, and has been associated
with Mrs. Dr. Winslow in the con
duct of a peculiar paper, called the Alpha,
She was originally from Akron, O., and
is described as a woman of thirty-fiv- e

yeirs of age, witii a handsome face and
figure, with black hair. Her family have
been greatly distressed at her employment
among colored jwople, and.it is said to-

night, are overwhelinod with grief and
shame with the news of her marriage.
Douglass is seventy years of age, and hs
colored children over fifty. The news of
tho marriage lias created a decided sensa-
tion in Washington.

Wil
mington and Baltimore Company, took the
broad ground that no power of Congress
could regulate railway interstate commerce
in the sense proposed by the bills betore
the committee. He asserted that there
was no such thing as commerce between
the States bv rail in the constitutional
sense of the words. He argued that the
roads are chartered by the States, are un-

der State control, have rates regulated by
States, and it is only through agreements
between railroad companies terminating
at State lines that interstate commerce is
now carried on.

BANKISU bills.

Washington, January' 24. The Senate
Finance Committee had several meetings
to-d- to consider banking bills, Huh
morning Senator Sherman's bill was taken
up and a substitute was ollered by Sena
tor A Id rich authorising the issue of cur
rency equal in amount to the par value ol
all bonds except four per cents deposited
as security for circulation ; upon four per
cents the banks are to receive at the rate
of $110 in currency for S100 bonds. This
arrangement is to continue till January 1,
18!H), and thereafter the amount, to de-

crease $1 each year till they reach the
par value of the bonds. Some question
having arisen in regard to the effect of the
two measures it was determined to ask tho
opinion of Comptroller Knox. Mr. Knox
went before the committee this afternoon
and expressed the opinion that there was
but little to choose between the two
measures. As to the ultimate effect,
he expressed a qualified preference for the
substitute, it being more easily understood
man tne original mil. L oon the concur
sion of Knox's remarks the question oi
substitution was decided lu the atlirma-tiv-

by a vote of 5 to 3. Senator McPher-
son's bill was then offered as a substitute
to Aldrich's proposition. It provides for
the issue of circulating notes in an equal
amount to the par value of bonds of all
kinds deposited as security tor circula
tion. The vote upon this question re-

sulted 4 to 4. Senator Keck not being
present, the committee adjourned without
nnai action.

THE HAWAIIAN TREATV.

Reports of the Majority and Minority
of the Henate Committee.

-- Washington, January 24. Reports of
the majority and minority of the Senate
Committee on Foreign Relations, on the
joint resolution to give notice to the Ha-
waiian government to terminate the reel
procity convention of 1875, were sub-
mitted to the Senate Senator
Morgan made a report on behalf of the
majority adversely to the resolution. The
report says the committee has failed to
discover that the commerce or revenue of
the United States lias not been adequately
compensated by the advantages ol trade
with the .feandwich Islands, new
route of transportation leading from the
Pacific to Europe will, the committee
thinks, put in jeopardy the trade of the
United States with the Hawaiian Islands
unless present treaty agreements are made
permanent. It expresses the opinion that
otner nations win be lound eauer to seize
the advantages this country would re
linquish by the abrogation of the treaty.
Australia and the Dominion of Canada, it
thinks, would be willing to make most
favorable terms with the Hawaiian Islands
for the trade of those islands, ami. the
opening of a canal across the Isthmus of
Danen would cause Hawaiian trade to
seek better markets in Kurope than
ttiis country oilers. Alluding to loss
of revenuo to the United States
by the operation of the treaty, the
committee says: "The balance against
tiiis country represents only the
profits and earns of our own people em
ployed in agriculture, trade and linancial
dealings with the Hawaiian people." The
report closes with this statement : " What
ever objections so tar have been found to
the workings and results of the treaty are
greatly overbalanced by the advantages
we acquired in a national sense, and by
the benefits to our people of a profitable
trade witn tne Hawaiian people, and
by a duty we owe the people of
both countries to give' certainty and
permanency to the gratifying prosperity
the treaty has created." Senator Sherman
makes the minority report. Tho body of
the report is identical with that submitted
to the Finance Committee with respect to
a similar proposition in the Forty-sevent- h

Congress. The minority considers the
loss of revenue to the United States over-
balances the Iienefits derived from the
treaty. They think the best thing to do is
to terminate the treaty with a view of en-
tering into other commercial relations
with the Sandwich Island more nearly
reciprocal than the provisions of the pres-
ent treaty.

Securities to Convince a Kew

York Banker of His

Solvency, Which b Distrusted In Wall
- Street What the Brokers

Say About It.

Xew York. January 23. It was reported
on Wall street, yesterday, that Mr. Gould
bad again opened his strong box and ex-
hibited the securities which he owns, in
order to convince the querulous not only
of his solvency, but also of his strong po-
sition. On the street it was generally be
lieved, though it was commented upon as
rather curious that Mx. Gould should
again adopt this method of silencing

It did very well in the spring
of 1882 for Mr. Gould tor exhibit
to Frank Work, Russell Sage, Cy-
rus W. Field and other gentlemen
securities aggregating $55,000,0110 as part
of his wealth, but the brokerJ thought
that to repeat this exhibition was a sign
rather of weakness than of strength.
After diligent inquiry, a correspondent
learned that the present exhibit was not a
formal one like tiie first, made to a com-
mittee of prominent capitalists, bnt an off-
hand exhibit made to one gentleman.
The purpose, however, is the same as the
first exhibit to convince the beholder of
Mr. Gould's unassailable financial strength.
The gentleman, it was learned, who had
the pleasure of feasting his eye on Mr.
Gould's vast store of securities was Mr.
John T. Terry, the banker. Mr. Terry is
a trustee of the Ed Morgan estate, and is
a director in the Western Union and a
personal friend of Mr. Gould. Mr. Terry
had left his office for his home, on the
Hudson, where the reporter called upon
him, but an intimate business associate
of his related the particulars of the ex-
hibit.

DEAD IN THE DEPTHS

Fifty-Seve-n Miners Killed by an Ex-

plosion of Fire-Dam- p In a Colo-

rado foal Mine.

Heartrending Sights at the Scene of
the Disaster Names of lhe Un-

fortunate Men.

Dksver, January 24. A terrible explo-
sion occurred at Crested .Butte, Gunnison
county, this morning, in the Crested Butte
coal mine, in which from twenty-frv- e to
fifty miners are believed to have been
killed. The explosion blockaded the
mouth of the mine. The full extent of the
disaster is at present unknown. The mine
is owned and oJerated by the Colorado
Coal and Iron Company, of this city, and
employs from eighty to ninety miners in
the shaft. No details at present are ob-

tainable.
ADDITIONAL PAETICTUIRS.

The Time$'s special says: A terrible
explosion occurred at 8 o'clock this morn-
ing in the Colorado Coal and Iron Com-
pany's mine at Crested Butte. So far only
the most meager details have been received
here, but tiie loss of life is supposed to be
terrible. There were sixty-seve- n men in
the mine at the time of the disaster.
Eleven who were just entering were
thrown back to the entrance by the force
of the explosion, and were rescued. One
of these is dead, and all the others badly
injured. There are fifty-si- x men yet in
the mine, and cannot be reached. They
are all supiosed to be dead. Tho explo-
sion was of such force as to entirely wreck
the fenginehouse, which stood "fully a
hundred feet from the entrance. It is
supposed that the explosion was caused
by a leak in the air compressor. The peo-
ple are doing all that is possible to rescue
the miners. Two specials have gone up
froii here with doctors and others on
board.

. Second Dispaleb.
Denver, January 24. The explosion at

the Crested Butte coal mine this morning
was one of the most appalling that ever
occurred in a coal mine in this country.
Crested Butte, near which the mine is lo-

cated, is a g town thirty miles
north of Gunnison City, on the Denver
ana Kio Urande railway, lhe cause of
the explosion is not definitely known, but
it is supposed from fire-dam-p. The ex-
plosion occurred either in chamber No. 1

or 2, just half an hour after the day force
of sixty-seve- n men had gone to work.
There were ten men at work in the cham-
ber. Four of these escaped unhurt, ex-
cept one man, John Anges, who was in
the passageway just outside the chamber,
who is badly burned, but will recover.
Fifty-seve- n men were at work in cham-
bers 1 and 2.

THESE 1IAVE PERISHED.

The explosion was of such force as to
completely barricade tiie main entrance,
and the appliances for supplying air, lo-

cated near, were badlv wrecked, and the
roof of the tramway blown off. The men
were at work on an anthracite mass. The
night force of the C. C. and I. Company's
mines, and the citizens generally, were
working hard all day to rescue the men,
although it is thought none can possibly
escape alive. The town hall has been
prepared for the reception ol the dead.
As soon as possible the fan was repaired
and put to work pumping air into the
mine, and the men set to work to remove
the obstructions, so as to reach the cham-
bers and get the bodies out t. if
possible. The following are the names of
htty-hve- the unfortunates.

and leave families, many living here. At
this hour everything is in such confusion
that it is impossible to give details. A
special train left Gunnison at 2 o'clock
this afternoon with surgeons and a large
number of citizens to render all aid possi-
ble. The town of Crested Buttes is in
mourning. Crowds of women cluster
about the entrance to the mines, praying,
wringing hands and crying piteously, pre-
senting a scene most heartrending. It is
said that at the time'of the explosion there
were ten kegs of black powder in cham-
bers 1 and 2, where the men were working,
and where the explosion is supposed to
have taken place. The mine is three
miles of drifting, and so it is iuiposaih'.; 0definitely locate the accident until "the
rescuing party can gain admittance. The
mine has long been considered dangerous
by those acquainted with it, while it isone
of the best producing mines in the count-ry- Its operation, has alwavs been
attended with more or less apprehension
and real danger.

"IT IS A P MINE,"
said, Superintendent Cameron, now in
Denver, "and seems constantly to generate
the most deadly gases. They seem to
generate in the coal or under it, and pour
out of the seams of the walls of the tunnels
antl shafts, yet the mine is the most per-
fectly ventilated in the werld. Air is
forced in along the shafts bv machinery.
No less than 5(1,000 cubic "feet of fresh
air is forced into the mine every
minute. This is quite sufficient
to fully supply the wants of the
miners, and keep the air perfectly pure,
unless some accident happens to cut off or
interfere with the supply. This is a greater
amount of rush air than is furnished to
any oilier mine in the country." He add-
ed: "We send a mine reviewer through
every chamber every morning before any
men are allowed to go in. He must have
returned this morning before the work-
men started in, and everything must have
been all right when he passed through."

John McNeil, State Mine Inspector, left
for the scene of the disaster this evening.
He says he has no doubt that every man
in the mine at the tinao of the explosion
was instantly killed. At this hour (10
o'clock) no bodies have been recovered.
