In the Senate.

Washinctos, January 31. Uoute. Mr.
Anderson, from the Committee on Public
Lands, reported a resolution, which was
adopted, falling on the Secretary of the
Interior to explain by what authority
1.S9,000 acres of land had been certified to
the tate of Kansas for the benefit of the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe railroad.

Mr. Keagan, chairman of the Committee
of Commerce, reported back a resolution
railing on the Secretary of the Treasury
for information in regard to the trade be-

tween the United States, Mexico, and the
4rallic over railroads connecting the two

ifcotwtries.
L. At the conclusion of the morning hour,
the House decided to proceed to the con-
sideration of the calendar.

Precedence ''was given the bill reported
from the Committee on Public I.amls.
The first bill was tifet declaring forfeited
certain grants of land made certain States
to aid the construction of railroads.

It forfeits all lands granted Mississippi
under the act approved August 11, ISotf,
except that granted in'aid of the railroad
from Jackson to the State line of Ala-
bama; also, the lands granted Alabama
under the acts of June 30, 1856, and
.March 31, 1857, to aid the construction of
a road from Elyton to the Tennessee
river, the Memphis and Charleston road,
and the Savannah and Albany road ; also,
the lands granted Louisiana to aid the
construction of a road from New Orleans
to the State line; also, the lands granted
Arkansas to aid the construction of a read
from the point where the Iron Mountain
road intersects the southern boundary to
a point near Helena.

Mr. Cobb made a brief explanation of
the provisions of the bill, Btating that the
lands which it was proiosed to forfeit had
not been earned by the various companies.
and declaring himself in favor of forfeit-
ing every acre granted railroad companies
which have not been earned in strict ac
cordance with law. None of the lands
affected by the bill were patented either
to the State or counties, and its second
section fully protected settlers who had
entered upon ttie lauds.

Mr. Van Eaton, member of the Commit
tee on Public 1.an i Is. ottered an amend
ment excepting from the provisions of the
D11J tlie lanu grciiiieu ivuhhihsijijii iu wu me
construction of the railroad from Brandon
to the (iull of Mexico, commonly railed
the iulf and Ship Island railroad.

After debate the amendment was re-
jected and the bill passed.

The next bill on the calendar was that
declaring the forfeiture of the lands
crrantixl ttiA Tpxflff "Pfieififi RaiIwav Com
pany under the act of Congress approved
March 3, 1871, and acts supplemental
thereto. Tli3 report accompanying the
bill being very long, it was ordered
printed in the Record, and without debate
the bill passed, veas navs 1 (Barr,
Pa.).

Ou motion of Mr. Hatch Mo. a resolu-
tion was adopted making the bill pro-
viding for the establishment of a Bureau
of Animal Industry, etc., the special order
for February 5th.

The Speaker laid before the House a
message from the Pnident transmitting
the report of the Secretary of State ac-
companying the papers relative to the re-
striction of the importation of American
hog products into tiermany and France.

Immediately a clash of jurisdiction
arose as to which committee was entitled
to the rejiort of the Secretary of State,
Mr. Townshend favoring the Committee
on Commerce, Mr. Hutch Mo. the Com-
mittee on Agriculture, and Mr. Curtin the
Foreign A flairs Committee. Finally mat-
ters were compromise! to the mutual sat-
isfaction of all parties by ordering the
mesKage printed and laying it on the table.

to all merchandise to be exported; also,
vhuther any State of the I nited States
may not bv its inspection laws, absolutely
necessary for the puroee, require pork
intended ior inspection from that Stale to
be inspected and marked by officers of
such State, and lay a proper tax to defray
the expenses ol such inspection ana mark-
ing.

TRIED FOR HIS LIFE.

The Evidence Belnar Taken lu tbe CaM
of frank Lew 1m,

Charged With Brutally Murdering Ills
If latreaa With a Bed-Sla- t.

In the Criminal Court yesterday morn
ing ranK jewis, colored, was put on trial
for the murder of his misfress, IjOii lavis,
aliat Lou Hill, whom he killed with a bed-sl- at

at their room, on Desoto street, near
Beale. The jury are all colored men,
whose names are: Robert Fleece, Cash
Mosby, Alf Froman, jr., R T. Brown, A.
Paine, Phil Gwynn, Harry Wiburn, Peter
Morris, J. M. 'Maddox, Joe Davis, L.
Brooks and David Armour. A large crowd
was in attendance mostly colored people.
Considerable laughter was indulged in by
the crowd, at the answers of the first wit-
ness. Judgo Greer announced that if it
occurred again he would have the court-
room cleared. In a few minutes the crowd
again indulged in a hearty laugh so loud
as to interrupt the proceedings of the trial,
whereupon the judge ordered the sheriff
to clear the court-roo- and all persons
except the members of the oar and officers
of the court were put out and the door
guarded, when the trial proceeded in tho
usual manner, but with few specta-
tors. This is tho first time tlie
Criminal Court-roo- was ever clear-
ed of the crowd during a trial.
Those who had conducted themselves in
an orderly manner were allowed to re-
main. Maria Evans, a colored woman,
who had a room in the building across
the hall from that in which the murder
occurred, testified that George Pratt and
Frank Lewis entered her room that night
and the latter asked for a stick with
which to open the door of his room. lie
said it was locked and there was a man
with Lou. Pratt and lxwis went out but
Lou's visitor had departed in the mean-
time. In a few moments Lewis and Pratt
went back into her room and Pratt in-
formed her that Lou was. dead. He
picked up a lamp and she followed him
into the room, leaving Lewis behind.
Lou's eyes were half closed and her mouth
partly opened. She lay in a heap on the
sido of l he bed. Very shortly afterward
Lewis entered the room, and picking up a
bed-sl- which leaned in the corner said :

"Give me this slat and if she is not dead
I will finish her." Witness told him she
was dead and not to strike her again.
Lewis then said Lou had been killed by
the man who had just left the room.

den. Gordon's Haxardous Position. .
London, January 31. Sir Samuel Baker

writes that the position of Gen. Gordon,
alone and absolutely unprotected in the
deserts of the Soudan, and bearing a large
sum of money, is not only extremely dan-
gerous, but a direct challenge to disaster.
His friends must watch his movements
and await developments with the keenest
anxiety.

The War In the Soudan.
Cairo, January 31. Gen. Gordon leaves

Assouan y en route for Khartoum. He
has written a' letter to El Mahdi asking
him to send the English prisoners in his
possession toKhartoum. Gen. Sartorious
telegraphs from Suakim as follows:
"Sinkat and Tokar still ours. I
am going to join Baker Pasha at
Trinkita We will advance
Friday. Baker Pasha recently made
a cavalry reconnoissance and attacked
Osman Digna and killed and wonnded 120
of his men. Friendly tribes still hesita-
ting. I have written Baker Pasha
strongly urging an immediate advance
on I'rinkata. Three days after
Baker Pasha's reconnoisance I made
a sortie with infantry. Osman
Digna attacked me but lost'several men,
whereupon he retired inland. I am
doubtful about the relief of Sinkat, other-
wise all well." Gen. Gordon left his
specie at Assouan and will receive ad-
vances of 110,000 from Greek merchants
at Khartoum.

GERMAN SOCIALISTS.

Jx.iraordfaarjr Precautions Takeu by
tbe Ministry Plots uiseovored.

Berlin, January 31. The police have
discovered a Socialist plot to rescue Dusso
Padlewski, who has been imprisoned here
for the past nino months. Two Socialist
leaders were placed under arrest. Active
correspondence was disclosed between
Padlewski and Socialist, workmen in
Posen. The Russian Nihilist, Mendelsohn,
whom the Prussian police conveyed across
the Russian frontier, managed to escape
and has reached Paris.

Later. Apprehension of further Social-
istic disturbances has led to the adoption
of extraordinary measures by the Minis-
try. By virtue of tho law of 1860, they
have published an ordinance which pro-
claimed a kind of martial law in the Dis-

trict of Bien, Cornenburg and Weiner
Neustadt. Special measures have been
adopted also in reference to suspicious let-
ters and dangerous publications. In
Weiner and Kernenberg trial by jury has
been suspended.

THE FRANCHISE IX EM-LAX-

Its Extension Demanded by
All Classes.

London, January 31. A deputation of
the Leeds Liberal Conference called upon
Gladstone and submitted resolutions in
favor of the further extension of the suf-
frage. Gladstone said they would be made
aware of the intention of the government
in a few days. It would be out of place to
give particulars now. What was wanted
was nnion in the government itself. It
should have a clear apprehension of the
purpose it had in hand, and a resolute de
termination to strive tor the attainment ot
that purpose. The country should be on
its guard against direct and indirect meth-
ods of opposition. In conclusion, he ex-
pressed the hope that the deputation
would find that the promises held ou; by
the various members would not be unful-
filled.

A deputation of Indian residents in Lon-
don, many of them brilliantly attired in
their native costumes, presented Glad-
stone wiih a birthday address. The pol-
icy of the government in India was eulo-
gized. A suitable reply to the address was
made by Gladstone amid great applause.

Gladstone received a deputation of
250 trades unions delegates. They were
introduced by Jos. Arch, champion of the
agricultural laborers, and by Broadhurst
and Burt, Radical members of Pari anient
They urged the extension of the county
franchise. In replying, Gladstone said
their delegation had done much to dispel
the doubt as to the desire of the people
of England generally for the extension of
the franchise throughout Great Britain
and Ireland. The government were con-
vinced that the time for action was at
hand. There were no truer supporters of
the rights and claims of all classes in the
country than those called workingmen.
He was glad the Clyde shipwrights and
agricultural laborers" were so fully repre-
sented by delegates. In conclusion he
said action would presently be taken
which would give effect to the pledges of
the government, and he urged the.ni to
judge the government accordingly.

In replying to a deputation of the metro-
politan Liberal associations, Gladstone
thanked the deputation for leaving the
government to decide the order in which
the principal measures should be present-
ed to Parliament. The condition of Lon-
don, so far as regards tlie municipal and
local government, was nothing less than
scandalous. The- responsibility for this
rests with the legislature; the powers of
which 'were greatly overtaxed and could
only accomplish its work by the strenuous
endeavors of all parties. '.The government
would do everything in their power to
further the progress of business. lie
urged the deputation to assist the govern-
ment to overoomo indirect methods of re-

sisting the progress of legislation.

Liquor Bills Made the Special Order for
Tuesday Jefferson Davis Invited '

to Address tbe Assembly.

Jackson, January 31 Senate. Bills in-

troduced and referred: For relief of tlie
sureties on the bond oy.

for the relief of W. B. Wright and T C.
Dockery, and sheriff, respec-
tively, of Tate county ; to regulate labor
and eUCWlTayt! "agriculture in the State ; to'
fix the compensation of clerks in certain
cases; to amend the law in reference
to sureties on official bonds of county
officers; to provide compensation to

western Railroad Company; authorizing
supervisors of any county to require rail-
roads to fence their tracks ; to prohibit the
sale of intoxicating liquors in Hernando;
resolution proposing an amendment to the
constitution; relative to moneys arising
from licenses for retailing spirituous
liquors ; to provide for a more efficient and
convenient registration of voters ; to incor-
porate the Aberdeen street railway ; to re-

peal the law in the code in relation to
tramps; to authorize the survey and sale
of certain marsh lands; to authorize the
supervisors of Harrison, Hancock, Jack-
son, Marion, Terry and Greene coun-
ties to employ a civil engineer

Bills defeated : To authorize the super-
visors of Pike to compromise the indebt-
edness of C. C. Gibson; to amend the
law as to bonds of coroners.

Adjourned till Monday next.
House. Bills introduced and referred:

To encourage and promote tho sale of real
estate ; to remove the seat of government
of the State of Mississippi from the city of
Jackson to the city of Meridian ; to allow
the complainant and defendant to testify
against and for each other in trials for di-

vorce; to prevent boards of supervisors
from allowing claims presented to them at
tbe terms of the courts at which the
claims are presented ; amending the law
